3. KERB OUTSIDE “THE SPINNEY”, CHURCH ROAD
The following correspondence has been received from Mr Rayson, SCC:-

“I refer to your email of 19th March 20-12 regarding the kerbing works at the Spinney on Church Road, Rolleston on Dove. I apologise for my delay in responding”.

“We have now received a response from the property owner of the Spinney on Church road and I have discussed this matter with Councillor Fraser. We are satisfied that the owner has undertaken all reasonable steps here to install a kerb line to protect the verge in this area and also enhances the area. The area in question here between the tarmac highway and the wall adjacent to the property has been difficult to define as to whether this area is adopted highway or not. Our records indicate that the grass verge is NOT in highway ownership and our assumption therefore is that this belongs to the adjacent landowner i.e. Mr Manning at the Spinney. However, his records are also unclear on this matter”.

“Therefore after discussion with Councillor Fraser, we propose to take no further action here over the installation of the kerb outside the Spinney. I do intend however, to write back to Mr Manning informing him that this kerbing was installed by him, at his expense without the authority of Staffordshire county Council and as such all liabilities for placement, maintenance and insurance purposes vest with him and not Staffordshire county Council”.
