1. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

Apologies for absence were received from Mr.  Sanderson and Mr. Wyatt.
2. TO CONSIDER/REVIEW THE CURRENT FLOOD ACTION PLAN

It was discussed that a section of road now floods near the Blue Cross Centre and it was reported that the two properties close to the Blue Cross Centre were also flooded during the recent floods whereas they have never been vulnerable before.  It was noted that on the last occasion, Chapel Lane, School Lane, Station Road, Craythorne Road, Beacon Road all flooded as well as the entrance to the Brookhouse and sections of Dovecliff Road and the bottom of South Hill.

It was discussed that the gullies were all blocked, as when manhole covers were being lifted the water would go away.  It was agreed that we should ask SCC/Severn Trent to send a video camera down the drains to undertake a survey so they could see what was going on.  It was reported that on Beacon Road near number 10 the water was running along and bypassing one of the gullies.

3. TO REVIEW / CONSIDE R SIGNAGE AVAILABLE

It was agreed to write to the current flood warden and ascertain that they were still happy to undertake flood warden responsibilities and to ascertain what equipment they had in terms of signage and high Vis jackets.

4. TO REVIEW / DISCUSS SAND BAG PROVISION

The use of sand less sand bags was discussed.  It was agreed to place an article in the next issue of the Rollestonian and state that if people were interested in purchasing some bags for their own properties, then the Parish Council could look at making a bulk purchase in order to get best value.

5. TO REVIEW / DISCUSS EQUIPMENT 

It was agreed to apply for a grant from Councillor Fraser for the purchase of equipment for flooding, e.g. storage bin, jackets, walkie talkies, signage.

6. TO CONSIDER/ARRANGE PUBLIC MEETING FOR VOLUNTEERS

It was agreed to write to Andrew Griffiths and ask that it is made an endorsable offence if people go through a road closure once it has been closed by the police.

It was agreed to write to the police and ask what the position is with regards to road closures in the event of flooding and to have an informal chat with PCSO Hardware when she is next in the village.

6. TO CONSIDER/ARRANGE PUBLIC MEETING FOR VOLUNTEERS (continued)
It was agreed that we did not have enough information available at this time from the local authorities with regards to their positions in the event of flooding and to try and ascertain this information before holding a public meeting.
