CLERK’S REPORT TO MEETING TO BE HELD ON

1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

The following applications have been received and require comment:-

P/2011/01521Outline application for residential development of up to 23 dwellings including details of access, Land off, Meadow View, Rolleston on Dove. Revised Indicative layout.
P/2012/00997 Installation of UPVC windows on the front elevation, 5 Shotwood Close.

P/2012/00998 Raising of ridge height and alterations to the east elevation to provide bathroom and en suite facilities, 51 Knowles Hill.
2. PLANNING DECISIONS

The following applications have been permitted:-
P/2012/00716 Erection of a first floor side and rear extension, 94 Hall Road.

P/2012/00491/MB Reducing crowns back to boundary line of five conifer trees, one laurel tree and one Monkey Puzzle tree and crown reduction of one cherry blossom tree, Threeways & Woodborough, Hall Grounds.

P/2012/00470/MB Change of use from agricultural land to a caravan park for up to 15 caravans, Campsite, Cross Lane.
P/2012/00693 Erection of a single storey side and rear extension, 34 Forest School Street.

P/2012/00583/CLF Raising of roof height and erection of pitched roof over existing flat roof side extension, two storey side, part two storey and single storey rear extensions, Hillbrae, 24 Lodge Hill.
3. PLANNING CONCERNS

Replacement Windows, 11 Burnside: The preliminary response I gave you has not changed, but rather been reinforced by more recent changes to Government policy, including the National Planning Policy Framework which seeks to simplify the planning process and facilitate new development rather than obstruct it. Whilst I appreciate the aesthetic and historic qualities of parts of Rolleston, they are not considered of sufficient merit to warrant the making of an Article 4 Direction.

I am not entirely familiar with the Neighbourhood Planning process to know whether there is any scope for highlighting areas considered worthy of greater protection alongside promoting new development within a local area, but this may be something the Parish Council could explore further. I will copy this response to my colleagues in Planning Policy who may be able to shed more light on this matter and if there is any scope for pursuing a greater level of control through a neighbourhood plan I will let you know.

Kerbing Works, The Spinney, Church Road: ESBC had advised it is not an ESBC matter and to refer back to SCC.  The Clerk has written to Mr Rayson, Copying in Councillor Fraser, advising that the Parish Councils concerns are twofold, one that the materials do not accord with the conservation area making it aesthetically unacceptable and secondly we are extremely concerned about the safety aspect and in this respect we would like SCC to undertake a risk assessment of the situation and supply us with a copy of their findings for our records.
Felled Oak Tree, 3 Walford Road:  The clerk has been contacted with regards to a large Oak tree that has been felled at this property.  As she was unsure as to if the tree was subject to a TPO, she has passed the concern to ESBC.

5. NEW SCHOOL
Formal Complaint; the attached letter has been received from Mr Tradewell, Director of Law and Democracy, SCC.
Freedom of Information Complaint; 
Proposed new road; the following correspondence has been received from Mr Hurdus, SCC:-
“Thank you for your email. I have checked my records and I cannot locate a response to your letter dated 12 June 2012, I apologise for this oversight. A meeting was held last week at the County Council with officers and members to consider the most appropriate highway mitigation for the Tutbury Road/Harehedge Lane junction as a result of the 2FE Tutbury Road Burton primary school”. 

“A decision was taken to take forward the Roundabout option rather than the Signal Control option based on the views of members after hearing officer evidence. This mitigation scheme is now being fully worked up so it fulfils the condition placed on planning consent ES12/02 and will be delivered inconjuction with the site access works prior to the school being occupied.  The final mitigation scheme will be presented to the County Council Planning committee inconjuction with the reserved matters application which is due to go to the said committee during the autumn. I trust this assists you in keeping members of the Parish Council informed”.
Correspondence from Mr Green:  These emails were circulated prior to the last Parish Council meeting and it was agreed to defer discussion until the August meeting.

7.  CRAYTHORNE WOODS
At the last Parish Council meeting it was reported under Councillors Reports that Mr Underhill had asked for the path from Meadow View to Footpath 14 could be stoned.  It was agreed to add the item to the August agenda.
