PARISH COUNCIL REPORT 



Mr Fitton made a report on the following Parish Council activities:-


Planning:  Mr Fitton advised that the Parish Council had recently seen some proposed plans for 120 houses to be built on the college field.  He also advised that the Parish Council would be objecting to the proposed new school on Harehedge/Tutbury Road and that it was understood that a planning application had been submitted to ESBC for the development of 23 new homes to the rear of Meadow View.

Precept:  Mr Fitton advised that the Precept had been set at £43,450.00 which was no increase from the previous financial year.

Verge, The Spinney, Church Road:  Mr Fitton advised that SCC had advised that the kerb outside of The Spinney, Church Road had been installed without the necessary highways permission and that they had now written to the homeowner asking for it to be removed.

Best Kept Village Competition:  Mr Fitton advised the meeting that details for the Best Kept Village competition had been received should any group wish to submit an application.

It was suggested that Lee Evans should be invited to the Annual meeting in April.
