Mr. Ron Clarke and Mrs. Toon declared an interest as members of ESBC Planning Applications Committee.

1. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
Apologies for absence were received from Mr. Toon, Mr. Bailey and Mr. Barnett.
2. TO RECEIVE A PRESENTATION ON PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT OFF CRAYTHORNE ROAD

The meeting was introduced to Mr. Adrian Goose, Landowner, Mr. Paul Stone, Planning Consultant of Signet Planning and Mr. Andrew Clarke, Urban Designer of Taylor Young.  The meeting was advised that Mr. Goose was the landowner of a small site on Craythorne Road and that they believed the site was developable and deliverable and was not on flood plain.  They advised that the approach of the proposed development was one of quality not quantity.
Mr. Stone advised that they were aware that the Local Plan preferred option was for 125 houses for Rolleston, but that they believed that ESBC have got it wrong in how they are trying to disperse the allocation.  The meeting was advised that in the SHLAA document the site was identified suitable for 37 dwellings and advised that they have spoken to ESBC about their desire to develop aspirational housing and that the proposal for the site was for the development of 3 or 4 dwellings, 3 of which would be visible from Craythorne Road.
The meeting was advised that the land to the North was also potentially developable for an additional 3 to 4 plots but advised that this had not been discussed with the current landowner.  

The Chairman advised that without the middle field the proposal would form a prominent salient which was contra to ESBC's Greenfield/Brownfield Release Statement.  Mr. Stone replied that their site was just a Greenfield site and added that the proposed Meadow View and College Playing Fields developments were both also greenfield sites and that change was never easy.

It was suggested to Mr. Stone that change has to be acceptable to the community and was advised that the Parish Council has challenged their “Strategic Village” status as we do not have the facilities and services that ESBC say we have.  Mr. Underhill added that the land being discussed was identified as very important to the Village when the Village Design Statement was created.  Mr. Stone replied that it is unusual for a village to have such a high strategic allocation.  Discussion took place about the ownership of the field on the opposite side of the road and some of the activities that had taken place on the field.
The Chairman thanked Mr. Goose, Mr. Stone and Mr. Clarke for attending the meeting.
