Mr. Clarke and Mrs. Toon declared an interest as members of ESBC Planning Applications Committee.

1. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
Apologies for absence were received from Mr. Toon, Mr. Bailey and Mr. Barnett.
2. TO RECEIVE A PRESENTATION FROM MR. GROCOCK, DIRECTOR OF PROPERTY SERVICES, TRENT & DOVE HOUSING

Mr. Grocock gave a power point presentation to the group.  A hard copy of the presentation will be kept on file for future reference.  Mr. Grocock advised that the intention of Trent & Dove is to build 100-150 properties per year, with a development programme in place for the next 4 to 5 years, therefore resulting in approximately 400 units being delivered in East Staffordshire over the next 5 years.
He advised that Trent & Dove have a Social rent stock of 5,300 units in East Staffordshire and there are currently 2,000 families looking for social housing in East Staffordshire.  The meeting was advised that there is a total of 65 Trent & Dove Properties in Rolleston and that there were 186 people on the Trent & Dove Waiting List that had specified Rolleston as one of their preferred places to live but was unable to confirm which ones of those only wanted Rolleston.  

3. QUESTION & ANSWERS SESSION

Mr. Grocock was asked what Trent & Dove’s intention was for Rolleston as the group had been made aware that some of the concrete houses that were under the ownership of Trent & Dove in Beacon Drive had only been certificated for 60 years and that this certification was coming to an end.  Mr. Grocock replied that there was nothing concrete at this time to say they are going to develop in Rolleston.  He advised that there are 2 or 3 development sites where they have spoken to developers/landowners, but that these sites would be years down the line.

Mr. Grocock assured the meeting that the number identified in the Housing Needs Survey would not be exceeded and that he understood that 10-12 properties were needed in Rolleston and that he would be working with parishes to deliver the housing need.
The Chairman thanked Mr. Grocock for attending the meeting.

Mrs. Toon was asked to speak to ESBC to see if it could be identified who Mr Grocock had been speaking to with regards to development in Rolleston.
