One member of the public and County Councillor Fraser were in attendance.
60. PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS 

 There were no public questions or presentation of petitions.
61. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

Apologies for absence were received from Mr J Wyatt.
62. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

Mr Chinn declared an interest in P/2012/01366 Replacement of 3 existing wooden doors with white UPVC doors, 7 Shotwood Close.

63. MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 8th & 29th OCTOBER 2012 
The minutes of the meeting held on 8th October were signed subject to the following amendment:-

41:12 the clerk advised that stainless steel bolts had been provided but no nuts.
The minutes of the meetings held on 29th October were signed as a true record.
64. REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR 

Councillor Fraser advised that he was still keeping an eye on the highways mitigation for the new School on Harehedge lane and that he understood the new roundabout had been passed.  The Chairman replied that he was not aware that the scheme had been passed as the Parish Council had not been consulted on it. Councillor Fraser replied that he would look into this and advise accordingly.
Craythorne Road ditches: Councillor Fraser was asked to pursue the matter of the ditches with the County Council as they are blocked with stagnant water and do not take water in heavy rainfall.
65. REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR
Councillor Toon advised that the Ice rink was being opened on 22nd November for the Christmas period and that the Market would also be moving week commencing 22nd November.  She also advised that it was being proposed to reduce the number of 30 minute parking spaces.

66. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 8TH OCTOBER 2012
57: Item 42 Page 24: Mr Chinn advised that he had passed a letter from Mrs Burton to Mr Goose at the end of the meeting with KASCA and he advised that he expressed to Mr Goose that this was the personal opinion of 
Mrs Burton and not necessarily the opinion of the Parish Council.
66. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 8TH OCTOBER 2012 (continued)
57: Item 42 Page 24 Mr Edwards advised that Mr Stenhouse a resident from Beacon Road had been in touch with him with regards to the minutes of the meeting held on 29th October and had raised that they did not express the opinions of the Councillors.  He advised that he had responded to Mr Stenhouse’s correspondence and advised that an opinion would not be formed until a planning application has been submitted for consideration.
59:1: It was noted that planning application P/2012/01236 Reduce height and spread of 1 Scots pine, 1 Cherry and 1 Cotoneater Cornubia by 25%, Fiddlesticks, 10A Beacon Road had been approved.

59:8: Mr Edwards advised he had found an ideal booklet for issue, but that the EA did not provide copies in printed format so that this would need to be considered.
59:9: The meeting was advised that a payment of £600.00 had been received and this had been queried as the amount of grant applied for was £872.00.  It was added that the work to be undertaken would be reduced to reflect the amount of grant awarded.
59:18: The clerk advised that Bottle Kiln Design had advised that the works would be undertaken in mid-January and they will contact the clerk 2-3 days in advance so that arrangements can be made for the surplus stone to be removed.
67. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 29TH OCTOBER 2012

Trent & Dove:  Mrs Toon advised that she had spoken to several people at ESBC and could not identify who 

Mr Grocock had spoken to.

68. CLERKS REPORT DATED 5TH NOVEMBER 2012

1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

Members commented on the following planning applications:-
P/2012/01333 Internal and external alterations to Building B, Winterley Lodge, Dovecliff Road.  

No objections.  Members support the proposals as they believe that they improve the appearance of the existing building.
P/2012/01270 Erection of two detached dormer bungalows and two detached double garages and formation of new vehicular access, adjoining The Paddock, 8 Lodge Hill, Tutbury.
Members have no objections but would prefer to see the proposed properties to line through with the frontage of number 8.  

P/2012/01337 Erection of a single storey front extension, Hill Crest, South Hill
No objections.  

P/2012/01366 Replacement of 3 existing wooden doors with white UPVC doors, 7 Shotwood Close.  

Members object to this application as it is contra to the original planning conditions.
P/2012/01389 Retention of detached outbuilding to front of property, Lodge Cottage, 2 Brookside.
Members object to retrospective planning application and the development affects the street scene. 

P/2012/01317 Undertake end weight relief on uppermost limbs and 2 limbs growing out towards the neighbours property of 1 Cedar Tree and end weight relief on the split stems of 1 Sycamore Tree (W17 of TPO1), Woodlands, Hall Grounds. 

Members would ask that this application is referred to the tree officer.  

P/2012/01314 Felling of 1 Colorado Spruce tree and 1 cherry tree, crown reduction by 30% of 1 Cherry Tree and 1 American Oak tree, Grace Cottage, Anslow Lane.  

Members feel that the trees enhance the area and would be reluctant to see them removed without the tree officer’s support. They would therefore ask that the application be considered by the tree officer.  

68. CLERKS REPORT DATED 5TH NOVEMBER 2012 (continued)

1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS (continued)

P/2012/01407 Erection first floor front extension including a dormer extension, side and rear extensions to living accommodation and a detached double garage and garden store (revised scheme), 35 Burnside.  

Members have no objections to the proposed amendments.  

P/2012/00636 Outline application for up to 100 residential units and associated open space with all matters reserved (Revised description and additional highways, flood risk and ecology information) Land to the South of Forest School Street. 
It was agreed to strongly object to this application.
The Chairman advised that he understood that ESBC have been challenged by some developers on their five year land supply. Councillor Toon was asked to speak to Mr Somerfield and ask: - “Have you got a 5 year supply of deliverable housing land?” and if not “How are you going to decide which planning applications get determined first?” 

2. PLANNING DECISIONS

Members noted the details of the planning decisions from the Clerks Report.

3. JINNY NATURE TRAIL 

Mr Chinn advised that they had spoken to Stretton about the disabled access at the centre of the trail and that it was agreed to put the issue aside until funding was available to make changes to the boundary gate.  He advised that Stretton PC have started work at their end of the trail and Mr Sanderson advised that Stretton were very interested in the sign that Rolleston were installing at their end.  It was noted that Planning permission was not required for the sign and Highways permission had been obtained from SCC for the Parish Council to install the sign.  It was agreed that the sign should be installed as soon as possible and agreed for Mr Chinn to liaise with Mr Deacon with regards to the installation.
4. RECREATIONAL (Clerks Report, Item 5)
Annual Playground Inspections: It was agreed that the subcommittee should meet on site to review the inspection reports submitted by PlaySafety and to agree what action, if any should be undertaken.
Elizabeth Avenue Spinner:  It was agreed to look at this item when the subcommittee are on site reviewing the annual playground inspections.
5. NEIGHBOURHOOD DEVELOPMENT PLAN (Clerks Report, Item 6)
Mr Edwards advised that the first draft of the plan has been produced and some modifications are needed before it is circulated. He advised that landowners have been written to asking to confirm availability of their land within the plan period and that the clerk has written again to Mr Somerfield, ESBC asking for a response to the Parish Council’s letter of 30th September.  The meeting was advised that there was a possibility that the Meadow View planning application would be considered on 26th November and therefore the next meeting of the NHD plan steering group was to be held on 26th November.  Mr Edwards advised that the Parish Council will be asked to endorse the plan before it is presented to the village.
6. NEIGHBOURHOOD FORUM (Clerks Report, Item 7)
Mr. Chinn was passed the paperwork for the meeting and it was noted that Mrs. Toon, Mr. Toon and Mr. Chinn would attend.
7. APPEALS

Royal British Legion Poppy Appeal: Mrs. Toon proposed and it was moved on a unanimous vote to make a donation of £75.00.
Vitalise: It was moved not to make a donation on this occasion.
St Giles Hospice: It was moved not to make a donation on this occasion.
8. GAMBLING ACT 2005 – POLICY REVIEW CONSULTATION
Members noted the details of this consultation.

9. SICK LARCHES – TAFFLANDS

It was agreed to ask Mr Eastaugh, ESBC Tree Officer to look at the trees as they are potentially diseased.
10. PARISH COUNCILLOR VACANCIES (Clerks Report, Item 11)

It was noted that to date no one had expressed an interest in becoming a Parish Councillor.
11. MEETING WITH TRENT AND DOVE

There was no further discussion on the meeting that had taken place on 29th October.
12. MEETING WITH KASCA LTD

It was noted that “Aspirational housing” does not fit in with the Neighbourhood Development plan.

13. DAMAGED TREE AND BUS SHELTER (Clerks Report, Item 9)
It was agreed to contact a professional to get an opinion on the viability of the tree and agreed that if it was to be removed a replacement mature tree should be sought.  The clerk advised that she had spoken to Arriva again and they had advised that the risk department would be back in touch by the end of Tuesday 13th November and then the Insurance department should be in touch. Concern was raised that the bus shelter had been moved on its foundations.  It was agreed to get in touch with our Insurance Company and ask what action we need to take. The clerk advised that she has also reported the incident to the police and the police have advised that unless Arriva cooperate, then they will investigate the incident as there are witnesses. It was unanimously agreed that we write to Arriva and advise that we do not wish for double decker’s to go through the village as the trees are important to us and are an important feature of the village. 
14. COUNCILLORS REPORTS

Dog Fouling:  Mrs Redgrave reported a complaint received from Mrs Yates, Brookside with regards to the amount of dog fouling.  It was agreed to ask ESBC Neighbourhood Warden to come out and re iterated that wherever possible offenders needed to be identified/statement details taken and reported.

Gullies: Mrs Toon re iterated the need for the gullies to be cleared.

Royal British Legion:  Mrs Toon advised that the RBL were looking to renovate the plaques in the Lychgate and they would be meeting in January if anyone would like to attend.  Mr Martin advised that he attended a meeting about two months ago with regards to funding that was being made available for war memorials.  Mr Martin advised that some of the information recorded in the Lychgate was inaccurate and that they hoped to rectify this at the same time as the renovation.  Mr Chinn agreed to attend the meeting on 9th January.
Meeting Room Logistics: Mr Sanderson advised that a couple of people had spoken to him as they find it difficult to hear at public meetings and asked if it would be possible to change the setup of the room in order to accommodate the hard of hearing.
