MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON

One member of the public was in attendance.
67. PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS 

Mr Wyers raised the issue of flooding and advised that in July he reported that their garden had been flooded and the recent flooding had indicated that it is a result of the drainage ditch on Meadow View not being able to take the water and asked who was responsible for the ditch.  Mr Edwards advised him to contact Mr Bulzachelli, SCC and the clerk offered to forward his details to Mr Wyers. Mr Wyatt offered to look into this item and it was agreed to ask Severn Trent Water where the water run-off from the Westbury Estate goes.
68. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

There were no apologies for absence. 
69. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

Mr Davies declared a personal interest and Mrs Warren declared an interest in P/2012/01513 
Formation of a bay window to front elevation, 3 Glebe Close.  

70. MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 12th NOVEMBER 2012 
The minutes of the meeting held on 12TH November were signed as a true record.

71. REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR 
Councillor Fraser did not attend the meeting.  Mr Edwards advised that Liz Staples was now Cabinet Member for Adult Wellbeing and asked if anyone knew why she was no longer Cabinet Member for Education and Skills. 
72. REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR
Mrs Toon did not make a report to the meeting.
73. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 12TH NOVEMBER 2012
Page 33:  Mr Chinn advised that Mrs Burton had told him that she had not received a response from Mr Goose.
Page 34 59:9 the clerk advised that she had asked SCC to clarify the amount awarded, but that she had not received a response.

Item 68:9 the meeting was advised that the clerk and Mr Edwards had met with Mr Eastaugh, ESBC and he did not think that the tree was diseased, but had suggested that the tree is left until the spring and if it does not show signs of life then to have it removed.
73. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 12TH NOVEMBER 2012

Item 68:14:  The chairman asked if the Parish Council should investigate the feasibility of purchasing a PA system. Mr Chinn suggested a hearing loop with a portable PA system. Mr Chinn was asked to look into the options available and report back to the January Parish Council meeting. (Clerks Report, Item 8)
Item 68:17:  The clerk advised that she had chased Mr Rayson after the last meeting but had not received a response. (Clerks Report, Item 4)
74. CLERKS REPORT DATED 3RD DECEMBER 2012

1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

Members commented on the following planning applications:- 

P/2012/01513 Formation of a bay window to front elevation, 3 Glebe Close.  

Members had no objections to this application.
P/2012/01170 Replacement of wooden windows with UPVC windows, Willow Tree, 2 Shotwood Close.  

Members objected to this application as the original planning conditions specified that timber windows should be installed.  

P/2012/01530 Felling of 1 Sycamore Tree (W14 of TPO1) Woodlands, Hall Grounds.
Members raised concern that there are a lot of trees being felled within the village which is affecting the character of the area and agreed that as the tree is subject to a TPO the application should be considered by the tree officer. 
P/2012/01531 Removal of limb from one Scots Pine Tree (W17 of TPO1) Caernarvon House, Hall Grounds.
Members agreed that as the tree is subject to a TPO the application should be considered by the tree officer.
P/2012/01529 Erection of a detached dwelling, 59 Beacon Road.

Members agreed that the original objections should still stand.
2. PLANNING DECISIONS

Members noted that the following application had been approved in addition to those reported on the Clerks Report:-

P/2012/01314 Felling of 1 Colorado Spruce Tree and 1 Cherry Tree, crown reduction by 30% of 1 Cherry tree and 1 American Oak tree, Grace Cottage, Anslow Lane.

Discussion took place on the approval of P/2011/01521/JI Outline planning application for 21 dwellings on land on Meadow View.  Mr Edwards advised members that he had made a personal FOI request re the five year land supply, and that he had received the following reply from Mr Jones dated 6th December 2012:-
“Thank you for the enquiry. We are currently undertaking a data cleanse of our monitoring schedules because it would appear that there are anomalies in the data which require attention prior to us re-calculating the 5 year supply position. We are also taking advice on the approach to the calculation”. 

“We hope to have a supply position available in the new year, probably February, and so at this point of time I am unable to give specific answers your questions”.

3. PARISH PRECEPT REQUIREMENTS 2013/14 (Clerks Report, Item 5)

Mr Edwards proposed, Mr Davies seconded and it was moved to keep the precept at £43,450.00 for the 


2013/2014 financial year.
4. FLOODING (Clerks Report, Item 3)
It was agreed to ask Environment Agency to provide 200 copies of the questionnaire for distribution. It was agreed that a drop in session should be held with representation from various agencies.
5. RECREATIONAL (Clerks Report, Item 6)
Members considered the report that had been produced by Mr Wyatt and agreed that Mr Deacon should be asked to undertake the following actions:-

Elizabeth Avenue

· Replace missing railing 

· Jet wash climbing frame surface to remove algae

· Replace swing seat and tighten swing bolt
Meadow View

· Repair bent metal railing vertical 

· Replace gate buffer

· Build up earth around swing stays
Tafflands

· Replace broken wooden grip on climbing frame

· Tension the runway cable – re-set set height

· Recover the concrete block exposed by slide

· Replace the anchor point covers which have rotted which are now a trip hazard

It was agreed that members were most unhappy with the reports that had been produced by Play Safety and that they had undertaken a second inspection without accepting the Parish Councils invitation to meet on site.  It was noted that the second report also included inaccuracies and agreed not to pay the full invoice and to make a total payment of £200.00. 
6. NEIGHBOURHOOD DEVELOPMENT PLAN (Clerks Report, Item 7)
Mr Edwards advised that a vote had been taken and that it had been moved that 100 dwellings should be included in the plan.  He advised that once the plan is complete, it needs to be presented to members of the Parish Council and that he believed the presentation should be followed by a Questions and Answers Session between the group and the Parish Council and then the Parish Council left to determine their position.
7. NEIGHBOURHOOD FORUM

It was noted that the three applications would be considered by the funding panel in January 2013.
8. SCC FREEDOM OF INFORMATION COMPLAINT / RESPONSE FROM ICO

Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
9. DAMAGED TREE AND BUS SHELTER (Clerks Report Item 9 & 16)
It was agreed to take the following action:-

· Establish with the police if Arriva have reported the damage.
· Give Arriva the opportunity to come and look at the tree/damage.

· Advise our insurers.

10. SIGNAGE FOR VILLAGE GATEWAYS

After discussion it was moved not to pursue this item.
11. PARISH COUNCILLOR VACANCIES

Members noted the details of this item.
It was moved to suspend standing orders at 9.30pm.

12. COUNCILLORS REPORTS

· Mrs Redgrave advised that she had received further complaints with regards to dog fouling.
· Mrs Toon advised that drains were still blocked along Church Road.

· Mr Chinn advised that a tree by the portacabin on Craythorne Field had shed a large branch.

· It was noted that the chain and lock had disappeared from the gate by the portacabin.

· Mr Chinn advised that during the recent bad weather he had spread some grit and less than 30 minutes later a road sweeper come round and brushed it all away.
· Members were copied into a response received from Mr Somerfield re the Settlement Hierarchy and it was noted that ESBC stood by their position.
