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There was one member of the public in attendance.
75. PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS 
Mr Martin asked if the Parish Council had a management plan for the maintenance of the Orchard and expressed his disappointment with the varieties of fruit, e.g. Braeburn apples and Bramley apples which do not cross pollenate and the Conference pear which also requires a pollinator. Mr Edwards replied that the trees were sold as a mini orchard and if it was suggested that the trees would not crop then he would be more than happy to go back to the supplier and speak to them.
Mr Martin asked if the Parish Council intended to renovate and make the noticeboard outside of Starbucks waterproof.  The Chairman replied that he was not aware of the issues, but would look into the matter.
Mr Martin advised that around 3 meetings ago it was agreed that SCC would be asked if any land could be made available for allotments.  Mr Edwards replied that it had been raised with SCC but that we had not received a response.
76. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

Apologies for absence were received from Mr R Davies and Mrs S Redgrave.
77. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

There were no declarations of interest.
78. MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 10TH DECEMBER 2012 
The minutes of the meeting held on 10TH December were signed as a true record.

79. REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR 
County Councillor Fraser did not attend the meeting.
80. REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR
Mrs Toon advised that she had contacted ESBC with regards to the proposed changes to the setting of the precept and that they had agreed to contact the clerk on 14th January.  The clerk advised that she had not received any contact from ESBC as agreed.

Mrs Toon advised that Mr Costiff had advised that the trees in Brook Hollows were diseased and that was why they had been felled.  It was agreed to discuss this item under planning.
81. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 10th DECEMBER 2012
Page 38, 67:  Mr Sanderson asked if it had been clarified where the water run-off from Meadow View went to.  

Mr Edwards advised that there had been a lot of work going on, on the drainage system within the last few days and it had been established that the water did not go where the authorities had thought that it should do.  

Mr Edwards added that he hoped that it could be ascertained on Wednesday evening at the Flood Surgery.
74:7:  The clerk advised that the three applications had been conditionally approved and that she had forwarded copies of all the quotations to Mr Mason as requested which would need to be approved by the funding panel before the finance was released.

73. CLERKS REPORT DATED 7TH JANUARY 2013
1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

Members commented on the following planning applications:- 

P/2012/01528 Erection of a two storey rear and side extension including balcony and erection of a single storey side extension, 18 Burnside.

Members object to this application.  ESBC Saved Policy H18 requires planning permission for changes of use to create shared dwellings, dwellings in multiple occupation or hostels will be granted provided off street parking complies with Policy T10. Unfortunately Policy T10 is headed Strategic Cycle Network so does not give any advice on what is required but members are concerned about the amount of off street parking and turning space that will be available given that the application creates 2 dwellings.

There would appear to be no wheelie bin stores provided and there would appear to be no access to the rear of the property.  Since the location of this property is in one of the most attractive parts of the village this needs to be addressed.  It is disappointing that the application does not make it clear that the intention is to create two dwellings.

P/2012/01591 Erection of a detached dwelling, Rear of Bladons Yard.

Members object to this application.  This is one of the worst examples of “garden grabbing” we have seen to date and in principal is totally contra to current government policy on this matter.  The proposal is not in keeping with the existing properties already in Bladons Yard and there would appear to be inadequate on site car parking and turning space.  Members do not consider a sprinkler system an adequate safety measure to compensate for emergency vehicles lack of ability to access the site.  There would appear to be inadequate distances between facing windows of principal rooms of adjacent properties.  The dimension on the drawing seems meaningless as they are not from window to window. 
P/2013/00001 Crown lifting to 2.5m crown and crown reduction by 30% of 1 Beech tree and crown lifting to 2.5m crown reduction by 10% of 1 Acer tree, Two Pins, Hall Grounds.
Members request that this application is considered by the tree officer.
P/2012/01599 Erection of a two storey front extension, Hollows House, Anslow Lane.
Members do not consider a Juliet balcony to be in keeping with the area but have no concern with the remainder of the proposals.  

2. PLANNING DECISIONS
Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.

Felled Trees, Brook Hollows: Mr Chinn advised that he had been advised that several trees had been felled within Brook Hollows and that he had received two complaints from residents.  Mr Chinn advised that the clerk had contacted Mr Costiff, Head of Built Environment,  ESBC and he had replied that the trees had been felled as they were diseased. It was agreed that ESBC should be asked if they are exempt from submitting tree notices. Mr Chinn raised his concerns about Brook Hollows, including the life lines, the paths that have been washed away by the flooding and how quickly it was silting up.  It was agreed that the Parish Council should ask ESBC to meet on site and to ask Mr Mason where he is up to with the proposed de silting of the lake.  

3. FLOODING 

Members noted the details of the forthcoming flood surgery from the clerks report.
4. KERBING WORKS, THE SPINNEY, CHURCH ROAD

Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
5. REVIEW OF PRECEPT 2013-2014

It was proposed by Mr Sanderson, seconded by Mr Wyatt and moved on a majority vote that the Parish Council should accept the grant as detailed in the letter dated 13th December 2012 from ESBC.  Mr Edwards and Mr Chinn objected to the proposal and asked for their objections to be recorded.
6. RECREATIONAL

Members noted the details of this item and agreed to accept the offer of free annual inspection for the 2013/2014 financial year.
7. NEIGHBOURHOOD DEVELOPMENT PLAN
Mr Edwards made the following report:-

Following the resignation of John Morris, Chairman of the group, Shaun Adams, Vice Chair of the group also resigned. Both have stayed on the group as members.

The group met last Thursday when I took the Chair we have agreed to try and complete the Plan as quickly as possible, without compromising it, in an attempt to submit it to ESBC before the college site is determined. This is a tight programme, as the college’s application could come before the planning committee in February, but given a fair wind we can make it.

The first half of the Plan has been agreed and sent to Navigus Planning for formal drafting. There is a meeting of the group planned for next Monday when we hope to complete the second half and send that off to Navigus the next day.

It is my belief that the Parish Council, as the appropriate body, should approve the Plan before the village is finally consulted on it prior to its submission to ESBC. To achieve this I am hoping to circulate electronic copies to Parish Councillors on Wednesday 23rd January with hard copies following 2 days later then to hold a special meeting immediately after the Village Liaison meeting on Monday 28th January for the Parish Council to approve, or otherwise, the Plan

We could then unveil it the village on 9th February and providing there are no unforeseen reactions submit to ESBC during week commencing 11th February.

8. PA/HEARING SYSTEM
Mr Wyatt advised that Vintage Inns had now parted with their property maintenance company and they were open to speak to the Parish Council again with regards to them using the room.  He advised that the flooring had now been done but that electrics were still required.
Members noted that there were quotations for consideration in part 2.

9. DAMAGED TREE AND BUS SHELTER

Mr Wyatt proposed and it was moved on a majority vote that the Parish Council does not progress a claim through Zurich.
10. PARISH COUNCILLOR VACANCIES 
Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.  Discussion took place around the misconception around the Parish Council and it’s affiliation with other organisations.  It was agreed to place an article in the Rollestonian highlighting what the Parish Council do, explaining that they are an independent body working in the first tier of local government.  Mr Wyatt agreed to write the article. 
11. COUNCILLORS REPORTS
Lychgate War Memorial: Mr Chinn advised that he and Mrs Toon had attended a meeting with Rev Whitehead, Mr Martin and the Royal British Legion with regards to the proposed refurbishment of the Lychgate and advised that the Parish Council had a legal responsibility to maintain the Lychgate.  He added that Rev Whitehead was proposing for some works to be done to the steps and to install a railings and that Rev Whitehead would be writing to the clerk.  Mr Chinn advised that the principals needed to be agreed in the first instance so that cost could be ascertained and the funding investigated.

Grit Bins: Mr Wyatt suggested that the grit bins may need replenishing.

Fly Posting: Mr Toon asked if the For Sale sign could be removed from the railings opposite Rolleston Club.
Jinny Trail: Mr Chinn advised that he had been approached by Mr Jobson with regards to when the clearance works would be undertaken on the Jinny Trail and asked for permission to have the Parish Councils strimmer repaired.  Mr Toon advised that TREATS would be asked to arrange a work day.

Jinny Trail Steps: Mr Edwards advised that he had noticed that the new steps need some stone placing on the treads as the soil has compacted and now had up to 75mm trips formed by the timber risers.  It was agreed to ask Mr Deacon to undertake the works.
Public Footpaths: Mr Edwards advised that it is very noticeable that the ground at virtually all of the styles on the parish’s footpaths is much lower than the ground around these areas. The nett result during the recent wet weather has been that without wellington boots these styles are impassable. It was agreed to write to the farmers and advise that we have identified the problem and ask if we can put some stone down.
Ford adjacent to Brookhouse: It was reported that following the recent floods the exit of the ford next to The Brookhouse has accumulated a large amount of mud that looks unsightly and agreed to ask SCC to clean it up. 
Church Road Narrowing: Mr Edwards advised that in the recent past the Parish Council have asked SCC when they were going to repair the damage that was done to the road narrowing by Shotwood Close and that they had now come and installed a sign on the build out advising of road humps. He advised that prior to the accident there were two bollards with reflective bands on them and now there was a sign on a grey non reflective metal post and a plastic cone and that he had lifted this cone and was disappointed to find a hole and some jagged plastic sticking up, which was the remains of a bollard. Mr Edwards asked for the Parish Council to ask SCC for the standard data sheets indicating what furniture should actually be at this restriction as he considered it to be unsafe.  It was agreed to contact SCC.
Cornmill Lane Fencing: Mr Edwards advised that he had noticed that a section of new fencing has been erected to the boundary of a field along Cornmill Lane and asked if anyone knew if there are any requirements for old hedges to be replaced with a new hedge?. This matter was not clarified.
Fiddlers Lane: Mr Edwards advised that he had received complaints about the state of Fiddlers Lane but had not seen it and asked if anyone knew what was happening. This matter was not clarified.
Alliance Meeting: Mr Edwards advised, that himself, Bryan and Heidi had attended an Alliance meeting where it was agreed to request another meeting with ESBC to clarify a number of matters including why they do not know how many houses are in their 5 year supply and their planning policy for rural areas

Mrs Warren proposed and it was moved to suspend standing orders at 9.30pm.
