MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON

There was one member of the public in attendance.
83. PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS 
Mr Botterill advised that he would like to speak as a resident of over 50 years with regards to the plastic fence that had been erected by the Spread Eagle.  He advised that he had spoken to ESBC planning department and they had advised that they were sending out planning enforcement to investigate.  The Chairman replied that he had not yet seen the fence in question, but that given the dimensions, he did not think that the fence would warrant planning permission. He added that he would speak to Mr Malkin, ESBC to clarify the position.  
84. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

Apologies for absence were received from Mr J Toon. 
85. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

Mr Wyatt declared a personal and prejudicial interest in planning application P/2013/00102
Mrs Toon and Mrs Warren declared an interest in planning application P/2013/00084.

89. REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR
Mrs Toon advised that ESBC have confirmed that they have a 6.2 year supply of housing and that they are now including windfall sites within their numbers.
90. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 14th JANUARY 2013
75 Public Question Times: Mr Edwards made the following report:-
“Following Mr Martin’s criticism of the varieties of fruit trees planted in the Jubilee Orchard I contacted Graham Clarke from Ideal World for comment. Mr Clarke is very well known in gardening circles having studied horticulture at The Royal Horticulture Society’s Wisley Garden in Surrey after which he worked at Buck House and Central Royal Parks before entering a profession in journalism which saw him edit several magazines including Horticulture Week and Amateur Gardening.

Graham Clarke advises “The general rule in regard to pollination groups when choosing fruit trees is that to ensure good pollination and therefore a good crop, you should grow two or more different cultivars from the same or adjacent Flowering Group.”

APPLES

“Bramley is a Group 3 and Braeburn a Group 4. This means that they are compatible together, and there is an overlap of flowering times, resulting in good pollination from bee and other insect activity.”

“Bramley is also; however, a triploid variety, meaning that it has sterile pollen, and needs two other cultivars for good pollination. You are likely to get some fruits (as bees travel long distances), but a much better crop would be had if you grew at least two other non-triploid cultivars with your ‘Bramley’.  Braeburn can be accepted as one of these.”

“I would suggest you also acquire further trees. The minimum would be one tree for every two Bramleys you already have. There are many varieties you could consider, but I would recommend any of the following”.  Mr Edwards advised that there were then 16 different varieties listed.

PEARS

“’Conference’ pear is semi-fertile, which means that an acceptable crop can be had with just this one variety planted on its own. However, it has to be said that a better crop would be had if you also possessed other pears of the same or adjacent pollination groups. ‘Conference’ is in Group 3, and others in the same group include 12 different types of pear.

Mr Edwards added that last month Mr Martin expressed his disappointment at Parish Council actions in the most public way possible ensuring his views were recorded in the parish council’s minutes. This month I would like to express my disappointment at his doing this in such a manner when the Parish Council is trying to improve the village.

Mr Edwards added that he was therefore advised that the Orchard will produce fruit as it is, but that the crop could be increased by adding more trees of a different type.  It was agreed to review the purchase of additional trees in the autumn.

75 Public Questions, Noticeboard: It was agreed to speak to Mr Gopsill and to ask him to provide a quotation for the repair of the noticeboard.

82:5 Following correspondence that had been circulated by the Clerk, it was agreed that the Parish Council should write to Mr Griffiths, MP and ask that the grant is maintained at the same level.

82:10: The clerk advised that she had received indication that a gentleman from Stretton was interested in becoming a Parish Councillor for Rolleston.  The clerk advised members that the guidance under the Local Government Act is as follows:-
"In order to qualify on the basis of residence, it is necessary for the person at least to have a sleeping apartment within the area or within three miles thereof". 
She added that in the first instance she has suggested that they submit a letter of interest to the Parish council citing why they would like to become a Parish Councillor for Rolleston and added that it would need to be considered along with any other applications.

P/2013/00102 Erection of a single storey rear extension, 30 The Lawns, Mr J Wyatt.
Members have no objections to this application.
P/2013/00135 Removal of one large branch and crossing branches from one ornamental cherry tree, 20 Station Road.
Members would like this application to be considered by the tree officer.
P/2013/00133 Felling of 1 Ash tree and 1 Conifer tree, The Hollies, Chapel Lane.

Members would like this application to be considered by the tree officer as they are concerned by the amount of trees that are being felled within the village.
2. PLANNING DECISIONS

P/2012/01528 Erection of a two storey rear and side extension including balcony and erection of a single storey side extension, 18 Burnside.

It was agreed to schedule a working morning for Saturday 9th March and suggested that 10 + volunteers would be needed to remove the brambles from the old platform.  It was discussed that the rubbish should be burnt or shred.  Mr Sanderson agreed to speak to TREATS.
5. LYCHGATE


Mr Chinn advised that there had been no casualties after 2nd World War and advised that Rev Whitehead had received a £200 donation towards the renovation of the Lychgate.

6. THE CROFT

It was agreed to go ahead with the purchase of the posts and sockets and for Mr Deacon to undertake the work.  It was agreed to come up with some alternative proposals for the sign for the next meeting. 

7. SAND BINS

It was agreed to proceed with the order of the bins and discussed that Brookside would be a better alternative to the Croft for the storage of the third sand bin.  
8. SPREAD EAGLE ISLAND

It was discussed that the report produced by Robert Vernon stated that the tree was worthy of retention and agreed to forward the correspondence between the Clerk and Arriva from April 2012 in which Arriva stated that they had no concerns with regards to the use of Double Decker buses within the village and the potential damage to village infrastructure.  It was agreed to add that the shelter had been in situ for over 40 years without incident and it was understood that Arriva had failed to report the Road Traffic Accident to the police.  It was added that we would expect Arriva to have records of passengers on board at the time of the incident and as we understand that the buses have CCTV, we would expect them to have footage ascertaining the details of the incident.
The clerk advised that Bottle Kiln Design had been advised to undertake the works asap as grant funding had been approved and permission had been obtained for the removal of the tree.

It was agreed to defer this item until the next meeting and suggested that a criteria should be drawn up in relation to making donations.
