CLERK’S REPORT TO MEETING TO BE HELD ON
MONDAY 10th June 2013

1. PARISH COUNCILLOR VACANCY

A co-option of a candidate that members consider to be suitable to stand can be made at this meeting.  The candidate will need a proposer, seconded and to receive a majority vote.

A further co-option can be made after 14th June providing no call for an election is made.

2. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

The following planning applications have been received for consideration:-

3. PLANNING DECISIONS

5. METHODIST CHAPEL

The clerk has been formally advised that it has been decided to close the church with effect from 25th August 2013 and the decision as to its future is in the hands of the Circuit meeting to be held on 4th June.  The clerk has written to SuperIntendent Minister Rev Pellett asking if the Methodist Chapel will be put up for sale, or if a long term lease will be considered.                                              

 
6. JINNY NATURE TRAIL

The following correspondence has been received from Mrs M Gawthorpe for consideration:-  
 

Barry kindly sent me a plan of the proposed refurbishment of the old station along the Jinny Trail.

Whilst I was aware of plans to expose some of the original station, I had no idea the proposed work was so extensive and potentially so disruptive to existing wild life habitats and the 'natural' pathway.

I wondered:-

1. Is the intention to remove most of the trees from the road to the buffer stop?

2. Are they planning to remove the badger set near the stone gate posts along with bank of soil in that area?

3. Will the old station be maintained once exposed?

4. Would it not be sufficient and indeed more sympathetic to the nature of the trail, to only expose certain key areas of the old station rather than such large scale alteration?

5. What are the Parish Councils views on this matter?

The following correspondence has been received from Mr R Gawthorpe for consideration:-

Regarding Monday's PC Mtg and Discussion on JNT, and the various interests of the railway enthusiasts, TREATS, Civic Trust, dog walkers, tree lovers, adjoining house owners, etc. (Not to mention the badgers!!)

 

I would like to suggest that consideration is given to 'restoration' plans being based on a clearly specified length of the Trail/old Railway Station Site. This could be specified as a 50 metre or 100 metre length, say, (to the PC's wishes) and the area 'cleared/restored' over a whole 'cross-section' of the railway land over that length of track. Clearing even 100 metres will be a major task.

 

Clearly, costs need to be worked out, and the section of JNT in question needs first of all to be specified to 'everybody's' knowledge and agreement. It is a Nature Trail but it also remains an interesting and important part of Rolleston's old railway heritage. The village needs to consider the wishes of all groups.
Joint meeting with Stretton:  Stretton Parish Council has asked for another meeting.  As the last meeting was held on 8th October at Stretton, it is Rolleston’s turn to host the meeting.
7. ROLLESTON PLAY GROUP

The following correspondence has been received from Mrs James, Liaison Officer, Rolleston Pre School Playgroup:-

We're still awaiting the final outcome of the meeting of the Methodist Chapel however; in the meantime, we have been exploring the possible use of the Old Grammar School Rooms.  Our only stumbling block is storage although we may have found a possible solution, with the parish council's agreement of course!

I have met with Dennis who has spoken to Ian W about the possible use of the space at the side of the OGSR at the top of the Croft to erect a small shed for storage?  We would obviously make this aesthetically pleasing and work together to sort a suitable size etc.  I think they may have used the space next to the wall for a temporary toilet when the pre-school used the room.
8. PUBLIC FOOTPATHS
The following correspondence has been received from Mr. Oates:- 

I have been meaning to get in touch, the stiles are all done and I would appreciate your comments, to see if we need to make any adjustments, or if they are to your satisfaction.  Many of the hedgerows have associated ditches, albeit silted up, this means that the ground at the base of the stiles is often very wet, causing rapid erosion.


If you look around the stiles the grass surface next to the frames is considerably higher than the base of the steps, showing how rapid the erosion is and the deeper the area erodes, the longer it stays muddy and the more it erodes.
This being the case, a step at the correct height will soon become too high as the ground below it is lowered by this erosion. I am pleased to say that the paths that we worked on were very well used, but this does mean again that the erosion will be rapid.  However as I said in the original quote, they need hardcore around them to counter this erosion, or they may need sleeper bridges over the wet areas to maintain the optimum step height.

The clerk has advised that the Parish Council will take a look during the annual footpath walks which are scheduled to take place on Sunday 9th & Sunday 23rd June, commencing 10.00am, meeting at the Spread Eagle.

10. REQUEST FOR DONATION - FOJORPS

The following request has been received for consideration.
“This year’s Community Day will take place on Saturday 8th June from 11.00 am until 4.00 pm.  In previous years the Parish Council has kindly supported us by allowing the use of the Elizabeth Avenue playing fields for car parking and by making a generous donation towards one of the day’s attractions.  I am writing to enquire whether you are in a position to do the same this year”.

11. BUS SHELTER
Church Road: The following information has been received from Mr Rayson, SCC:-

With regard to a visibility splay length for a 40 MPH road The Design Manual for Roads and Bridges would prescribe a visibility length of 120m. The distance back from the give-way line which a driver is expected to be able to see (as measured on the centreline of the minor road) is 2.4m.  This would however relate to if we were looking to put in new roads from developments etc. In the case of Fiddlers lane, it would be difficult to impose these visibility splays as the land to the right hand side of Fiddlers Lane bounded by a brick wall is not public highway.

Station Road:  Members were advised at the last meeting that the Station Road Bus Shelter is at the end of its life.

13. MEADOW VIEW FLOODING

A site meeting with ESBC, SCC and members of the Parish Council is currently being arranged.
