Three members of the public and County Councillor Fraser were in attendance. 
Mrs Burton raised concerns about P/2013/00636 Erection of three detached dwellings, detached triple garage, detached car port and construction of vehicular access, Land at Craythorne Road and advised that there was evidence of flooding on the field and into the gardens of 35 & 37 Beacon Road.  Mrs Burton gave an overview of the flooding problems experienced and added that she was against any development until the drainage was sorted.

Councillor Fraser added that he had spoken to Mr Hughes, SCC who had agreed that there was a known issue with flooding and had advised that there is major problems with gullies and pipes along Craythorne and Beacon Road and that he had submitted a grant application for funding to make the necessary repairs and that no building should be considered until the matters had been resolved.

Mr Stenhouse also raised concerns about P/2013/00636 and added that he was concerned about the affect any development could have on adjacent fields. He added that he felt the NHD plan has missed an opportunity to protect the land on Craythorne Road and added that he felt that the opposition to the development of the college playing fields had opened up other pieces of land for development.
