1. PARISH COUNCILLOR VACANCY

A co-option of a candidate that members consider to be suitable to stand can be made at this meeting.  The candidate will need a proposer, seconded and to receive a majority vote.

2. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

The following planning applications have been received for consideration:-

P/2013/00735 Erection of a single storey rear extension, 230 Station Road.

P/2013/00763 Repositioning of wall to front elevation, installation of a new roof light to front roof slope and enlargement of one window to the front elevation and one window to the rear elevation. Meadow Lodge, Church Road.

P/2013/00753 Erection of part first floor and two storey side and single storey rear and front extensions, 86 Meadow View.
P/2013/00774 Installation of 3 dormer windows to rear elevation to facilitate loft conversion and erection of a detached building to form workshop with storage space above, Two Pins, Hall Grounds.

P/2013/00720 Formation of a new window to the ground floor rear and side elevations, Dovecote Barn, Church Road.

Consultation regarding proposed development Tutbury Road / Harehedge Lane:  Notification has been received of a public consultation event to discuss the emerging proposals for a residential development to the east of Tutbury Road. Outwoods Primary School, Harehedge Lane, 4pm – 8pm, Monday 15th July.
Public Speaking at Planning Applications Committee meeting. The following application will be considered at its next meeting on 8th July.  P/2013/00429 Outline application for the erection of 950 dwellings, primary school and children’s day nursery, 5,000 square metres retail, health centre and community facilities, associated open space, landscape, drainage, play areas, including the demolition of 92, 94, 142 & 144 Beamhill Road and agricultural buildings at Green Acres and Upper Outwoods Farm. Land at Upper Outwoods Farm, Beamhill Road.

Good Morning Jonathan, 

 

Further to your email of 7th June, can you advise when you think you will be in a position to advise of further details on your proposals and for a Public meeting to be held.  I can advise that following your initial correspondence, we had a higher than normal attendance at our monthly Parish Council meeting, in which members of the public made it clear that they were vehemently against the proposals.  The Parish Council are also against any development of this land.  As the Parish Council were not in a position to give further information on the proposals at the meeting, it was agreed that we would ensure that a public meeting was held when further information was available.

The following correspondence has been received from Mr Bailey, Chair of Governors, JOR:-
We have a full Governors meeting on Wednesday which will be the first time the Governors have met to be able to discuss the proposals. We will be able to let you have an initial response, whether that is an 'official' response at this stage I'm not sure.

As you know the proposals are quite brief at the moment, in terms of what would happen to the other sites we are clarifying the situation now that the school is a trust and owns the land.

Our initial discussions with the county council indicate that they may want some sort of contribution from the school in terms of land or finance to help fund a new school.

I echo Andrew Bailey’s email. We are meeting this week and will discuss the matter then. As Andrew said the proposals are only ideas at the moment. We will contact you when we have any more detail.

7. METHODIST CHAPEL

As advised to do so, the Clerk wrote to Super Intendant Rev Pellett on 26th May and asked for clarification on the future of the Methodist Chapel and the Methodists intentions for the building.  The clerk wrote again on 24th June to both Rev. Poole and Super Intendant Pellett as no response had been received to the previous correspondence.  To date no communication has been received from the Methodist.
8. MEADOW VIEW FLOODING

The Clerk wrote to Mr Hughes, SCC on 21st June and asked for an update on both the College Fields/Meadow View flooding issues and for an update on the overall flooding issues within the village.  To date no response has been received.

9. ORCHARD MAINTENANCE

As this is not part of either of the existing contracts, members are asked to consider this item.

10. PUBLIC FOOTPATHS
Burton Conservation Volunteers have been asked to provide a quotation for replacement of the two kissing gates on Footpath 14 with self-closing gates to allow for pram access.  BCV have also been asked to provide a quotation for a two-step stile to be installed on the entrance to Craythorne Playing Fields from Craythorne Car Park.
The annual footpath walks for 2013 have now been completed.

12. BUS SHELTERS
Church Road:  The following email was sent to Councillor Fraser, with ESBC copied in on 13th June:-

 

“Our Parish Council Chairman James Toon advised the Parish Council meeting on Monday evening that you had advised him that the bus shelter on Church Road is to be moved back”.

 

“Members were pleased to hear this as whilst it is agreed that the visibility splay towards the village when exiting Fiddlers Lane does not meet modern day highway standards and without a compulsory purchase order never will, that is no reason to compromise the visibility splay towards Tutbury”
  

“For information, measurements have now been taken and the shelter is within the visibility splay.  I have attached a copy of the map for reference, which shows Woodside House before its extensions.  We would urge that this is taken into consideration when the shelter is moved”.
12. BUS SHELTERS (continued)
To date no parties have acknowledged the correspondence.
Station Road:  SCC has advised that they no longer offer grants towards the funding of bus shelters, but suggested that our County Councillor be approached and asked for a new shelter to be considered for funding by the Councillor through the Divisional Highways Programme (DHP).  Correspondence was sent to Councillor Fraser on 13th June, but to date no response has been received.
