CLERK’S REPORT TO MEETING TO BE HELD ON

MONDAY 11th NOVEMBER 2013

1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

The following planning applications have been received for consideration:-

P/2013/01247 Screening Opinion, Land at Glenville Farm, Tutbury Road.

The following application has been received for reference:-

P/2013/01250 Crown reduction of 2 willow trees by 20%, crown reduction by 20% and crown lift to give 6 metres ground clearance to 1 Alder tree, crown reduction of 1 Willow tree by 25% and crown reduction of 1 Willow tree by 10%, on the bank of Alderbrook, Burnside.

It was necessary to comment on the following applications outside of a meeting:-

P/2013/01171 Erection of a two storey side extension, single storey link extension, pitched roof over existing garage and front canopy roof, 3 Hall Road.

P/2013/01199 Erection of a rear dormer extension, 92 Walford Road.

P/2013/00875 Replacement of wooden double glazed windows and French doors with UPVC, 30 Shotwood Close. 
Members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council object to this application.  The original planning conditions stated that timber doors and window frames should be installed and members believe that this condition should be upheld.

P/2013/01206 Substitution of house type on Plot 2 from 2 bedroom dwelling to 3 bedroom dwelling (former) Highfield Motor Co, Beacon Road.

The following communication was received from Mrs. Farrer, ESBC (the application has since been approved):- 

P/2013/01118, Erection of a one and a half storey side extension and installation of dormer extensions to the front and rear elevations, 85 The Lawns, 

“Further to the Parish Council’s comments regarding the lack of an [external] rear access to allow wheelie bins to be stored at the back of the dwelling and moved to the front on collection days, I have negotiated a small amendment to the scheme.  The attached revised plan shows a small ramp at the front and rear door of the proposed utility room to allow bins to be moved through this room. I think that this is an acceptable solution. I will not impose a condition regarding bin storage but I will attach an informative stating that the applicant is encouraged to store wheelie bins at the rear and move them to the front via the utility room rather than wheelie bins being stored in the front garden. As the kitchen area (where possibly most waste is produced) is near to the rear utility door, I anticipate that the occupant would be inclined to store bins close to the back utility door”.

P/2013/01118 Erection of a one and a half storey side extension and installation of dormer extensions to the front and rear elevations, 85 The Lawns.

P/2013/01108 Erection of a part two storey, part first floor side extension and single storey rear extension, 7 Hawksley Drive.

5. NEIGHBOURHOOD DEVELOPMENT PLAN

The determination of this application was deferred at the planning application committee meeting.  It is understood that it will be on the November planning committee agenda for consideration.

7. KNOWLES HILL/ANSLOW LANE

The following communications have been received from Councillor Parry, Deputy Leader, SCC (28th October) in response to the Parish Council’s letter to Councillor Winnington dated 18th September:-

Thank you for your recent email regarding the proposed development at Rolleston on Dove.  

The County Council has a responsibility to ensure that its land assets are used to support economic growth, employment and housing. We recognised this part of Staffordshire has an identified housing need to support its growing local economy and population. 

We have therefore offered for consideration a parcel of land for potential housing needs. This will be subject to local consultation and necessary planning approval.

There is also a requirement and strong desire to improve primary facilities in the community by the construction of a single site primary school.

After reviewing our property across the county, the land off Knowles Hill/Anslow Lane is considered as the best potential site of a new single site primary school, to replace the current split site of John of Rolleston Primary, together with around 150 homes.  

If agreed and subject to all of the usual planning regulations, this will mean John of Rolleston Primary will be housed on a single site rather than two separate ones, which I am sure you will agree, can only be of benefit to both the school, the community and Rolleston’s children.

I agree that the loss of agricultural land is a decision that should never be taken lightly. We recognise the contribution that farming makes to the Staffordshire economy and wellbeing. We therefore ensure that our farming estate is also able to acquire land where this supports improved efficiency and productivity, as well as disposal where this supports a compelling need for an alternative use. 

There is increasing pressure on local authorities to deliver more viable housing sites and inevitably a proportion of this will have to be located on agricultural land in the absence of suitable brownfield alternatives. 

I trust that this explains the County Council’s position. As mentioned previously, the County Council is committed to delivering growth and prosperity across the county and this site has the potential to contribute to that economic agenda. 
No response has been received from Councillor Parry to the Parish Councils communication to him of 25th October sent in response to his communication dated 17th September.

12. DEFIBRILLATOR

The attached document has been received from Mr. Chinn who has requested that the Parish Council consider the purchase of a defibrillator for village use.

13. FLOODING

The following email has been received from Mr. Hughes, SCC:-
“I have managed to meet Catherine Smith, Mrs Duffin, Nick Wells and Henry Beck and have now walked their watercourses with them. They have all agreed in principle to allowing a machine onto their land to thoroughly de-silt the watercourses”.

“I believe this will allow water to get away from the village and allow the drains to work at maximum capacity. This should help to reduce the incidence and severity of flooding in the village”. 

“Once completed, there may need to be further clearance of the drains that discharge to these ditches. Certainly, the highway drains around Southill will need to be jetted once the water levels in the receiving ditch have been lowered and I will ask Highways to do this. And the ST surface water sewer that discharges north of the pumping station may need cleansing, which I will discuss with ST. Some culvert clearance may also be needed after clearance and hopefully SCC can get this done”.

“The weather has got wetter in recent weeks and a major storm is expected this Monday. It is therefore important to know what machine JCB are willing to loan to us. Bearing in mind the time of year, we could really do with a light, wide-tracked machine with a long reach and a ditching bucket. I would have thought something like an 8055? Can Andrew confirm what machine JCB are willing to loan to us please? Or maybe he could just put me in contact with JCB directly to discuss details”.

“I would suggest that a driver would cost around £600 a week and I would expect the job to take about 2-3 weeks to do 1.5km of watercourse. Other expenses might arise if fences were damaged and had to be rebuilt or if we have to move excavated material around at all. I am looking to leave material alongside the watercourses as we go as much as possible. Fencing might cost £7-10 per meter, but we would look to minimise damage as much as possible. At this stage, if the parish could confirm they are willing to spend money on a driver, I will revisit each site and confirm exactly what works are to be done with both the driver and each owner to prevent any arguments”
“Once we see how this goes, I would also like to carry out works on watercourses at the top of the hill as well. Many of which are in Parish Council ownership”.
The clerk has replied to Mr Hughes and re iterated that it should be ensured that any works undertaken should not have a negative impact elsewhere and asking that SCC proceed with the works ASAP.

The Chairman has contacted Mr Griffiths, MP and asked that he liaises with SCC directly. 
14. SCC – STATEMENT OF COMMUNITY INVOLVEMENT

SCC has invited the Parish Council to comment on Staffordshire County Council’s draft revised Statement of Community Involvement (SCI):-  

“The document explains how we will consult with people and organisations when we are processing planning applications or preparing planning policies. Our current SCI was adopted in 2006 and needs to be reviewed to take account of changes in legislation and the approach to planning”.

“The Draft Revised Statement of Community Involvement provides updated guidance and a straightforward explanation of the opportunities to become involved with consultations relating to all aspects of the planning we undertake”.

A series of consultation questions are listed at the end of this document to guide your response.  All responses must be received by Friday 22 November 2013.  We will collate all of the comments received during the consultation period, and take them into account as we finalise the Statement of Community Involvement for formal adoption by the County Council in spring 2014.

15. THE CROFT
Trees: Mr. Toon has asked for this item to be added to the agenda.
Almshouses: The following email has been received from Mr Martin:-
“The residents are being troubled by youths jumping the Croft side wall and racing round the paths.

The wall is also becoming a late night urinal.  The main launching point is a small section of low wall.

We intend to install a fencing panel to bring this to full wall height.  When we had joint tree works carried out 2-3 years ago the Parish Council intended to plant and maintain a hawthorn hedge along the Croft boundary. Any planting has died and two of the three hawthorn trees transplanted from the old Little Croft boundary are also dead.

The area is looking derelict and not wild meadow. Is it possible to improve it?”

18. INVITATION TO COMMENT ON THE CONSULTATION DRAFT OF  TATENHILL NEIGHBOURHOOD DEVELOPMENT PLAN
The following communication has been received from Tatenhill Parish Council:-

“The rural parish of Tatenhill sits to the west of Burton on Trent in Staffordshire, within the National Forest. In 2010, after forming a Community Group, Tatenhill Parish commenced on a journey of consultation. The Parish Plan was published in April 2011 and the Parish Council knew what the residents prioritised. Council continued to consult. They felt that they knew where they wanted to go, it was the route and vehicle to reach their destination that was less clear”
 

“While producing a Parish Design Guide (published in 2012) the Localism Act 2011 provided both the vehicle and the destination. A successful application for Frontrunner status (and funding) was followed by area designation in 2012. Consultations continued including supporting East Staffordshire Borough Council‘s Conservation Area Appraisal and Management Plans exercise for the two conservation areas in the Parish.  That work was completed in July 2013. Meanwhile, Neighbourhood Plan specific workshops were running regularly in the Parish. The destination is now definitely in sight”.

“Tatenhill Parish Council is inviting your organisation to read the initial Consultation Draft and make considered comments on it by 28th November. Using these comments a final document will be produced for submission to East Staffordshire Borough Council for them to consult on, review the underlying evidence base and put to Independent Examination prior to a referendum in the Parish.
