SEVERN TRENT


The following letter has been received from Severn Trent: -

‘I understand your concern over the timescale for implementation of a flood alleviation project.

The Water Industry is strictly regulated by the Director General of Water Services (OFWAT) and the Company is required to submit its Business plan every five years for approval.  The plan includes our proposals for alleviating sewer flooding problems in the Severn Trent area.

Our Final Business Plan for the period 2005 – 2010 will be submitted in April but we will not know the outcome of our submission until the end of the year.

We have included a flood alleviation project for Rolleston in our 2005 – 2010 capital works program.  Assuming acceptance of our business plan, the scheme will then be prioritized in accordance with parameters agree with OFWAT, type of flooding, internal or external to property, number of properties affected etc.

Like you, I would wish to see a scheme for Rolleston form part of our works programme as early as possible early 2005 – 2010 period but we are constrained by OFWAT’s requirements.

To assist us in promoting the scheme you could lobby OFWAT directly and thus raise the profile of the problem directly with them.

The work we have done to date will have improved the performance of the existing sewerage system and I hope this indicates our commitment to address the sewer flooding problems in Rolleston.’

SCC – HIGHWAY MAINTENANCE TERM CONTRACT



A letter dated 4th March has been received from Staffordshire County Council.  The letter advises of the new Highways Maintenance Term Contract. ESBC – REVIEW OF THE APPROACH TO PLANNING OBLIGATIONS – 

SECTION 106 AGREEMENT

A letter dated 17th March has been received from Councillor D Tilling, Chairman of Planning Obligations Review.  Part of the Council’s planning powers is the ability to enter into legally binding agreements with developers known as planning obligations (Section 106 Agreement).  These agreements are: -



a.
Restrict the development or use of the land in any specified way.

b.
Require specified operations or activities to be carried out in, on, under or over the land.  

c.
Require a sum or sums to be paid to the authority on a specified date or dates or periodically.



Mr. Tillings is leading a review to these agreements.  He is asking the following question and has asked for the Parish Council’s views: -



1.
What is your Council’s understanding of the role of planning obligations?

2.
Are potential planning obligations taken into account when considering your Council’s responses to planning consultations?

3.
Are there particular examples of development, which have taken place, which have made local improvements/facilities necessary but which have not been funded by the developer. (e.g. highways improvements, community facilities open space, health facilities).

4.
The Review Group would also be grateful to hear or learn of any other views your Council may have regarding the use of planning obligation generally.

Comments are to be in by 10th May 2004.
