8. FLOODING
Following the recent news article with regards to Rolleston Club not being able to obtain Insurance from Liverpool Victoria, the Environment Agency have advised as follows:-

“In case you get asked about our role and flood insurance I’ve tried to outline a large subject area into a few lines. 

We do not have a role in determining insurance cover. Our key role is providing information to the public and insurance companies, and in managing investment to reduce the risk of flooding. The price of insurance is a matter between the customer and their insurance company, and reflects the contract agreed between them”.

“Insurance companies have access to the same data that we make available to the public and can use that however they decide. Some companies will use it in conjunction with other data to set their premiums, but each company makes their own decisions. All of the data we provide is about the flood risk to land, not properties.  If you have specific insurance queries please send them to our flood insurance mailbox”.
