87. PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS 



There were no public questions or presentation of petitions.
88. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
Apologies for absence were received from Cllr Haywood.

89. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST
There were no declarations of interest.
90. MINUTES OF THE MEETINGS HELD ON 13TH, 27TH JANUARY & 3RD FEBRUARY 2014
The minutes of the previous meetings were signed as a true record.
91. REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR 

Councillor Fraser advised that he had attended a County Council meeting and that unemployment was now below 1% across the County and that the UK had the fastest growing economy.
92. REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR
Councillor Toon advised that the Market Hall was progressing really well and they were slowly becoming oversubscribed.
93. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF THE MEETINGS HELD ON 13TH, 27TH JANUARY & 3RD FEBRUARY 2014

Page 60, Item 79: The clerk advised that this item was yet to be progressed.
86:8: It was reported that the drains along Dovecliff Road appear to be filled to the brim and there is a significant amount of surface water lying on the road.

86:7: Cllr Fraser was asked if there was any further news on this item.  He advised that the update was as reported at the December meeting.  Cllr Adams asked Cllr Fraser what the position was with regards to the perceived requirement for a single site school, as Cllr Fraser had suggested previously that there was a need.  Cllr Fraser advised that it would be the School’s responsibility to push for a single site school, but that the County Council did not have the funding available.

86:13: Cllr Adams advised that he had spoken to Western Power and that they had advised the missing gate had been first reported to them at the end of December 2013.  He added that they advised they would contact him again and let him know when they expect to replace the gate.
86:18: Cllr Wyatt asked if there was any update on the claim being made by Arriva.  The clerk advised that it was in the hands of Keoghs solicitors and no further correspondence had been received.

COLLEGE FIELDS PLANNING APPLICATION (Clerks Report, Item 6)
Proof of Statement: Cllr Sanderson proposed, Cllr Simnett seconded and it was unanimously moved that the proof of statement be submitted without amendment.

BROOK HOLLOWS (Clerks Report, Item 7)

Cllr Sanderson gave an overview of Dr Jacklin’s report.   It was agreed to arrange for Dr Jacklin to come and speak to the Parish Council with a view to the Parish Council progressing the matter with the Borough Council.

FLOODING (Clerks Report, Item 8)
Sand Bins: It was agreed to ask Mr Deacon the best way to deal with making the bins usable along with associated costs.

FOOTPATH 14 (Clerks Report, Item 9)
It was noted that no response had been received from Burton Conservation Volunteers, and that the clerk would follow this up.
10.
LIBRARIES REVIEW


Members concluded that they feel that the library service is a valuable asset to the village and it would be a shame to lose the service.  

Cllr Wyatt added that the “Spooky House” challenge that took place during the October half term was a great initiative and a great way to get youngsters involved and encourage them to read books.  Cllr Simnett suggested that the libraries could offer a form filling service.

WEB PROVISION (Clerks Report, Item 10)
Cllr Wyatt advised that he hoped to be able to circulate an update to members at a later date.

JINNY NATURE TRAIL (Clerks Report, Item 11)
Mr Baker advised that a small section of trees had been removed and that a small path had now been installed.  Mr Baker advised that they had been recommended to install a “Bug hotel” at the platform end and with the permission of the Parish Council would progress this item, and involve the Beavers, Cubs, Scouts etc.  

It was noted that a further working party would be taking place on Saturday 15th February as they were attempting to get as much work as possible undertaken before the nesting season commences.  Cllr Wyatt suggested a small sign next to the “Bug Hotel” to explain what it is and what it is there for.  Cllr Sanderson suggested that a newsletter be sent to South Hill residents to advise them that the large trees would be remaining, as to re assure them that they would not be losing their privacy and the features of the Nature trail.

· Cllr Toon advised that she had received a telephone call from a gentleman expressing concern about the water that is coming off the Blue Cross Fields near the entrance to the Dovecliff Hotel. It was agreed to contact SCC Highways department with regards to this issue.  It was also agreed to contact the Blue Cross Centre directly and as a matter of courtesy to contact Stretton Parish Council and advise them that we would welcome their support.
· Cllr Davies re raised the issues of the large potholes on Marston Lane and added that in heavy rainfall you are unable to identify the pot holes as they are full of water.  
· Cllr Davies reported that the lamp post outside 2 Marston Lane is out and the one adjacent to 1 Marston lane has its cover plate missing.

· Cllr Sanderson advised that despite it being reported several months ago one of the Give Way signs on the approach to the chicane on Dovecliff Road as you enter the village was still facing in the wrong direction.  

· Cllr Sanderson asked for a catch up meeting to be arrange with Phil Gould prior to the new mowing season commencing.
· Cllr Simnett advised that she had been contacted by concerned residents about the speed that the construction lorries are travelling round Meadow View at.  It was also noted that there was a large amount of mud on the roads and that there had been an increase in rubbish in the area since the lorries were parking up.  It was agreed to write to the site manager and raise the concerns.
