CLERK’S REPORT TO MEETING TO BE HELD ON

MONDAY 10th MARCH 2014
1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

The following planning applications have been received for consideration:-
P/2014/00141 Installation of two roof lights on the rear elevation, Penny Lattice Cottage, 62 Church Road.
P/2014/00210 Erection of a single storey rear extension, 15 Walford Road
P/2014/00240 Erection of a part two storey, part single storey front and side extension, 22 The Lawns.
It was necessary to comment on the following applications outside of a meeting:-
P/2014/00163 Crown reduction by 30% of 1 Oak tree and felling of 1 Beech tree (TPO 24) Roscavan, South Hill

Members note that one of the trees is subject to a TPO and would therefore ask that this application be referred to the tree officer to ascertain if the removal of the tree is necessary.  Members also request that replacement planting of an alternative tree takes place.
P/2014/00170 Felling of 3 conifer trees and crown raise one cedar tree by 2 metres, 6 Knowles Hill.
Members would like to ask for this application to be referred to the tree officer and request that replacement planting of an alternative tree takes place.
ESBC has advised the Council no longer has a dedicated tree officer. The planning officers currently make the assessment.

9. FOOTPATH 14 
The following correspondence was received from Lawrence Oates, Burton Conservation Volunteers and in order to progress this item the correspondence was circulated and agreed by members outside of a meeting:-

“We have been to site this morning and adjusted the gate by the roadside, fitted rubber buffers and removed the 'trombone' handle, as that rattles and makes a lot of noise.  The main latch also rattles, but beyond fitting a different sort of latch altogether, I don't think that we can reduce the noise from that”.  
“The gate to Craythorne wood was sticking, as the latch was binding, due to the hanging post which has drooped a bit, probably due to the wetness, the whole area is like a pudding. We have removed the latch from the gate post as a temporary measure and we will organise a work party to straighten up the hanging post and refit the latch”. 
“The area around the gate badly needs some hard-core to resurface, as it is up to 1/2 metre lower than the surroundings, due to the high erosion at this point, I will bring some rubble to pack around the gate post, to try to make it more secure this time.  This gate is now not able to lock shut, but as the field is only used for silage, and not for grazing, I hope this will be acceptable to the landowner, if not I will refit the latch straight away”.
“As both gates self-close against the clapping posts and do not need to be stock-proof, perhaps we could do without the latches altogether and further reduce the noise from the roadside gate.   A couple of offset bars in the middle of the path between the houses would create an effective bike barrier.  Bike access would still be possible from Craythorne wood, so we could fit an 'L' shaped extension to the woodland side of the gate, but there is a way of driving round the gate, if someone was determined”. 
“We walked a short way from Marston Lane towards Cornmill Lane and the low step on the 2nd stile is rocking, again the ground is a total pudding, so we will dig that one out and put rubble underneath, ideally with some old pieces of paving slab laid flat under the uprights for the step, to provide a load spreading 'pressure pad', to avoid further sinking”.

“We will happily carry out the adjustments to gates and stiles, foc, but would charge 1/2 day (£105) plus materials for the offset bars and the 'L' shaped extension.  It would be advantageous for me to walk the paths with members of the Parish to discuss the ongoing problems along the paths, particularly in the light of the recent weather”.

12. DEFIBRILLATOR

The attached information has been received for consideration.  A brief synopsis has also been given below and Community Heartbeat has advised that they would be happy to meet with the Parish Council if members wished to do so.

“There is no need to have trained people if this is public access, however having a community awareness programme is essential. Similarly it does not have to be inside the hall, and can be mounted eternally. This way the members club need not be liable for anything, although someone clearly has to take ownership, but we can do this for you if required”.

13. RECREATIONAL
A meeting has been arranged with Rolleston Football Club for Tuesday 4th March, commencing 7pm, Scout HQ.

14. SUPERFAST BROADBAND

The following information has been received from superfast Staffordshire:-

Having looked at Rolleston on Dove on the Superfast Staffordshire roll-out map on our website:  http://superfaststaffordshire.co.uk/where-and-when/where-and-when/#.UwSQJdRFDct it would appear that the area falls within the red area on the map.   In the red areas indicated on the map work on fibre broadband is due to start in 2014. 

Please note the caveat that applies to the map, which is that the information about what is being planned is indicative only and is subject to survey and possible change.  Forecast dates may be brought forward or pushed back.  The map will be updated periodically to take this into account.

As the project progresses the map will be upgraded and updated and more specific timeframes will become apparent.   I would advise your residents to sign up to our website and newsletter for news and updates on the project. The following information has been received via Andrew Griffiths, MP:-

“Andrew - I am pleased to advise that Rolleston appears to be in the DE13 postcode area, which is being planned for an early phase of the Staffordshire roll-out. This is not announced yet by Staffordshire as the survey work is underway, hence dates may change.  You will be glad to hear that this area and its residents have not been overlooked, quite the contrary”.

The analysis reveals the following:

DE13 represents 845 postcodes

Total number of premises approx. 18,000

Number of premises to be upgraded through the commercial roll-out approx. 8,500

Number of premises to be upgraded via the Superfast Staffordshire project approx. 8,500

15. ROLLESTONIAN OF THE YEAR AWARD 

The Parish Council will make an award “Rollestonian of the year” each year to a villager who in their opinion has served the community above and beyond that which could be considered normal or to a villager who has achieved exceptional heights in their particular field. (Sport, arts etc.).  The award to be presented at the Annual Parish Meeting by the Chairman of the Parish Council, or in his absence the Vice-Chairman of the Parish Council.  Nominations are to be sent to the Clerk of the Parish Council by 28th March 2014 and should include a brief note supporting the nomination.  A nomination box will also be sited in Starbucks News for the duration of March.  

At the April Parish Council meeting on 14th April 2014 all Councillors will be given a voting paper listing all nominations. During part 2 of the meeting brief details of all nominations will be read out by the Clerk after which Councillors will vote for their top 3 nominations giving 3 points for their first choice, 2 points for their second choice and one point for their third choice. The nomination with the highest number of points will be given the award. In the event of a tie new voting papers will be issued and Councillors will vote again between the tied nominees giving one point to their first choice nominee. The nominee with the highest number of points will be given the award. In the event of another tie the Chairman of the meeting shall have a casting vote.

For the purpose of this award any person living in Rolleston on Dove is considered to be a “Rollestonian”.  Serving Parish Councillors are not eligible for this award.

23. VARIATION OF CLUB PREMISES CERTIFICATE – ROLLESTON CLUB

The following has been received from ESBC for consideration:-

“The Licensing Department received the attached application on 26 February 2014.  The application is to vary the club premises certificate for the provision of regulated entertainment and the supply of alcohol on and off the premises bringing the timings forward to 09:00 and 11:00 respectively Monday to Saturday and 11:00 Sunday.  With the opening times being 09:00 Monday to Saturday and 11:00 Sunday”.

“Any relevant representations to the application must be made under one or more of the licensing objectives (The prevention of crime and disorder, Public safety, The prevention of public nuisance and The protection of children from harm). The last date for representations is 26 March 2014”.  

“If you wish to make a representation to this application please email licensing@eaststaffsbc.gov.uk”
“Please note the licensing act is separate to planning legislation and any other legislation. For example if a takeaway has a planning condition that they can only open until 11.00pm this does not prevent them from applying for a premises licence to open until 12 midnight, the planning side must be dealt with separately”.
