4.
COLLEGE PLAYING FIELD


A meeting has been arranged between Mr. Plumb, planning consultant, Chairman and Clerk for Wednesday 19th May as agreed at the additional Parish Council meeting.


Enquires into grants to fund purchasing the college field have started.  Sport England has been contacted.  They are launching a Community Investment fund on 4th May.  They have a budget of 1.2 million for this region.  The Football Foundation have been contacted. They have a small pot of money for these sorts of ventures.  They would only consider funding football facilities.  It was also suggested that the Foundation for Sport was another source of funding. They have a maximum of £5000 per application.  They would consider more if it was exceptional circumstances.


All of the groups contacted stated that the Parish Council would have to present a strong case for the need of sporting facilities in this village.  The case would have to be stronger than normal applications as the village already has a considerable amount of open space.


A letter has been received dated 24th April from Mr & Mrs Hayes 44 Walford Road.   

Mr & Mrs. Hayes attended the Additional Parish Council meeting on Wednesday 21st April.  Their letter states that they were disappointed with the tone of the meeting and have suggested that members consider development on Craythorne Field and the money raised from the sale of this land could be used to purchase the college field.  They state that they feel that it is a mistake to contact the college for informal discussions.  They also state they felt that no consideration was given to the property owners who back onto the college field.  They have suggested that the Parish Council should contact our local MP to see how they feel about the situation and to gain their support.


Members may wish to note that it is in the Deeds on Craythorne Field that this land can only be used for recreation purposes.

5.
BOUNDARY COMMITTEE



A letter dated 27th April has been received from The Boundary Committee.  The letter states the announcement of the publication of the Committee’s report to The Electoral Commission, setting out its final recommendations for electoral arrangements in Staffordshire County Council.



The Electoral Commission will not make an order implementing the Committee’s recommendations before Tuesday 8th June.  Members can make any comments before this date.



The letter also invites members to take part in a stakeholder survey.  The survey relates to the review process and how it might be improved.  If you would like to participate in this survey then the Clerk has the details.

ELIZABETH AVENUE PLAYING FIELD

STAFFORDSHIRE COUNTY COUNCIL - EDUCATION AUTHORITY


Staffordshire Education Authority has stated in a telephone conversation with the Clerk that there was very little chance of getting a single sited school on Elizabeth Avenue Playing Field.  There is a considerable short fall of many thousands of pounds to do this.  The only means of forwarding the single sited school is if the village could negotiate with Burton College to get some funding from the sale of the college field to cover the short fall.

10.
TRAFFIC CALMING – CHURCH ROAD


The County Council met with Rev. I Whitehead on Thursday 29th April to discuss the location of the build out and speed cushions.  The Chairman and Clerk attended this meeting.  The meeting went well.  Mr. Wilson listened to Rev. Whiteheads concerns with the location of the build out and cushion.  Mr. Wilson has agreed to place the cushions further along the road near to the entrance of Brookside.  Other areas of concern were pointed out.  The officers have agreed to consider all points raised and will produce a more detailed plan with the alterations shown.


Mr. Wilson stated that he would be consulting with frontages on Church Road once he has received all comments from the statutory consultees in particular the Fire, Police and Ambulance Services.   He has stated that affected residents will be consulted by form of a ‘letter drop.’

CRAYTHORNE FIELD 



The main pipe has now been replaced.  The contractor was asked to inspect the laterals that run into the pipe.  It was reported that the majority of laterals were running free.  This is only an observation as only a few inches could be seen.  The work was inspected by the Chairman and Clerk on several occasions as the work commenced.  The pipe had collapsed in several places and the pipe was laid onto a hard-core surface not a pea gravel surface, as it is understood what is required.



The contractor inspected the headwall with the Chairman and Clerk and it was decided on site that the headwall on Wagon Lane did not require replacing.  Since this meeting the contractor has inspected the headwall more closely and has discovered that the headwall is made out of fiberglass.  He has agreed to replace the headwall with a concrete one at no extra cost to the Parish Council.  This work along with the other pipe end and the reseeding will commence over the next couple of weeks or when weather permits.
