ELECTION OF CHAIRMAN

PUBLIC QUESTION TIME & PETITIONS

5.
APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE


Apologies for absence were received from Mr. K. Bradley.

6.
REPORT BY P.C. HALL (Clerk’s Report, Item 22)


P.C. Hall is the Anti Social Behaviour Officer for the Burton and Uttoxeter area.  P.C. Hall explained to members what her job entailed.  She explained that it is mostly dealing with youths.


She reported that the police are trying to encourage neighbours to keep diaries on anti social behaviour and to monitor local situations.  The police do write to individual parents who have children that are involved in anti social problems.  

6.
REPORT BY P.C. HALL (continued)

If the families concerned are in Trent & Dove housing then the housing association is involved also the schools are involved.  If a letter from the police fails to have any effect, cases are then passed to East Staffordshire Borough Councils Anti Social Officer Mr. K. Fradley.  

The next stage is then for the youths to come to the police station with their parents to sign a civil contract.  This contract will have a list of things that are personal to the pacific problem.  If this contract fails the next stage is an Anti Social Behaviour Order (ASBO).  This order requires evidence i.e. statements.  If that fails it then becomes a criminal offence.


Members discussed the problems with anti social behaviour problems on Elizabeth Avenue.  P.C. Hall advised if possible to video any behaviour as this can be used as evidence to obtain an ASBO.  She stated that this is a community issue and not just that of the police.  She also confirmed that the police can start this process on children as young as 10 years old.


P.C. Hall reported that she had contacted the Scout Headquarters to ask if they would consider having a youth club at the headquarters.  She stated that they were prepared to consider this at their next committee meeting if all concerns could be met.


It was also discussed that some youths who are over 18 years old have been turned away from the Spread Eagle Pub stating this is why they drink in the streets.  Some members commented that they would be welcome in Rolleston Club if their behaviour were acceptable.


The Chairman thanked P.C. Hall for her report.

7.
REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR


County Councillor Bather made the following report: -

a.
Traffic Calming Church Road – he reported that things were now progressing and the residents along Church Road will shortly be consulted.

b.
Knowles Hill – he has asked the County Council to look into the problem of school children crossing the junction at the top of Knowles Hill/Beacon Road.  He stated that he has asked the County to observe the problems here so that they can make a fair assessment. 

c.
Station Road – He reported that he had taken up the issue of traffic vibration with the County Council.

d.
Elizabeth Avenue Play Area – There was a considerable amount of broken glass over the weekend of 24th April.

e.
Dovecliff Road – he reported that cars are part of traffic claming along this stretch of road.  County Councillor Bather reported that he would be speaking to residents along this road before taking this further.

f.
Street lights – It was reported that there is a problem with the street lights on Burnside and the problem will be addressed as soon as possible.

g.
Waste site in Burton – he reported that he had written to the County Council stating that there is better control required at the tip and that the ramps are causing difficulty with some less able users.  The reply from the County Council stated that they are experiencing some problems but they are not allowed to manage the site themselves but matters are being addressed.

The Chairman thanked County Councillor Bather for his report.

Members noted the letter that was sent by a resident on Walford Road that asked members to consider he possibility of developing Craythorne Field to help fund the purchase of the college field.  Members were strongly against this suggestion as it would encourage more development with neighbouring fields making a much more intrusive series of development for Rolleston.  Also members noted that this could not be considered as it states clearly in the Deeds that Craythorne Field is for Leisure use only.  A meeting has been arranged between Mr. Plumb, Consultant, Chairman and Clerk for Wednesday 19th May as agreed at the additional Parish Council meeting.

Members agreed that a formal response to the Civic Trust and Village Design Statement Group should be made to address their letters. 

5.
BOUNDARY COMMITTEE

Members noted that a letter had been received from The Boundary Committee stating the announcement of the publication of the Committee’s report to The Electoral Commission, setting out its final recommendations for electoral arrangements in Staffordshire County Council.

6.
ELIZABETH AVENUE PLAYING FIELD  (Clerk’s Report, Item 13)

Members noted the recent vandalism with the bending of the goal post.  Members supported the action taken by the Clerk in asking DSK to repair the fence to the Toddlers are.  

The Clerk was instructed to obtain quotations for new goalposts and to obtain a quotation for the installation of the five-a-side set of goalposts that are stored at Craythorne Field.
