BUS ROUTE – MEADOW VIEW  


It was reported that a response is awaited from Arriva.

The Clerk reported that this was progressing.

WESTBURY HOMES

East Staffordshire Borough Council have written to Westbury Homes stating that they require planning permission to allow them the use of the extra section of land at the rear of the housing development.  It is understood that ESBC will take enforcement action if this is not done.  

16.
REPORT OF MR. M. CROSSLEY – ESBC 
The Chairman welcomed and introduced Mr. M. Crossley who is the Open Space Officer for East Staffordshire Borough Council.  

Mr. Crossley came to the meeting to talk about the Junior Play Area within the Westbury Homes development.  He made the following report: -

Members of the Parish Council need to discuss how they wish the Junior Play Area to develop.  

16.
REPORT OF MR. M. CROSSLEY – ESBC (continued)



1.  The designated play area could be developed with appropriate play equipment.



2.  The allocated money could be used to improve the play area on Meadow View.



3.  The two play areas could be linked

4.  The allocated money could be split between the junior play area on the Westbury   Homes site and Meadow View.


Mr. Crossley did indicate that the Planning Officer at ESBC was willing to support the play area being developed off site if that is what members want.


He reported that the allocated money was between £35,000 to £40,000.  Mr. Crossley was asked to provide details of what kind of equipment this money could provide.


He asked members to consider the proposal to provide a walkway between the two areas.  He stated that if this is wanted then Westbury Homes have a duty to provide this walkway.


Mr. Crossely agreed that the ESBC would not proceed further with any plans without consulting the Parish Council and he agreed to provide members with some idea what the money could purchase.


The Chairman thanked Mr. Crossley for his report. 


Item 12 was moved forward from the Clerk’s Report whilst Mr. Crossley was still present to give his advice.

12.
PLAYGROUND REPORTS


Mr. Crossley did state that the Playground Reports have been particularly critical for all Parishes including the Borough Council’s play areas. He recommended that if an item on the Playground Report highlights a high risk then this should be addressed as soon as possible.  He said that members were to judge for themselves if they consider action needed to be taken on less minor problems.  Mr. Crossley recommended that the Parish Council contact the manufacturer if something has been commented on in the report that has not been mentioned in previous reports or if the equipment is new and therefore should comply with the latest legislation.  A supporting letter from the manufacturers should safeguard the Parish Councils position.


Mr. Crossley did state that he has received many complaints from Parish Councils with the same concerns so he and his colleagues will be enquiring into offering a choice of another organisation next year to do the Reports.

Dovecliff Road – he reported that he has spoken to many of the residents along this road and he has found another resident requesting traffic claming along this stretch of road.  He stated that it is considered that the parked cars act as a traffic calming measure.

Cricket Club – The Cricket Club have reported that the banks supporting Dovecliff Road that lead down to the Cricket Club look like they are suffering with slippages.  County Councillor Bather has asked the County Council to investigate this.

Members have no objection to this application as long as the stable block is not a permanent building and within current guidelines.  The stable block must fit in with the surrounding area with the type of materials used in its construction.

PLANNING MATTERS

Members were unhappy that there had been an agreement with the planning department at ESBC for a rear access to the cottages on Church Road ( 42 to 36) that had not been followed through.  Bellways appealed against this decision and the proposal was withdrawn.  

5.
DRAFT SUPPLEMENTARY PLANNING GUIDANCE – PARKING STANDARDS

Members noted that a copy of the draft planning guidance notes on Parking Standards relating to new developments throughout East Staffordshire had been received.  The Chairman agreed to make comments on this document

6.
DRAFT SUPPLEMENTARY PLANNING GUIDANCE - HORSE RELATED DEVELOPMENT & RENEWAL ENERGY



Members noted that a copy of the above two documents had been received.   The Chairman agreed to make comments on these documents.

7.
BOROUGH COUNCILLOR’S REPORT

a. Local Plan to 2011 - Dr. Trelinski reported that the Borough Council had upheld all of the policies for Rolleston that were in the first draft.    The Local Plan will include the preservation of Tutbury and Rolleston as separate communities.  

The College Playing Field in excluded from the Local Plan.  ESBC has more than enough brown field sites to cover the new building target in this area.  Dr. Trelinski read out the following timetable for the Local Plan Review: -

b. Conservation Area Enhancement – Dr. Trelinski reported that ESBC are to review Rolleston in the very near future.  Rolleston is at the top of the list.

c. WASPs – Each Borough Councillor has been awarded £3,000 to spend in their Parish this financial year 2004/05.

Dr. Trelinski asked at what stage do we consult with the villager again?  Members agreed to write to the VDSG asking them if they would consider compiling a basic village questionnaire that when complete could be adopted by the Borough Council as their WASP survey.  It was agreed that this item should be on next months Agenda.

8.
PARISH COUNCIL’S FORUM

The Chairman reported on this item.  He stated that any applications for the County Councillors Initiative money will have to be in by Christmas this year, this is owing to the timing of the elections.

The Chairman echoed the comments made by Mr. M. Crossley earlier in the meeting that a lot of other Parish have had problems with this years Play Ground Inspection Reports.

9.
FOOTBALL TEAM – CRAYTHORNE FIELD(Clerk’s Report, Item 20)  
The Chairman reported on this item.  Members agreed that Hilton football club could use Craythorne Field to train on for the next three months.  Members agreed that Hilton football club should be charged for this facility.  The Clerk was instructed to contact ESBC to ask what the average cost of hiring this facility would be. 

Members considered that a written agreement should be drafted for the next meeting for all the football teams that presently use Craythorne Field.  It was suggested that once members were happy with the contents of the agreement it should be forwarded to Mr. M. Thornwell, ESBC, for his comments.  Subject to this the agreement could be in place for the September season.


10.
CRAYTHORNE FIELD

Members noted the report that stated that the gate that leads onto the field had been taken off its hinges.  Members supported the action taken by the Clerk in asking DSK to urgently repair the gate.

11.
JINNY NATURE TRAIL



Members noted that a joint meeting with Stretton Parish Council had recently been held.    Members noted that Sustrans have been invited to the next meeting that will be held at Stretton on Monday 27th September.

12.
PLAYGROUND REPORTS

This item was dealt with earlier in the meeting.


13.
ELIZABETH AVENUE PLAYING FIELD(Clerk’s Report, Item 34)  

Members approved the action taken by the Chairman and Clerk in obtaining a new cradle seat to replace the burnt one on the toddlers play area.  The cradle seat costs £94.00 plus VAT from Record Play.    Members agreed with the Chairman that this was a good opportunity for the chains to be replaced on the swing rather than be repaired.  

Members agreed the cost of two new chains and one more cradle seat plus fittings is £180.30 plus £24.25 carriage.  This is to be also purchased from Record Play.



Record Play has repaired the damage to the skateboarding equipment.

SEVERN TRENT


Members were disappointed with the response from OWAT.  It was agreed that the Parish Council should ask for assistance from Mrs. J. Dean, MP on this matter. 

15.
STAFFORDSHIRE COUNTY COUNCIL - EDUCATION AUTHORITY

Members noted that a further letter has been written to ask for their comments to be in writing.  An acknowledgement had been received but a formal response is a waited.

ROLLESTON SWIMMING CLUB

Members noted the letter from the swimming club.  Members sympathize with their position but unfortunately were unable to help in this matter.

PARKING PROBLEMS – POST OFFICE AREA


Mr. J. Hayes declared an interest and took no part in the discussion thereon.

Members noted the letter that had been received from Mr. Hirons, Grey Tiles South Hill.   Members discussed this item.  Some members recalled that in the past they have lobbied to relax the parking in this area following requests from residents wanting to park nearer the Post Office.  Other members strongly supported the point raised in Mr. Hirons’s letter. Some members were concerned that, if restrictions were placed in this area, enforcement may be a problem.  Members suggested that these issues have already been addressed with the police and pointed it out to the County Council.  On the Chairman request it was agreed to defer this item until the next meeting. 

18.
COUNTRYSIDE AND RIGHTS OF WAY 

Members noted the information received from the Countryside Agency and noted that there were no new areas of rights of way in the parish.  Members asked the Clerk to write to the Countryside Agency to clarify the position on whether there is a public right of way on the path that leads down to the Dove.

19.
RODSEC (Clerk’s Report, Item 3)  
Members noted the letter that had been received from Mr. Martin Secretary to RODSEC.    Members agreed their request for a notice to be placed on the notice board in the bus shelter by Walford Road.  The notice is to advertise the Traditional English Event.  However, members declined the request for a notice to be placed in the Spread Eagle notice board as there is no room.


20.
TRAFFIC CALMING – CHURCH ROAD (Clerk’s Report, Item 11)  
The members who live on Church Road did confirm that no consultation letter has been received from the County Council in regard to the traffic claming design on this road.  Members wished for this item to remain on the Agenda.  

21.
VDSG – YOUTH SURVEY  

Members noted that the Youth Working Party had met to discuss the Youth Survey.  Members supported the suggestion of the provision of two metal benches for Elizabeth Avenue Play area.  Mr. Winstone also suggested that enquiries are made into the cost of providing a quarter section with a brick wall and shooting net.  It was agreed that a quotation should be presented to the Play Area Working Party for consideration.  Members agreed that the Youth Survey should now be passed back to the VDSG for their comment.

The Chairman reported that Rev. Whitehead’s daughter Becky is considering organizing a Christian music event.  She would like to be able to hold this event on The Croft.
