SPCA – ACCOUNTING AND STATUTORY GUIDANCE ON FINANCE SEMINAR

The Clerk attended the above seminar on Tuesday 29th June.  The following items were discussed: -


Accounting and statutory guidance


Budgeting, precept and income


Internal and external audit processes


Insurance


Sources of advise on financial matters


Best Value – for the non – ‘Best Value’ Council

There are some alterations that the Clerk would like to recommend to members for consideration.

1.
Any persons being paid for a service from the Council must provide an Invoice.  The person will be then issued with a cheque - not paid in cash even with the smallest amount of money.  

2.
It is recommended that two amendments be made to the Standing Orders.  In emergency situations the Clerk may incur expenditure on behalf of the Council, subject to a limit of £300.  


It is also recommended that a section be written into the Standing Orders that relates to work that is required to go out to Tender.  The recommended figure is £50,000.  This would mean that any project taken on by the Parish Council that is valued over £50,000 should go out to Tender.  The Tender process should be an advertisement in the Local Paper and village Notice board that invites quotations in a sealed envelope to be submitted by a proposed date.

3.
Any work approved by the Council should be placed in an Order Book.  The Chairman should periodically sign this book.  This also applies to the Petty Cash Book.

4.
The Clerk at present quarterly issues a set of accounts to keep members up dated. These accounts will be referred to as Financial Statements in the Minute Book in future.  The Financial Statements should be signed by the Chairman and hand dated.  Or this can be done in the Cash Book.  

5.
It was strongly recommended that the members signing cheques should also sign all Invoices relating to the cheque.  The two Councillors signing the cheques will be recorded in the Minute Book.

6.
The Parish Council needs to take professional financial advice in the early stages of any large project.  The advice is relating to Value Added Tax.



At the seminar SPCA had a display board that had been on display at the Staffordshire County Show Ground.  Displayed on the board was Rolleston’s Parish Plan.  They were advertising an example of a well written Parish Plan!

TRAFFIC CALMING – DOVECLIFF ROAD


A reply has been received from Mr. Oakley, Staffordshire County Council, in regard to the enquiry to whether the money raised with the 106 Agreement from Westbury Homes could be used to improve this area.  Mr. Oakley states: -

‘ the 106 money has been earmarked for further works, with our Engineering services section drawing up the scheme.  This area has also been identified and included on the Community Programmes Traffic Claming site list.’

Mr. Oakley goes onto say that he will keep the Parish Council informed when he receives more details.

11.
TRAFFIC CLAMING – CHURCH ROAD


A copy of the letter that has been forwarded to residents affected by the traffic calming measures on Church Road has been received.  At the last Liaison meeting concerns were expressed that some residents had not received this letter.  Also it is understood that cottages 6 – 14 are concerned that the proposed build out will not allow the unloading of their vehicle outside their properties.

12.
STATION ROAD – VIBRATION


A letter has been received dated 7th June from Mr. Peers, Staffordshire County Council in response to the enquiry about vibration.  Mr. Peers states: -


‘Vibration perception levels do tend to be very much lower than the levels at which damage to buildings can occur.’


‘The distance the property is from the highway makes it extremely unlikely that the levels of vibration from HGVs on Station Road would lead to even minor damage being caused.’

13.
WESTBURY HOMES


A letter dated 15th June has been received from Westbury Homes.  The letter states that as a goodwill gesture they have paid £100.00 to Mr. & Mrs. Fisher.  This letter was received after asking Mrs. Dean, MP, to become involved again.  Mr. & Mrs. Fisher have been asked if they wish to take the matter further but they have decided that they will accept the money that has been offered and not to take any further action.

14.
TUTBURY PARISH COUNCIL


A copy of Tutbury Parish Council Minutes has been received.  Attached for member’s information is a copy of the accounts for Tutbury’s changing rooms.

15.
ARTICLE 4


At the last Liaison meeting Mr. Edwards, Conservation Officer ESBC, came to talk to the other village organizations about this document.  He stated that a draft review would have to be completed by October.  He talked about the difficulties he has with putting a document together that will have to stand up to appeal.  The review will be based on 1995-97 English Heritages documents.  The statement of character of Rolleston will be reviewed once every 25 years.  He stated that he would be preparing two types of documents.  There will be a reference document of about 40 pages and a working document of around 6/7 pages.  

The review will enforce the Local Plan.  Mr. Edwards did also talk about Withdrawal of Permitted Development Right.  He said that this document along with the Article 4 would stop residents altering the appearance of their property with out permission.  

Mr. Edwards talked about Rolleston having a blanket area of enforcement or cherry picking certain properties could be considered.  He stated that he preferred to blanket an area and to incorporate a buffer zone as a neighbouring house/street can have just as much effect on the street scene.

Mr. Edwards said that this document was Rolleston’s document and it belonged to the villagers.  He asked for help and input with the preparation of this document.

16.
ANSLOW LANE RESIDENT ASSOCIATION


Two letters dated 17th June and 27th June have been received from Mr. Essery.  The first letter reports on a conversation that was between Mr. Essery and Mr. Bather - an extract from the letter follows: -

 
‘He (Mr. Bather) continued by saying that the footway along the built up section of the lane was to proceed and talked about the need to acquire land for this purpose.  I (Mr. Essery) pointed out that if the footpath is built along the south side of the lane then most of it was on Council land and the only part of the lane where land may have to be taken is at the east end of the lane in front of the properties, Cornerways Cottage and Grace Cottage.  However, I also pointed out that if we are to take the question of excessive speeding along Anslow Lane seriously, then one option would be to reduce the width of the lane at both ends of the built up section and by curving or extending the footpath north and reducing the width of the lane at the east end, this would overcome the need to encroach upon private land and at the same time this reduction of the width of the carriageway would act as a deterrent to speeding.


I asked him how we proceeded from this point and he said that it was now up to the Parish Council to take matters further.  We agreed that I would write to you and set out what Cllr. Bather and I discussed, which is the purpose of this letter.’


The second letter reports on a conversation Mr. Essery had had with a resident that lives on Tutbury Road Rural.  The resident from Tutbury Road, Mr. Butcher, used to be a Driving Instructor.  Mr. Butcher stated in this conversation that he believes that if the corner on Anslow Lane was to be resurfaced this would only encourage some drivers to drive more quickly.  Mr. Butcher also stated that he would not allow his children to walk to school, even though they are able, along Anslow Lane as he considered it too dangerous.  He also discussed the issue of speed restrictions stating that Tutbury Road Rural is 50mph but the section of Anslow Lane between the end of the 30mph section and the junction of Tutbury Road is 60mph.  Mr. Essery is calling for the entire lane to be 30mph.

CRAYTHORNE FIELD


J & H Landscapes have been contacted about the completion of the main drainpipe on the field.  This work should be completed by the end of this week (Friday 9th July).  If this work has been completed satisfactorily then it is recommended that the cheque be released.


The height barrier has been vandalized again.  DSK have been asked to repair as soon as possible.  Members are asked to support the Clerk in the action taken.

20.
FOOTBALL – CRAYTHORNE FIELD


Rolleston Football Club has written to ask permission to train on the following Tuesday Evenings: -

10th & 24th August



7th & 21st September


Rolleston Football Club Red & Black Teams would like permission to declare Craythorne Playing Field as their home ground.  The games would be played on a Sunday afternoon.


Training dates have been received up to the end of July. 80 children on Saturday morning and 25 children on Sunday mornings.  The gate key has as yet not been retrieved.


A letter of complaint has been passed over through Rolleston Football Team from Mr. Mewis, Glamis Close, Stretton.  A copy of the letter is attached.


On the advice from ESBC it is recommended that outside football teams wishing to use Rolleston’s facilities should be charged £10 per session.


A draft copy of the Footballers Agreement is attached for members’ comments.

FOOTPATH WALKS


On Tuesday 6th July the last footpath walk took place.   Problems identified included four stiles on the footpath from Brook Hollows to Tutbury Road were in need of attention and the steps on the Jinny Trail are also requiring some attention.


Mr. L. Oates, Burton Conservation Volunteers, was in the process of organizing a ‘Work Day’ to tackle the problems with the steps on the Jinny Trail.

SHOTWOOD CLOSE


It has been reported to the Enforcement Officer at ESBC that the trees on the road leading onto the estate have all but disappeared.  It is understood that Bellways have been asked to replace the trees.

24.
VILLAGE CLEAN UP DAY


The village clean up day was held on Saturday 19th June.  Thanks are owed to all that helped, as this day was most successful.

25.
BROOKSIDE


The setts along Brookside have now been replaced by Transco.  Unfortunately the gully by the footbridge has been blocked off with a sett.  This has been reported to the County Council.

CRAYTHORNE LANE


The grass has now been mowed.

27.
JOHN OF ROLLESTON PRIMARY SCHOOL


Mr. Robinson one of the teachers at the school asked permission for the school to use Elizabeth Avenue Playing Field as a car park on the evening of Monday 5th July.  The school was hosting a Dove Valley Event.  Mr. Arblaster signed the normal indemnity form and the school was asked to rope off the skate boarding area and erect a sign stating the car owner’s park their cars at their own risk.
