Members agreed that Rolleston Football Club Red & Black Teams have permission to declare Craythorne Playing Field as their home ground.  The games would be played on a Sunday afternoon.

Members were advised by the Clerk that she had contacted the Standards Board for advice on how to deal with Mr. Mewis’ complaint.  The advice was clear.  The complaint cannot be ‘dealt’ with at a Parish Council meeting.  The Clerk is to provide details and assistance to allow Mr. Mewis to complain directly to the Standards Board for England.  The complaint will be handled by them not the Parish Council.  The Chairman did express his wish for this situation to now move on as the relationship between the Parish Council and the Football Team was improving.

Members agreed to accept the advice from ESBC in charging £10 per session for any teams outside the Parish wishing to use this facility.

4.
SPCA – ACCOUNTING AND STATUTORY GUIDANCE ON FINANCE SEMINAR (Clerk’s Report, Item 34)

Members agreed the alterations that the Clerk recommended following the advice received at the  finance seminar which was hosted by SPCA.

1.
Any persons being paid for a service from the Council must provide an Invoice.  The person will be then issued with a cheque - not paid in cash even with the smallest amount of money.  

2.
It is recommended that two amendments be made to the Standing Orders.  In emergency situations the Clerk may incur expenditure on behalf of the Council, subject to a limit of £300.  The Clerk must seek consultation with the Chairman or Vice Chairman or any members of the Council before expenditure is approved. Only in the absence of all members can the Clerk then approve emergency expenditure to the said amount.  

It is also recommended that a section be written into the Standing Orders that relates to work that is required to go out to Tender.  The recommended figure is £50,000.  This would mean that any project taken on by the Parish Council that is valued over £50,000 should go out to Tender.  The Tender process should be an advertisement in the Local Paper and village Notice board that invites quotations in a sealed envelope to be submitted by a proposed date.

3.
Any work approved by the Council should be placed in an Order Book.  The Chairman should periodically sign this book.  This also applies to the Petty Cash Book.

4.
The Clerk at present quarterly issues a set of accounts to keep members up dated. These accounts will be referred to as Financial Statements in the Minute Book in future.  The Financial Statements should be signed by the Chairman and hand dated.  Or this can be done in the Cash Book.  

5.
It was strongly recommended that the members signing cheques should also sign all Invoices relating to the cheque.  The two Councillors signing the cheques will be recorded in the Minute Book.

6.
The Parish Council needs to take professional financial advice in the early stages of any large project.  The advice is relating to Value Added Tax.

Members agreed to follow the correct procedure to amend the Standing Orders.

Members noted that the above document has been received.

SPCA – ELECTION TO THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE

Members felt that unfortunately they could not nominate a member for election to the executive committee

SLCC – ANNUAL CONFERENCE & AGM

Members agreed that the Clerk be allowed to attend the SLCC Conference that will be held from Saturday 16th October – Monday 18th October.  Members agreed the cost of this weekend of £265.

TRAFFIC CALMING – DOVECLIFF ROAD

Members noted the reply that had been received from Mr. Oakley, Staffordshire County Council.    Members discussed that the existing scheme required modernizing.  Members also discussed the use of illuminating speed signs for this area.  Members agreed that more details were required.

11.
TRAFFIC CLAMING – CHURCH ROAD (Clerk’s Report, Item 9)

Members discussed their concerns that some residents along Church Road have not received the consultation letter that has recenlty been circulated by the County Council.

An updated proposal which considers the difficulties that numbers 6-14 Church Road would have with the old scheme was shown to members at this meeting. The new proposal shows a set of speed cushions near the Church where a gateway was shown in the earlier proposal.  Some members were concerned that there may be parking problems with the Church.

Dr. Trelinski proposed that the Parish Council should support the new proposal.  This was seconded by Mr. Taylor.  Members voted 6 for the proposal and 2 against.  The proposal was carried.


12.
STATION ROAD – VIBRATION

Members noted the letter that had been received from Mr. Peers, Staffordshire County Council in response to the enquiry about vibration.  Members suggested that the resident concern could be advised to consult with his insurance company.

13.
WESTBURY HOMES

Members noted the letter that had been received from Westbury Homes that offered a ‘goodwill gesture’ of £100 to Mr & Mrs. Fisher.  The Clerk informed members that she had contacted Mr & Mrs. Fisher who had said that they were happy to accept this offer and therefore did not what to pursue the matter further.  Members were disappointed with Westbury Homes offer but agreed to respect Mr & Mrs. Fishers wishes not to take the matter further.  

14.
TUTBURY PARISH COUNCIL

Members noted the information received from Tutbury Parish Council about the changing rooms in Tutbury.  Members were concerned with the running costs of this type of facility.

15.
ARTICLE 4 – CONSERVATION DOCUMENT (Clerk’s Report, Item 11)



Members were pleased to hear that this document is now progressing.  

16.
ANSLOW LANE RESIDENTS ASSOCIATION (Clerk’s Report, Item 21)



Members noted the two letters that had been received from Mr. Essery.  Members agreed with  Mr. Essery’s comments about the footway being on the field side of the Lane.  They also agreed with the suggestion of the footway being used to reduce the width of the lane  which therefore would act as a traffic calming measure.  However, Members did point out that this is a County Council issue and the only thing that the Parish Council could do was write and show support to this proposal, which members did agreed to do.

ANSLOW LANE RESIDENTS ASSOCIATION (continued)

The second letter is calling for the entire lane to be 30mph.  The Clerk passed on a comment from County Councillor Bather that the County Council would not approve this as the section of lane this would cover is not residential.

ESBC – HEALTH SCRUNITY COMMITTEE – REVIEW OF ACCESS TO GP’S

Dr. M. Trelinski and Mrs. V. Trelinska declared an interest on this Item and took no part in the discussion thereon.

Mr. Winstone had read the document for the council and stated that the document was making the point that the access to a GP was considered difficult.  It also stated that the Bus Service did not always co-inside with GP’s Surgery times.

18.
WASP’s

Dr. Trelinski reported that his £3,000 WASP’s money allocation for this year has now gone.   

It was discussed that the VDSG be asked to compile a small village survey that could be adopted by ESBC as their WASP Survey.  Dr. Trelinski indicated that his WASP’s money for 2005/06 could help with the survey.  It was suggested that the survey could be aimed to be delivered with the Spring Rollestonian. 

19.
CRAYTHORNE FIELD

Members noted that J & H Landscapes have now completed the main drainpipe on the field.   Members agreed that the cheque for payment should be released

The height barrier had been vandalized again.  DSK were asked to repair as soon as possible.  Members agreed to support the action taken by the Clerk.

20.
FOOTBALL – CRAYTHORNE FIELD

This item was discussed earlier in the meeting.

21.
SUSTAINABLE STAFFORDSHIRE AWARDS – 2004

Members agreed to nominate the VDSG for the above award.  Members also noted that this event will take place on Wednesday 27th Ocober.

22.
FOOTPATH WALKS (Clerk’s Report, Item 7)

It was reported that some repair is required to the step on footpath 5.  It was agreed that this repair and the repairs previously mentioned in the June Minutes be reported to Mr. L. Oates, Burton Conservation Volunteers.

The Chairman read out a letter that had been received from Mr. Underhill, Chairman to the VDSG.  The letter was stating the Groups concerns with the lack of design with the kissing gates particularly the one on Beacon Road and the poor way in which the gates have been erected.

Members discussed that they should consider putting some money in the budget next year to help improve the gates.  Members considered that if they were painted black then this would improve then greatly.

The Clerk was asked to obtain quotations for alterative kissing gates and for the present gates being painted.

SHOTWOOD CLOSE

Members noted that it had been reported to the Enforcement Officer at ESBC that the trees on the road leading onto the estate have all but disappeared.  Members noted that Bellways have been asked to replace the trees.

VILLAGE CLEAN UP DAY



Members noted that the village clean up day went well.

25.
BROOKSIDE

Mr. Westwood reported that he had met with Mr. Edwards, Conservation Officer at the Borough Council, to discuss Brookside.  He said that Mr. Edwards was considering suggesting that the setts on Brookside be set in concrete.  He stated that Mr. Edwards has got some finance to do this project.  Mr. Edwards intends to produce a drawing of the street scene on Brookside that would also include the residents’ idea of a low wall on the blue bricked footway.  The drawing would also show the idea of a series of posts and chains to corden off the grass verge.

Mr. Westwood did state that Mr. Edwards would like the Parish Council’s support in principle for his proposals.  

26.
CRAYTHORNE LANE

Some members were concerned that the grass verge on the lane has not been mowed properly, stating that the verges ‘look a mess’.

Members reported that the grids at the junction of Craythorne Lane and Beacon Road  and down to school Lane require jetting through again.

27.
JOHN OF ROLLESTON PRIMARY SCHOOL

Dr. Trelinski and Mrs. Trelinska declared a non- prejudicial interest and took part in the discussion thereon.

Members noted that Mr. Robinson one of the teachers at the school asked permission for the school to use Elizabeth Avenue Playing Field as a car park on the evening of Monday 5th July.  

The Chairman reported on the meeting that took place earlier that day between the Chairman Mr. Arblaster and the Clerk.  Mr. Arblaster was asking for the Parish Council to consider again the need for a parents waiting area on Elizabeth Avenue Playing Field.  Members were reminded that this decision could not be discussed according to Standing Orders for six months.  Members agreed to stand by this statement and discuss the parents waiting area again in six months.  Members did add  that they are not against the parents waiting area in principle but the Parish Council would require some proof that this entrance to the school would be used before committing any money towards the project.  Members also stated that there is no money in this years budget to cover this kind of project.  

28.
ELIZABETH AVENUE PLAY AREA

Members noted that a section of the fence to the toddlers play area had been vandalized.  Members approved DSK being asked to repair the fence when they install the new cradle seats to the swings.  

29.
YOUTH EVENT

Members noted that Miss. Whitehead would like to organize a music event on The Croft.   Members suggested that she could apply for a Youth Grant to cover the cost of the license.

Dr. Trelinski reported that he had received a complaint that the bus stop on Station Road near the Walford Road junction was missing.   He stated that buses do not appear to be stopping at the bus stop.  The Clerk was ask to write to Trent Buses to ask had the bus stop sign been removed and is this bus stop not being use anymore.

VILLAGE NOTICE BOARD (Clerk’s Report, Item 5)

Members noted that enquiries are being made into obtaining quotations for a suitable new notice board.  Mr. Finch, South Hill was suggested as he had made the last notice board that is presently on the side of the post office.

FINGER POST – CHAPEL LANE

Members noted that a letter had been forwarded to East Staffordshire Heritage Trust asking for their advice on suitable contractors to carry out the refurbishment of the fingerpost.

It was also reported that Mr. Underhill had been asked if he would consider making a way marker to replace the lost one on The Croft.  Mr. Underhill has stated that in principle he would like to take on this task.  Members supported this idea.
