PLANNING 



 A letter dated 18th October has been received from Staffordshire County Council.  The letter concerns planning application ‘a’ under Clerk’s Report Item 1.  The County Council is asking for comments on this application by 10th November.



A copy of a letter sent to the property owners of The Lodge, Chapel Lane has been received from Ms. A. McManus, Senior Enforcement Officer at the Borough Council.  The letter confirms that the Borough Council has asked the property owners to remove the roadside boundary fence and plant the replacement hedge within 28 days (from 1st November).

5.
ANSLOW LANE 



A letter has been received from Mr. Gee, Community Liaison Officer at the County Council regarding Anslow Lane.  This letter was mentioned at the last Parish Council meeting by County Councillor Bather.  The letter advises that there are no plans to construct a footway along this lane.  It was suggested at the last Parish Council meeting by County Councillor Bather that a joint meeting be arranged with Staffordshire County Council, Parish Council and a representative from Anslow Lane Residents Association to discuss this further as it is understood that a proposed footway is already in the Local Transport Plan.  This meeting has been arranged for Wednesday 3rd November.  The Chairman may wish to report on the meeting.

6.
DOVECLIFF ROAD – TRAFFIC CALMING



A letter has been received from Mr. Mitchell, Project Engineer at Staffordshire County Council.  The letter states that it is proposed by Staffordshire County Council to extend the existing traffic calming measures on Dovecliff Road.  Members are asked for their approval.  A copy of the proposed design will be available for members at the Parish Council meeting.

7.
CHURCH ROAD – TRAFFIC CALMING



A letter dated 29th October has been received from Mr. Hough, Urban Transport Technician at Staffordshire County Council.  The letter advises that extra funding has been made available that will enable the street lighting along Church Road to be upgraded.  It is intended that the lighting works be carried out at the same time as the calming works in order to minimize disruption.  However, the letter does state that due to differing work patterns and loads this may not be practical.

8.
  STANDING ORDERS
 In Accordance with Standing Order 67, ‘A motion permanently to vary or revoke a Standing Order shall when proposed and seconded, stand adjourned without discussion to the next ordinary meeting of the Council.



At the July Parish Council meeting  (Minute Number 24:4) members agreed to the Clerk’s request that alterations be made to Paragraph 38 EXPENDITURE: -

a. 
Orders for the payment of money shall be authorized by resolution of the Council.  Cheques and relevant invoices will be signed by two members and the Responsible Financial Officer.

b.
In emergency situations, the Clerk may incur expenditure on behalf of the Council subject to a limit of £300.   Before expenditure is approved, the Clerk must seek consultation with the Chairman, Vice Chairman or member of the Council.  Only in their absence can the Clerk approve emergency expenditure to this amount.


c.
Any project undertaken costing over £50,000 should be put out to tender.  


The proposal was presented to your October meeting and members are now asked to formally agree to the amendments to the Standing Orders.

9.
DOCTOR’S SURGERY


A telephone call was received on Tuesday 19th October from Mr. Forsyth of Prime Development.  He reported that he has now heard from ESBC Planning Department and Staffordshire County Council Highways Department.  There are a few problems that the Highways Department have come up with that need to be addressed.  This will delay the Public Meeting, as they don’t wish to have a Public Meeting until they have addressed the problems raised by the Highways.  The problems need to be agreed upon before any planning application is submitted.  

Most of the internal requirements have now been agreed with the doctors at Tutbury and a copy of a preliminary plan has been received and will be available at the Parish Council meeting.  They are still considering the elevation of the building.  They have changed the entrance to the surgery; it now is nearer the Scout Headquarters.  


 Prime Development want feedback from the Parish Council regarding style and materials that would fit in. A copy of the letter received in enclosed for members information.

Prime Development has now confirmed that there are no plans to include a dentist practice on this development.

10.
PARISH COUNCIL ELECTION – NOTICE OF VACANCY



The 14-day period to request an election, signed by ten electors, has now expired.  The Parish Council can now fill the vacancy by co-option.  

11.
EAST STAFFORDSHIRE BOROUGH COUNCIL – LOCAL PLAN


A copy of a letter from Rolleston Civic Trust to the Environment Agency has been received.  The letter is commenting on the recent map of Rolleston that was included with ESBC Local Plan Review.  The letter states that the map shows a flood risk area far less than it is.  They go on to give details of land effected by flooding particularly along Station Road.  They are concerned that the map is inaccurate as it may have an effect on future development.

12.
STAFFORDSHIRE COUNTY COUNCIL – EDUCATION DEPARTMENT



A letter has been written to the Director of Education at Staffordshire County Council.  The letter has asked for a meeting with the department or an invitation to attend a future Parish Council meeting has also been offered.  An acknowledgement has been received with a promise of a full reply in the next 20 days.



The Civic Trust and the Webmaster have requested a statement from the Parish Council that will update villagers on the Parish Council's position with regard to the future of the College Playing Field.  This has been discussed between your Chairman and Clerk. It was concluded that the Clerk should write a statement, which will be approved by the Chairman, and be available for publication in the next Parish Council Newsletter.

13.
JINNY TRAIL



The Joint Working Group met on Monday 25th October.  The Chairman may wish to report on this meeting.



A letter from Mr. Davis, Sustrans has been received following this meeting.  He has forwarded a pamphlet to assist members to find the Derby to Worthington path.



DSK have been asked to fit a self-closing hinge to the gate on the Jinny Trail.



An e-mail has been received from Mr. Gawthorpe, Civic Trust.  He has enquired into why the second path from Station Road onto the Jinny Trail has not been mowed.  In previous years it is understood that the second path was mown on a voluntary basis.  The present contractor has been asked to include this in his works schedule for next year. Meanwhile, if members consider the path should be mown this year, there is a quotation for this work in the confidential section of the Clerk’s Report.



It has come to the attention of the Clerk that an ‘Evidence Form’ has been circulated to some residents in the village asking for statements supporting the proposed Bridleway on the Jinny Trail.  Staffordshire County Council has confirmed that this form is an old one of theirs.  However, they have no knowledge of who is circulating this information.  They did advise that the information gathered would be not be submitted as the decision from the Inspector has already been made.

ANNUAL AUDIT



The Audit Commission has now completed the annual audit for 2003/04.  The Annual Return is available for the next 14 days for public inspection. The invoice from the Audit Commission is now awaited.

JORPS – TRAVEL PLAN



Four local contractors have been asked to supply a quotation for the parents waiting area that is proposed on Elizabeth Avenue Play Area.  Two out of the four contractors have been in contact and the Chairman and Clerk will be meeting them shortly to discuss what is required.

ST GILES HOSPICE



A letter has been received from St Giles Hospice asking if the Parish Council is able to consider a grant for the current year.  Last year the Parish Council donated £100.

ELIZABETH AVENUE PLAYING FIELD


The Clerk has ordered a supply of ‘Wet Pour’ from Wicksteed.  This is to repair the holes that are under the climbing frame in the junior play area.  The cost of the Wet Pour is £68.00 plus £11.50 carriage plus VAT.  Members are asked to support the action taken by the Clerk.


At the time of writing the Clerk is awaiting a written response from DSK regarding the various repairs in the Play Ground.


ESBC have been asked to provide a quotation to remove the graffiti on the byelaw sign on the gate on the Beacon Road entrance.
