MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING

ELIZABETH AVENUE – PLAYING FIELD

It was reported that the missing five-a-side goalposts have now been found on Craythorne Field.

Members agreed that a letter should be written to the Police to ask for them to look into the issue with the parked unhitched trailer on Beacon Drive.

PLANNING APPLICATIONS 

Dr. Trelinski declared a prejudicial interest with planning application ‘a’.  

Dr. Trelinski and Mrs. Trelinska declared a prejudicial interest with planning application ‘d’. (They withdrew from the room).

CA/24028/006 Erection of a 2.4 metre high boundary fence, John of Rolleston Primary School, adjacent Croft Close

Members welcomed this improvement to safety for John of Rolleston Primary School.  Members had no objections to this planning application.

PLANNING APPLICATIONS  (continued)

b.
HO/01730/006 Erection of a two storey side and rear extension, a single storey rear extension, extension of existing garage and construction of a pitched roof over the existing and extended garage/store, and erection of a single storey link extension between house and garage/store. Amended Plans and Description, 10 Smallholding, Tutbury Road Rural, for Mr. Passam

Members are still concerned with this planning application and wish for their previous comments to be submitted on this Amended Plan.

HO/29166/002 Erection of a 1.05 metre high boundary fence, 5 Forest School Street, for Mr. Gallacher & Mrs. Haworth

Members had no objections to this planning application.
d.
HO/28612/002 Erection of a dormer window to rear elevation and raising roof height of existing rear dormer windows, Old Hall Cottage, Mosley Mews, for Mr & Mrs. Hutson

Members objected to this planning application.  This building is in the Conservation Area so there is a need for careful consideration for the effect the dormer extension would have on the roofline.  If planning permission was granted members asked that conditions be put in place to ensure that the dormer extension could not be seen from Church Road.  

Number 2 and 3, The Square, in Mosley Mews both have large dormer extensions that affect the roofline from the view off Church Road.  The street scene along Church Road is particularly unique and deserves to be protected.    The Parish Council wish to refer this planning application to the Conservation Officer for his comments as it is felt that the dormer roof extension is out of character for the area.  

(Members noted that a site meeting of the planning application working party was called to look at the above application.)

HO/20648/009 Erection of a rear conservatory, 18 Burnside for 

Mr. & Mrs. Morgan

Members had no objections to this planning application.

f.
LB/20117/011 Erection of a part two storey, part single storey extension to western elevation, conversion of potting shed to garaging, installation of a new vehicular access bridge and a replacement footbridge in a different position to the existing footbridge, erection of fencing to separate the two gardens and internal alteration (Amended Plans, Description and ‘Statement of Intent’). 14 & 16 Burnside

PA/20117/010 Erection of a part two storey, part single storey extension to western elevation, conversion of potting shed into garaging and installation of a new vehicular access bridge and a replacement footbridge in a different position to the existing footbridge, (Amended Plans and Description and ‘Statement of Intent’.

Members had no objections to the above two planning applications.  Members welcomed the ‘Statement of Intent’ and would be pleased to see it as part of the planning conditions.

PLANNING DECISIONS



Members noted the applications that had been approved.

3.
PLANNING 

Members asked that comments from planning application (1:a) be submit to Staffordshire County Council regarding the John of Rolleston Primary School planning application.

Members noted that a letter had been sent to the property owners of The Lodge, Chapel Lane from Ms. A. McManus, Senior Enforcement Officer at the Borough Council.  The letter is asking the property owners to remove the roadside boundary fence and plant the replacement hedge within 28 days (from 1st November).  

4.
ESBC – PLANNING APPLICATION COMMITTEE MEETINGS

Dr. Trelinski reported on the proposed changes to procedures at the Planning Application Committee Meetings at the Borough Council.  He stated that more planning applications will be delegated to the planning officers.  Those applications that are either controversial or the Ward Member objects to are decided by the Planning Applications Committee.  He advised Planning Application Committee meetings would only deal with between 5/6 planning applications during one meeting.  The committee members will be asked to site visit every planning application that is to be presented to the planning application committee.  Only the committee members who attend the site visit can then vote at the committee meeting.  Members of the public will not be invited to attend the site visits.  

There will be an opportunity for up to two speakers, (for 3 minutes), to address the Planning Application Committee at their meeting.  A representative from the Parish Council and Ward Councilor will be invited to speak also for 3 minutes.  If no decision on a representative can be found to speak for or against a planning application then the Chairman of the Committee will invite the first person who objected to speak.

Members were advised that if there was a sudden flood of applications the planning application committee would meet more often.

Members agreed that a letter of support should be written to ESBC regarding the proposed changes in procedure.

5.
ANSLOW LANE 

Members noted the letter that had been received from Mr. Gee, Community Liaison Officer at the County Council regarding Anslow Lane.  County Councillor Bather discussed the content of this letter at a previous meeting.  The letter advises that there are no plans to construct a footway along this lane.  

The Chairman reported on a meeting that was held on Wednesday 3rd November between the Chairman, Richard Rayson, Staffordshire County Council, County Councillor Bather, two representatives from ALRA and the Clerk.  At this meeting it was confirmed that the lane was in the Local Transport Plan and advice was given that the Parish Council should now be lobbying Mr. Jones, Head of Community Programs at Staffordshire County Council to promote the urgency of the footway on Anslow Lane.

Mr. Rayson advised that he would be writing to all residents to obtain the necessary support that will be required.  He is also going to approach some residents ask them to cut their hedges back which would improve visibility in one or two areas.

Mr. Essery also agreed to contact all residents along the lane to ask for their support.

6.
DOVECLIFF ROAD – TRAFFIC CALMING

Members noted the letter that had been received from Mr. Mitchell, Project Engineer at Staffordshire County Council.  The letter stated Staffordshire County Council proposal to extend the existing traffic calming measures on Dovecliff Road.  

Some members were concerned with the proposal so the following motion was put to the vote: -

Members voted 6 for the proposal and 1 against.

7.
CHURCH ROAD – TRAFFIC CALMING

Members noted that a letter had been received from Mr. Hough, Urban Transport Technician at Staffordshire County Council.  The letter advised that extra funding had been made available that would enable the street lighting along Church Road to be upgraded.  

Members welcomed this statement.

8.
  STANDING ORDERS
Dr. Trelinski moved to support the following alterations to Paragraph 38 EXPENDITURE of the Standing Orders, seconded by Mrs. Toon, all members in favour: -

a. 
Orders for the payment of money shall be authorized by resolution of the Council.  Cheques and relevant invoices will be signed by two members and the Responsible Financial Officer.

b.
In emergency situations, the Clerk may incur expenditure on behalf of the Council subject to a limit of £300.   Before expenditure is approved, the Clerk must seek consultation with the Chairman, Vice Chairman or member of the Council.  Only in their absence can the Clerk approve emergency expenditure to this amount.


c.
Any project undertaken costing over £50,000 should be put out to tender.  

9.
DOCTOR’S SURGERY

Dr. Trelinski and Mrs. Trelinska declared an interest and took no part in the discussion thereon. ( They withdrew from the room).

Members studied the preliminary plan provided by Prime Development.  Members were concerned that the land was not shown as on the flood plain.  

Members discussed materials and styles for the building and concluded that the new building must fit in with the village.  Members favoured brick being used for the construction of the building but were unhappy to support the use of glass and wooden cladding, stating that glass panels did not fit in with other properties within the village.  Members also favoured a well-pitched roof.

Members are still concerned that there is not enough parking for patients as well as staff members.

Members asked whether the pharmacy would be used for public use or was it to be used by patients.

10.
PARISH COUNCIL ELECTION – NOTICE OF VACANCY

The Chairman reported that Mrs. Redgrave would like to fill the vacancy on the Parish Council.  The Clerk is to formally write to Mrs. Redgrave.

11.
EAST STAFFORDSHIRE BOROUGH COUNCIL – LOCAL PLAN

Members noted the letter from Rolleston Civic Trust to the Environment Agency that was commenting on the recent map of Rolleston that was included with ESBC Local Plan Review.  The letter states that the map shows a flood risk area far less than it is.  



Members agreed to thank the Civic Trust and to send a copy of their letter to ESBC.

12.
STAFFORDSHIRE COUNTY COUNCIL – EDUCATION DEPARTMENT

Members noted that a letter had been written to the Director of Education at a Staffordshire County Council.  

Members stated that there was no clear view with the situation with the college playing field and the possibility of a new community school.  Members agreed that they are to support the Local Plan that states there is no land in the village designated for development.  However, members did recognize that there are many residents in the village who want the Parish Council to investigate the future of the college fields.  The Parish Council has done this with going to talk to Burton College to ascertain what options are open to the village.   Unfortunately Staffordshire Education Authority has not responded to the Parish Councils request of some commitment to the proposal of a new school.  This issue of the future of the college playing field has not progressed further.  

13.
JINNY TRAIL

The Chairman reported on the recent Joint Working Group that met on Monday 25th October.    The Chairman advised that Stretton Parish Council will support the Jinny Trail being used as a cycle way.  He also stated that Stretton echo Rolleston’s concerns with the provision for horses on the Jinny Trail as well as cycles and pedestrians.  Members discussed  the fact that it is now compulsory that the Jinny Trail is made accessible to disabled users.

It was suggested at the Working Group meeting that a sub committee be set up to help run the Jinny Trial.  Members considered this proposal but regrettably felt that this would not be appropriate.

Members concluded that the second path on the Jinny Trail did require some work to make it more accessible.

14.
ANNUAL AUDIT

Members were pleased to note that the Audit Commission has now completed the annual audit for 2003/04.  Members wished to thank Mrs. Woodbine for the work she did with the Internal Audit.

15.
JORPS – TRAVEL PLAN

Members noted that four local contractors have been asked to supply a quotation for the parents waiting area that is proposed on Elizabeth Avenue Play Area.

Members considered the letter written by DSK.  Members agreed to put the project of the safety barriers into next years budget as a capital item.  Members are concerned with the proposal for a landing platform for the slide and asked that a letter should be written to ESBC and the PFA to ask advise.

LYCH GATE

Members were pleased to see that two out of the four panels have now been installed in the Lych Gate.

FLOOD

The Chairman reported that he had met with the Environment Agency on Thursday 28th October to walk the section of the Alderbrook that is on Mr. Brook’s land from Ford Bridge.  He reported that the Environment Agency is to address some minor issues that may help the flow of water in this area.  For example the swing gate is trapping debris and there are some large logs obstructing the flow of water that require removing.
