PLANNING APPLICATIONS

a.
HO/29441/001 Erection of a rear conservatory, 16 Shotwood Close

Members had no objections to this planning application.

b.
PA/19121/003 Erection of a single storey extension to existing Parish Hall, installation of a pedestrian access ramp with retaining wall and handrails, alteration to existing boundary wall to the side of the Lych Gate and the installation of handrails to the front and rear of the Lych Gate, St. Mary’s Church, 

c.
LB/19121/004 Demolition and subsequent erection of a single storey side extension to the side of Parish Hall, installation of a pedestrian access ramp with retaining wall and handrails, alterations to existing boundary wall to the side of the Lych Gate and alterations to the existing pedestrians access including the installation of handrails to the front and rear of the Lych Gate, St. Mary’s Church

Members welcomed this planning application stating that this was an acceptable solution to a difficult problem.  On the planning application there is a proposal for a metal handrail for the disabled ramp by the Lych Gate.   Members considered that a wooden rail might aesthetically look better.

d.
HO/19482/003 Amended Plan and Description.  Erection of a side and lean-to extension and chimney on the eastern elevation together with front and rear dormer extension and erection of a single storey extension on the western elevation and a rear conservatory, Park End, Tutbury Road Rural

Members had no objection to this planning application but they did comment that they would have preferred to see pitched roofs on the dormer extensions.

HO/29285/003 Installation of 2 velux roof lights beneath carport canopy roof, Oakscroft Home Farm, Church Road, for Mrs. Murphin

Members objected to this planning application for aesthetic reasons.  The property is in a sensitive area.

f.
TP/22684/020 Crown reduction of one Ash tree (tree 296 of TPO 1), 26 Station Road, for Mr. Goodall.

Members had no objections to this planning application.  Members agreed to abide by the Tree Officers observations.

PA/00912/008 Additional Plan, Amended Plan and Amended Description.  Use of land for an equine rehabilitation centre with an administration block, stabling, ménage and associated buildings and works, construction of a vehicular access and conversion and extension of existing dwelling (Newlands Harm House) to form two dwellings, Sunnymead Farm

Members objected to this planning application.  Members are concerned with the increase of size with this proposed development.   The increase in the development would have a visual impact from Dovecliff Road.  Members also objected to the present dwelling being divided into two properties.

h.
HO/28929/002 Amended description. Raising of the roof height including the installation of front and rear dormer windows to create first floor living accommodation and erection of two storey side extension on the western elevation, a two storey side extension on the eastern elevation and a detached double garage with storage above, 242 Station Road, for Mr & Mrs. Powell

Members had no objections to this planning application.

HO/01730/006 Amended plans, Erection of a two storey side and rear extension, a single storey rear extension, extension of the existing garage and construction of a pitched roof over the existing and extend garage/store, 10 Smallholding, Tutubury Road Rural

Members wish for their previous comments to be submitted.  Members felt that the plan was incomplete and therefore they felt that they could not comment further.

TN/10794/003 Crown reduction of 1 beech tree, removal of 1 sycamore tree (front garden) and removal of 2 branches from sycamore tree in rear garden, The Croft House, 11 Station Road, for Mrs. Rockley

Members had no objections to this planning application.

Members had no objections to this planning application.

The Chairman reported that he had attended a recent Forum meeting where the Brown Bin Scheme was discussed.  He stated that kitchen waste can not be disposed of in the Brown Bins as the Borough Council has not yet got the facilities to heat the waste to a high enough temperature in order to dispose of the waste as compost.  ESBC are looking into this process for future.  It was also stated that ESBC was looking into making the Brown Bin collection an all year round scheme.

WESTBURY HOMES

Members noted that the Parish Council Office and police have received a small amount of complaints over parking around the estate.  Members noted that P.C. Lear will be in due course writing to all residents on the estate.

VILLAGE DIRECTORY

Members agreed to support the costs of an updated Village Directory at a cost of about £65.  The Chairman thanked the two volunteers from the Civic Trust who are willing to take on the update.

21.
JINNY NATURE TRAIL

Dr. Trelinski reported on the recent Joint Working Party meeting.  He stated that it was agreed that the Chairman and Vice-Chairman from both Stretton and Rolleston Parish Councils met with a representative from Sustrans to discuss the requirements of both Parish Councils. 

Dr. Trelinski also reported that the next Joint Working Party meeting will be held on 8th February at Stretton.

HISTORY OF ROLLESTON  (Clerk’s Report, Item 15)

It was reported that Mr. Idris Bowen has been working on the History of Rolleston for approximately 15 years.   He is now very ill and is anxious to sort out the future of his work.   County Archives wish to have all his work (whether finished or not) and he has personally financed the work to date.

The Parish Council agreed in principle to support the costs of copying his work so that the village can retain a copy.   A sum of between £200 - £500 was suggested.

LITTER BINS

Members noted the E-mail that had been received from Mrs. Barnett, Station Road regarding the litter bin on Station Road.  Members agreed to ask ESBC to replace the bin concerned with a larger one.
24.
SCHOOL LANE – TREE

ESBC’s Tree Officer was aware that the tree on the corner of School Lane had been removed.  Members noted that the correct procedure had been followed by the owners. 

25.
SPRING BULBS

A large donation of daffodil bulbs had been received from Mrs. Stone.  The Chairman thanked the members of the Civic Trust who planted them around Cornmill Lane and Dovecliff Road gateways.

26.
BEACON DRIVE

A formal response has been received from LPU Commander, Mr. Farrington, regarding the parked trailer on Beacon Road. Mr. Farrington has stated that he has forwarded the complaint to P.C. Lear.

P.C. Lear has written to state that there is no legislation that would give the police power against the trailer owner.  He goes on to say that he has spoken to the owner of the trailer who is fully aware that he can park his trailer on the road and he believes that the complaint is a personal issue that is being raised against him.  P.C. Lear has stated that he will be monitoring the situation.
