JINNY NATURE TRAIL

At the last Parish Council meeting it was reported that a meeting had taken place with representative from SCC.  A letter has now been received from them outlining what was discussed.  A copy of this letter is attached for members information.

All relevant documentation has now been forwarded to SPCA who has stated they will consult with NALC.

Stretton have now forwarded a suggested date of Wednesday 30th March to has the next Joint Working Party meeting.

It is understood via your Chairman from Mrs. Anderson that Sustrans are reassessing their priorities and have decided that the main priorities are urban cycle ways.  It is understood that Sustrans have the money for the bridge over the Dove but not for the bridge over Hilton Brook.

It is believed that Sustrans think that if the Jinny becomes a bridleway then as part of the management of the surface SCC will use landfill money to give Sustrans a grant to make a cycleway alongside the bridle path.  This would happen quite quickly.  If the Jinny does not become a bridleway then the cycle track on the Jinny will happen but not in the near future.

Other information has been received via your Chairman that the subject of highways and byways was discussed at a recent coffee morning between PC. Lear and Terry Williams.  If designated a bridleway the trail would not be open to horse drawn carriages or motor vehicles.  They say that it would be a byway and although covered by highway legislation would not be a road.

ST’MARY’S CHURCH – TREE FESTIVAL

SCHOOL RUN PARKING PROBLEM – STATION ROAD


A letter dated 2nd March had been received from Mr. Blackshaw, 21 Station Road.  He wishes to bring to the attention of the Parish Council the severe traffic problems which are recurring in Station Road between 3pm and 3.45pm every school day.


Parents are parking on the white lines put down on the bend to indicate ‘No Parking’ area.  He asks that the Parish Council consider the following points; -

 Inform Mr. Arblaster of this problem.  Could he in turn inform parents of the chaos which is being created?

b.
Place a sign on the lamppost outside No 21 Station Road to indicate to cars approaching from the Spread Eagle to ‘Give way to oncoming traffic’.

c.
Consider double yellow lines to replace the white line that indicates the ‘No Parking’ area’.

Mr. Blackshaw has informed the Clerk that over the last two weeks vehicles have continually damaged his frontage by mounting his grassed area whilst trying to pass other vehicles overtaking cars parked on the white line.

20.
CRAYTHORNE FIELD – VDSG


A letter dated 16th February has been received from Mr. Underhill, Chairman of the VDSG.  He wishes to open up discussions for the future of Craythorne playing field.  Projects i.e. further drainage, changing facilities and access path, were put on hold as the main drain project was being seen through and the uncertainty of the future of the college field were being discussed.  Mr. Underhill now feels that the above project should be open for discussion once more.


He has outline in more detail the need to link this playing field with the rest of the village.  He stated that the VDSG request that the Parish Council reconsider the project of the path from Beacon Road through Craythorne Wood to the playing field.

POLICE


Information about a new Police Community Support Officer, PCSOs has been received.  Her name is Cathryn Millington and can be contacted on 08453 302010.  PCSOs work along police officers, police staff and special constables. PCSOs are a uniformed presence to offer greater public support and improve community life.


It is understood that Cathryn will be covering mostly Stretton but may cover parts of Rolleston too.

ROLLESTON BOY’S UNDER TWELVES FOOTBALL TEAM


An informal meeting was held between representatives from the football team your Chairman, Dr. Trelinski, Mrs. Toon and the Clerk on Tuesday 8th March.  They wish to ask permission to hold an annual event morning on Craythorne Field on Saturday 7th May.  It is understood that 6 teams will be involved, up to 100 children.  The event will take place between 9.30am – 12noon.  They have also asked permission to open the height barrier to allow mini van in and to access a small cordoned off section of the field for a small number of cars.  This will help to avoid parking on the road.


They have also asked members to consider replacing the five-a-side goalposts with another set of standard goalposts so that they can have a play and rest pitch.  (The goalposts that were recently purchased for Elizabeth Avenue playing field cost: £550.  This price included the disposal of the old goalposts).


The football team are also looking for a logo to be embroidered onto their kit.  They have asked permission to use the Parish Council’s coat of arms.


They also reported that the drainage on the pitch has been greatly improved with them only cancelling one match this season.  They reported that they are to take two teams to Skegness this season for competitions.


The group also discussed changing facilities.  The football team did indicate that they would be satisfied with porta-cabins for changing purposes.

Gary Williams, Open Access Youth Work Co-ordinator, who runs the Tutbury Youth Club.
