The Clerk has also checked with the Parish Council’s Insurance Company who has stated that this event will be covered within the Parish Council’s Public Liability Policy.


It is understood that on Thursday 21st April there was a disturbance on the Playing Field with a youth firing an air raffle.  It is understood that the youth was arrested and the gun conviscated.  It has been reported that a young girl was slightly injured.
