PUBLIC OUESTION TIME & PETITIONS

There were no public questions or petitions.

12.

APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

Apologies for absence were received from Mr. Hodson Walker and Mr. Westwood.

13.

MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING

Minutes of the meeting held on 9th May 2005 were approved and signed by the Chairman.

14.

MR. I BATEMAN - NEW JOHN OF ROLLESTON PRIMARY SCHOOL HEADMASTER

The Chairman welcomed Mr. Arblaster, present Headmaster, and Mr. Bateman to the meeting.

Mr. ArbIaster thanked the members who attended the recent official opening of the second entrance to the school. He reported that the entrance is well used with between 60 and 70 children regularly accessing the school through this gate. He said that in his opinion this seems to be alleviating congestion with the school run. The school helps support three successful Walking Buses and there is a fourth Walking Bus proposed. He took this opportunity to thank Mr. Wildman, Walking Bus Co-ordinator for his efforts with the running of the Walking Buses.

Mr. Arblaster reported on the Travel Plan mentioning what the pupils did during the school day. He asked the Parish Council to consider in the near future the provision of a hard standing area on the playing field to progress the Travel Plan further. He also asked for members to consider providing the second footpath on the playing field. He thanked the Parish Council for their support in making the Travel Plan a success and for their support in his time as Headmaster of John of Rolleston.

Mr. Arblaster introduced Mr. Bateman to members as his successor.

Mr. Bateman introduced himself and reported that he was originally from Stretton and had been a pupil of the Forest of Needwood. He said that he had been teaching for 20 years. Mr. Bateman thanked members for inviting him to the meeting and said that he was looking forward to working with the Parish Council in the future.

The Chairman took the opportunity to thank Mr. Arblaster for all that he has achieved in his time at the school and she wished him luck in his retirement.

REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR FRASER

Cllr Fraser's report is attached to the Minutes.

Members discussed their concerns with the buildout on Dovecliff Road suggesting that parking restrictions either side of the buildout could help. Mr. Fraser agreed this may help and he said that he would look into this again.

Members asked Mr. Fraser to bring up again the issue of the road surface through Church Road and Station Road. The road surface has been in a poor condition for a considerable amount of time.

The Chairman thanked Cllr. Fraser for his report.

Members expressed concern that this project is not moving forward. It was agreed that a letter should be written asking for a progress report and legal action be considered if the Lych Gate panels are not completed shortly.

It is not in keeping with the Listed Building it is adjacent to. There has always been a lawned area here; this is part of the character of the Spread Eagle

This does not fit in with the Conservation Area

Members are greatly concerned that this is a retrospective planning application.

 TN/10901/005 Removal of one Lawsonia tree and one Cherry tree and


resiting of one Yew, Grace Cottage, Anslow Lane, for Mr. Cutter

Members had no objections to this planning application but wished for the Borough Council's Tree Officer to comment. Members however, would like to see the Cherry tree replanted if possible.

Members had no objections to this planning application. Members commented that it is important that the Borough Council' make sure the detailing and materials used fit in with the existing building and are in keeping with the village.

2.

PLANNING DECISIONS

Members noted the application that had been permitted and withdrawn. Members also noted the following application that had been permitted: ​

CU/20292/027 Change of use from an orchard to domestic garden land, Orchard Barn, School Lane, for Mrs. Owen

The Chairman reported that an invitation has been received for a member of the Parish Council to speak at the next Planning Application Committee where the application on 74 Station Road will be discussed. It is understood that a site meeting has been called following the strong objections received from various village organisations on this planning application. Mrs. Redgrave agreed to represent the Parish Council at the Planning Application Committee meeting.

3.

BT-PAYPHONES - CONSULTATION

Members agreed to support BT's proposal to turn the payphone on Beacon Drive into a cashless payment option phone. The proposal is that the phone would no longer accept cash payment but still has all other functionality including the ability to make emergency, operator controlled, reverse charge, credit card and Charge card calls.

4.

JINNY TRAIL (Clerk's Report, Item 4)

Members noted that the Notice of Modification Order had been received from SCC and the details of possible costs of Counsel from NALC.

The Chairman moved that members support the engaging of Counsel, seconded by Mr. Morris and all were in favour.

Dr. Trelinski moved that an additional meeting be called if the costs are to exceed £3,000, (shared between Stretton and Rolleston Parish Council), that has been suggested by NALC as a worst-case scenario. All members agreed.

The Chairman reported that the joint meeting between Stretton and Rolleston Parish Council has been called for this Wednesday 15th June meeting at 7.30pm in St. Mary's Church.

5.

CHURCH ROAD (Clerk's Report, Item 14)

Members noted that Cllr Fraser met with a Highway Engineer to discuss the traffic problems with the road works on Church Road.

Members noted the time scale for the works that was provided by Staffordshire County Council. Members stated that they were concerned with the possibility of traffic congestion with the works that are programmed for Beacon Road. The Chairman suggested that the road should be closed off whilst the work is in progress.

The Chairman reported that SCC have given assurance that the speed survey that is planned for Church Road will not be done until all the road works have gone.

DERBYSHIRE AIRFIELD CONSDLTATIVE COMMITTEE

Mr. Taylor reported that he would support the above committee meeting once a year. Members agreed with Cllr Taylor's comments.

7.

CONSERVATION APPRAISAL & STATEMENT (Clerk's Report, Item 25)

Members were concerned that members of the public cannot access this document easily. Dr. Trelinski reported that he has received assurance that the document will be available on the Internet by the end of next week.

Members agreed that the consultation period was not adequate as most groups including the Parish Council only met on a monthly basis. Members agreed that enquiries should be made to try and get the consultation period extended.

Members also agreed that this document should be on the Agenda at the next Village Liaison meeting.

8.

YOUTH GRANT (Clerk's Report, Item 27)

The Youth Grant Working Party agreed a date of Monday 27th June to discuss the Youth Grant application form from the Rolleston Football Team.

9.

APPEAL

Members agreed to donate £100 to Miss. Morris, 41 Alderbrook Close. This was in return for a talk on her experiences to Rolleston Civic Trust and WI.

10.

YOUTH SURVEY (Clerk's Report, Item 28)

Miss. Pidsley reported that she has compiled a draft questionnaire. She is now waiting contact from Mr. Williams before this proceeds.

11.

YOUTH SURVEY - PARISH PLAN

Members agreed to adopt the appendix for the youth section of the Parish Plan that was compiled by Mr. Morris.

12.

YOUTH REPRESENTATIVES - STANDING ORDERS

The Chairman proposed to agree the amendment to the Standing Orders as listed below. Mrs. Toon seconded this and all were in favour.

'73:1 The Parish Council shall annually co-opt two Youth Representatives at the September meeting of the Council'

All grammar and references to refer to two representatives in the complete section 73 of the Standing Orders.

Members asked the Clerk to contact the local secondary schools to ask for two volunteers to sit on the Parish Council.

VILLAGE SIGN

Members agreed to support the Chairman and Clerk in asking Mr. Killick to repair the Village Sign.

14.

ALMSHOUSE CHARITY

It was agreed that Mr. Westwood would be nominated for a further term on the Almshouse Committee.

15.

CRAYTHORNE FIELD (Clerk's Report, Item 10)
Members agreed that Rolleston Plant hire should be asked to provide a quotation to extend the present car park. This would entail the removal of the topsoil mound and a layer of hard core being put down.

Members noted that a complaint had been received that lightweight remote controlled aircraft are using Craythorne Field on a regular basis. Members agreed to monitor this situation.

Members agreed that the five-a-side goal posts that are not being used could be sold to the resident on Lodge Hill that has enquired. The Clerk was asked to negotiate a suitable fee for the goal posts.

CRAYTHORNE WOOD

It was suggested that the Clerk ask for advice from ESBC to when Craythorne Wood should be cut.

Members noted that Tilhill have made their final inspection of the wood and have reported that on the whole they are very pleased to see how well the wood has established.

Tillhill have advised that some minor work is necessary on the wood. Members suggested that Tillhill and Mr. Gould be ask to provide a quotation for this work.

CRAYTHORNE GOLF CLUB .(Clerk' s Report, Item 15)

Members noted that Mr. T. Wright, owner and Managing Director of Craythorne Golf Club has invited the Parish Council and local neighbours to attend a presentation on his proposal for a 40-bedroom lodge at the Golf Club.

Six members agreed to attend.

18.

ELIZABETH AVENUE PLAYING FIELD

Members noted that three quotations are still awaited for the contract of a second path from Beacon Road to the first path by the entrance gate. JMP Services, Rolleston Plant Hire and Forbes West have been asked to provide quotations.

Members noted that the second entrance to the Primary School had now been formally opened. Mr. Morris, Mr. Winstone, Mrs. Redgrave, Mr. Hodson Walker and the Clerk represented the Parish Council.

VILLAGE 'CLEAN UP' DAY

The Chairman thanked all that helped with the village clean up day.

20.

SPEED WATCH

The Chairman attended a morning at Abbots Bromley to see the Speed Watch Scheme in progress. Members noted the report compiled by the Chairman on the Speed Watch Scheme.

Some members were strongly against the scheme. However, members did agreed to present the Chairman's report on Speed Watch to the Village Liaison Committee for their feedback.

ARRlVA BUS

Members noted that a letter had been received from Mr & Mrs. Thomas, 22 Meadow View regarding Arriva buses using Meadow View.

22.

PRIME DEVELOPMENT - PROPOSED DOCTOR'S SURGERY

The Chairman and Dr. Trelinski declared an interest and took no part in the discussion thereon. The Chairman and Dr. Trelinski left the meeting room. Mrs. Toon took the Chair.

Members reported that the public meeting was well attended. Some members were concerned with a small minority at the meeting who strongly objected to the proposals. Some members were also concerned with the comments put forward by members of the Parish Council at the meeting. The Chairman replied that Prime Development had liaised well with the Parish Council and other village organisations over this proposal.

The Clerk reported that the comments collected at the meeting did not reflect the comments heard at the public meeting. The majority of comments collated were positive.

It was suggested that as the public meeting was so hostile the Parish Council should write to Prime Development to show its support for this proposed Doctor's Surgery.

Members agreed that an additional Public meeting was not necessary at this time. Members agreed to reconsider this once the formal planning application has been received.

23.

WESTBURY HOMES - JUNIOR PLAY AREA

Members noted Mr. Crossley, Parks & Countryside Manager at ESBC, comments that two link paths are proposed one to Meadow View Play Area and another to link with Craythorne Field.

Members agreed to support the use of tarmac as a preferred material for the proposed link paths.

Members noted the guidelines issued by NALC for Town and Parish Councils with regard to appropriate limit and fees for copies of correspondence for members of the public.

Members noted the correspondence that has been exchanged between Mrs. Dean, MP and SCC. It was reported that at a recent site meeting SCC stated that they would contact the owner of Kiln Lodge to discuss the dedication of land outside their property. This land would enable the footway to be constructed. Mr. Morris confirmed this he had attended the site meeting where this issue was discussed.

Members agreed to submit this comment back to SCC. Members also asked County Cllr Fraser to look into this.
