PLANNING APPLICATIONS



Mr. Westwood declared an interest in planning application ‘b’ and took no part 
in the discussion thereon.

PC/08135/010 Application under Section 73 of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990 to vary condition 3 of HO/08135/008 to allow the use of UPVC, Cornerways Cottage, 1 Anslow Lane, for Mr. Hickman.


Members objected to this application.  The Parish Council supports the use of wood not UPVC with this property.

PA/00396/039 Erection of a 40 bedroomed hotel, The Craythorne, Craythorne Road for MITEE Ltd.


Members objected to this application for the following reasons:-
· 
It is an unacceptable intrusion into this rural location.   It was felt that this development would spoil one of the most rural entrances into the village.
·    The application is outside the ‘development envelope’.

·    Members were extremely concerned with the increase in traffic this development could cause.   It was felt that the lane (Craythorne Road) is not sufficiently wide enough to cater for any increase of traffic.   Concern was also expressed for pedestrians, as there are no pavements along the lane.  The junction at the Beacon Road entrance is narrow and the Stretton end of the lane has a difficult bend to negotiate.

PA/00396/039 Erection of a 40 bedroomed hotel, The Craythorne, Craythorne Road for MITEE Ltd.  (continued)
·    Over a number of years, concern has been expressed to the Highways Authority that excess rainwater is not diverted correctly off the top car park at the Golf Club.   This major concern needs to be addressed before any further development is allowed on this site.   In times of heavy rain, water has been seen running off the top car park, crossing the lane and making its way into Craythorne Field ditches which results in the public playing fields flooding.  The Highways Authority is fully aware of the problems we have been experiencing with the drainage and it is of great concern that this has not been corrected as yet.   Rolleston Parish Council would want assurance that the new development would not increase an existing problem.
