Dr. Trelinski reported that he had been made aware that neighbours strongly object to this 
application.   He had approached the Planning Department and it had been agreed that the application 
would now be considered by the Planning Committee and not under delegated powers.

WASP MONEY




Dr. Trelinski reported that £300 would be given to Rolleston Scouts for the purchase 

of flags and these would be available for other organizations to use.

ii. 74 STATION ROAD




Dr. Trelinski reported that as a result of the approval of the planning application to 

develop the land at the rear of 74 Station Road, the developer is applying to purchase part of the 

grass verge from the Borough Council to gain access.

Members considered that any encroachment on the grass verge in this area would lead 

to a loss of valuable open space and would have a detrimental 
appearance to this entrance to 

Meadow View.   It was also considered that the purchase of the grass verge could set a 


precedent and lead to other back garden developments in this area.

41. REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILOR FRASER


Councillor Fraser talked briefly about the remodeling of Staffordshire County Highways and confirmed that Rolleston would come under the East Area.   Richard Rayson the Divisional Highway Manager for East Staffs will still be situated at the Grain Warehouse.


Councillor Fraser confirmed that he had spoken to the owner of Kiln Lodge about the proposed footpath in Anslow Lane but the dispute about the ownership of the grass verge at the front of his property is still to be resolved.


Members expressed their concern about the disruption caused throughout the village with the laying of the new water main.   Their main concern was the lack of information.


Members informed Councillor Fraser that the Parish Council were endeavoring to set up a meeting with County Highways to discuss the problems at the top of Knowles Hill.  The Clerk was asked to obtain dates for the meeting.

Dr. Trelinski explained the financial commitment to taking part in this scheme.  
He suggested 
that a contribution of £5,000 would be required for the services of a warden on one day per week.   This 
would involve sharing a warden with other local parishes.   The Chairman reported that she understood 
that Stretton Parish Council were not buying into the scheme.



Members discussed the increased presence in the village of the Community Police Officer, 

PC Millington, and were of the opinion that it would be preferable to have this role expanded.

It was agreed that the Borough Council be informed that the Parish Council do 
not wish to 
employ a Neighbourhood Warden.   It was also agreed that the Police be asked whether the Community 
Police Officer’s time could be increased if extra funding was made available.

4. JINNY TRAIL (Clerk’s Report, Item19)


Members noted that the Staffordshire Parish Councils Association had been requested to supply 
estimated costings of legal representation for the Public Inquiry.



Members noted the Working Party meeting was to be held in St. Mary’s Church at 8.00 pm on 
11th October.



Members heard with regret of the death of Terry Bowering, a member of Stretton Parish 
Council and a keen supporter of the Jinny Trail Working Party.   The Clerk was asked to send a letter of 
condolence.

5. FLOOD ACTION PLAN (Clerk’s Report, Item 11)


Members considered that the present Flood Action Plan was satisfactory.



Mr. Westwood confirmed that he had supplies of sand and bags.



Concern was expressed about the state of the Alderbrook from the Brookhouse 
Inn to the 
River Dove and the Clerk was asked to write to the Environment Agency to ascertain when clearance 
work on this stretch will be carried out.   Members considered this work was essential and needed to be 
carried out as soon as possible.



The Chairman and available members agreed to walk along the Alderbrook on 
1st November 
meeting at the Spread Eagle Island at 2.30 pm.

6. PARISH COUNCILS’ FORUM – HIGHWAY ISSUES (Clerk’s Report, Item 36)


The Chairman reported that she and the Clerk had attended the Forum and reported on the 
following items:-

· Freight Partnership – SCC is collecting data on the associated implications for parishes surrounding the A38.  Details will be forwarded to parishes for information on how to get concerns into the Freight Partnership Plan

· Speeding – Concern that Weight Limits and Speed Restrictions are difficult to police without adequate Police presence.

· Utility Companies & the Highways Authority – Concern about the lack of communication.


Members discussed the possible implications should Hatton be successful in obtaining a weight restriction on the A511.    County Councillor Fraser mentioned the move of more industry to Fauld and the consequent problem of routing of heavy vehicles.
