Members strongly objected to the planning application in its present form. 




This application is outside the village development boundary.  There are 



several significant trees on this land that are of great historical importance to 


this village.  It has been well documented that the late Sir Oswald Mosley 



planted the two large trees.  The Parish Council request that the Tree Officer 


be asked to look at the trees on this site in order to consider trees for TPO’s.




This area has also been recommended for inclusion in the Conservation 



Area by the Conservation Officer in the recent Conservation Document.  



Members did consider that if planning permission was granted then they 



would reluctantly accept that the tower could be used for a residential 



property but the Parish Council would not support the rest of the land being 


changed into residential use.

Members had no objections to this planning application but were concerned 


with the use of UPVC for the rear kitchen window.  Members would like to 



recommend that the materials used should match existing.

the loss of this tree but accept the Tree Officers recommendation.  Members 


would like to see the tree being replaced with an appropriate specimen.

The extension to the original house is too large and the new 



proposed property does not fit in with the Conservation Area as there are no 


other three storey houses in this sensitive part of the village.

Dr. Trelinski reported that Brook Hollows requires de-silting.  ESBC are looking into 
accessing funds as this work is very expensive.  He reported that one way forward maybe to set up a 
‘Friends of Brook Hollows’.  This could include members from other village organisation including 
the Parish Council.  It is understood that the Civic Trust are talking to ESBC about this and the 
Parish Council need to consider this if it starts up.


8.
ANNUAL AUDIT RETURN (Clerk’s Report, Item 33)


Members noted that the Annual Audit Return 2004/05 has now been completed.  Members 
noted that the External Auditor has recommended that the fidelity insurance cover is increased.  
The Clerk was asked to obtain costs for this increase.


9.
CITIZENS ADVICE BUREAU



Members agreed that it should be suggested to the Citizens Advice Bureau that they could 
hire the Scout room, Church room or Methodist Chapel.  Members agreed that they would help 
contribute towards the room hire in the village if the Citizens Advice Bureau wishes to arrange this.  


10.
FLOOD RISK – CIVIC TRUST



Members noted that a copy of a letter from the Civic Trust to the Environment Agency had 
been received.  The letter refers to correspondence about the accuracy of the map which was 
included in ESBC Local Plan Review.  


11.
FLOODING (Clerk’s Report, Item 4)


Members noted the report of the flooding within the village and agreed that our local MP 
should become involved again to help support the urgency of the improvements that are planned for 
the village. 



The Parish Councils Flood Plan requires that the Chairman to inspect the Alderbrook 
around this time of year.  The Chairman reported that she had seen some drift wood blocking the 
water flow that had now been removed and that the weeds were overgrown again particularly 
around the Spread Eagle Bridge.   She also reported that in areas the silt has increased as well.

TUTBURY PARISH COUNCIL



Members noted that a copy of Tutbury Parish Council Minutes had been received.

SPREAD EAGLE ISLAND



Members noted that the green concrete bin had been removed from the Spread Eagle Island.  
The bin will be replaced with a lamppost bin as to replace the concrete bin would cost over £300.

Some members stated that the village did not have a litter problem and if there was any 
litter the Environmental Officer clears it up.  However, other members disagreed and talked about 
the need for a handy man who could work for an hour or two a week to keep the village tidy.  




Members agreed to investigate whether there was anyone in the village willing to take on 
this work.  However, members agreed to ask whether the Environmental Officer wanted extra work 
before asking anyone else.




16.
ESBC – LOCAL PLAN



Members noted that Mr. Somerfield had sent his apologises that he could not make the 
November’s meeting.  However, he has agreed to attend the January Parish Council meeting.


17.
LYCH GATE



It was reported that the Conservation Officer from ESBC had been asked to inspect the 
Lych Gate panels and he had stated that he had already inspected the first two panels and was happy 
with the end result.  The Clerk reported that there were some minor concerns but on the whole the 
contractor had completed what he had been asked to do.  Members agreed to forward the final 
payment to the contractor.

SPEED WATCH (Clerk’s Report, Item 37)


Members noted that Inspector A. Mason who is in charge of the Speed Watch programme 
had been asked to attend the December Parish Council meeting.  Members agreed that a request 
for volunteers should be placed in the Rollestonian.
