PRESENTATION BY TRENT & DOVE (Clerk's Report, Item 4)


The Chairman welcomed Ms. Hill, Development Manager for Trent & Dove and Mr. Grocock, Property Services Director for Tent & Dove.


Mr. Grocock gave a short presentation on Trent & Dove since 2001.  He reported on the improvement works that have been completed and scheduled for their properties.  That will help to transform neighbourhoods.  He reported on their policy for decent housing.  He also briefly outlined what shared ownership was all about.


Members asked for Mr. Grocock to look into the problems the Parish Council have been experiencing with Trent & Dove with the maintenance of the hedge on the jitty from Dodslow Avenue to Beacon Road.  Mr. Grocock agreed to look into the problem.


Members asked what provisions Trent & Dove were making for the elderly.   Mr. Grocock said that they have at present four sheltered housing schemes but they will be looking in to this further.  Members did comment that this is a concern to the elderly as most wish to be housed in their own village near their neighbours and families.


The Chairman thanked Mr. Grocock and Ms. Hill for their presentation.

Staffordshire County Council to urgently look at and review this area.  They 



need to consider alternative traffic calming measures such as the illuminating 



30mph signs.



2.
Road Surfaces - action needed from Staffordshire County Council.



3.
Church Road Traffic Calming - this needs to be reviewed.  Concern over the 



chicane at the Tutbury end of Church Road.  It is considered to be badly 



designed.



4.
Parking problems - this needs reviewing throughout the village.  But particularly 


around the schools and shop area.



5.
Dog Litter Bins - This is a major concern of residents.  A survey is required to 



see how many bins the village has.



6.
Litter - There is a problem with litter that needs to be improved.



7.
Hedges - general maintenance, uncut etc.  Needs addressing with relevant 



landowners.



8.
Verges - uncut verges mainly on the roads coming into the village.



9.
Recycling facilities - main requests for lids on the black boxes.  A need to 



provide
recycling facilities for textile and cardboard.



10.
 Footpaths - action needed to make them more accessible for disable or less able 



people and people with pushchairs.



11.
Local Bus Services - call for a review of the bus services to Tutbury from the 



village to co-inside with the Doctor’s appointment system.



12.
Craythorne Field - issues are ongoing.  Progress the provision of Changing 



Facilities and continue to improve drainage.



13.
Youth Shelter - will continue to investigate finding a suitable site.



14.
Village Hall - to investigate provision of Village Hall facilities in Rolleston.



15.
College Field - Progress to secure the land for the use of the village.

Extending the 



property forward and the removal of the tree would affect the character of 



the Conservation Area.

PUBLIC CALL BOX - STATION ROAD

do not consider individuals requests for removal of call boxes.  At the present time they have no 
plans to 
remove or relocate this call box.  They also advised that if they ever did consider 
removing a call box from the village the Parish Council would be consulted on the proposal before 
a decision is made.

5.
WASP REPORT



This item was discussed earlier in the meeting.  However, the Clerk did report that the 
WASP fund for the second path on Elizabeth Avenue Playing Field has been received. 


6.
CHAIRMEN’S MEETING



Members noted that a letter has been written to the Clerk of Horninglow and Eton Parish 
Council asking for them to find another Parish Council willing to host the next Chairmen’s 
meeting.


7.
PARKING ISSUES - BURNSIDE SHOP AREA (Clerk's Report, Item 24)


Members noted that a letter has been written to Mr. Rayson from SCC regarding the 
Parish 
Council’s concerns over the parking issues around the shop area on Burnside.  


Mr. Rayson has also been asked to look at issues on The Lawns Bridge, around the Kindergarten, 
parking by Brook Hollows as well as around Starbucks and the Co-op.


8.
KNOWLES HILL



Members were pleased to note that the section of hedge on the corner of Knowles Hill 
has been replaced with a wooden post and rail.  The Clerk confirms that she had written to 


Mr. Rayson, SCC, thanking him for this prompt action.


9.
DOUBLE YELLOW LINES



Members noted that a response is awaited for the request to consider reinstating double 
yellow lines outside the old post office on Station Road.   


10.

ESBC - NEIGHBOURHOOD WATCH (continued)



When a polythene bag is received through the letterbox please take a minute to read the 


information printed on it before filling it with second hand clothes, etc.



The charity name and address should be clearly stated, this should also include the 


charity registration number and a contact telephone number.  Beware of any bags that 


only give a mobile telephone number.



Sometimes agencies/collection companies are employed to collect the filled bag and 


these companies are paid for their services.  As much as 25% of the value of the amount 


that the goods are sold for can be paid to the agency.



If a company wishes to collect from houses to house in the East Staffordshire area they 


should 
hold a permit issued by the Council’s Licensing Section unless they are 


collecting in the area for less than 14 days, in which case permission should be given by 


Staffordshire Police.



Many of the larger Charities hold a Home Office Exemption Certificate which means that 

they can collect in any area without getting a permit from the local council.’



Members suggested that the above information should be in the next edition of the 

Rollestonian.


11.
ESBC - COUNCIL TAX 2006/07



Members noted the information provided by ESBC regarding their decision to set the 
Council Tax for the Financial Year beginning 1st April 2006. Band D property being £1,301.50.  


12.
SHOTWOOD CLOSE VERGES (Clerk's Report, Item 15)


Members noted that a letter had been written to ESBC asking them to include a strip of 
land in their grass maintenance programme as the adjacent property owners are no long able to 
maintain this verge.  The verge is not owned by the property owner but she is experiencing 
difficulty getting 
the grass cutting contactors to take this on.  Mr. Crossley has telephone the 
Clerk saying that he will look into this as soon as possible.  



Some members stated that they understood that the Barns are the landowners to the 
verges outside these properties.


13.
VILLAGE NOTICE BOARD - STATION ROAD (Clerk's Report, Item 14)


Members noted that a letter had been written asking permission from ESBC to erect a 
Village 
Notice Board on the jitty between Meadow View and the Westbury Homes.  


Mr. Crossley has responded by telephone and has stated that a letter of permission is required from 
ESBC which he has agreed will be sent as soon as possible.

JITTY ON WESTBURY HOMES ESTATE



Members noted that SCC has been contacted over the condition of the link path on 
Westbury Home development. 
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15.
PCSO’S (Clerk's Report, Item 30)


Details were provided by Mr. Ross, Business Manager for Staffordshire Police of the  
costs 
to the Parish Council if they wish to help fund future PCSO’s.  Members agreed that the 
information was complex to be considered at short notice and members agreed that the 
information was to be provided for May meeting.


16.
BOROUGH COUNCILLORS REPORT (Clerk's Report, Item 7)


Dr. Trelinski reported that the Local Plan Modification recommendations are with the 
Councillors to look at.  There will be a cabinet meeting on the 20th March to discuss the report and 
it’s understood that the report will than go through a six week consultation period.



If there are any concern raised during the consultation period an emergency meeting of 
the cabinet will be called.  



Dr. Trelinski also reported on the issues in the media regarding local government.    The 
reports have been relating to the possibility that local government will be reorganised and there 
has been reports regarding the next ESBC election.  Dr. Trelinski stated that he is awaiting a 
White Paper to come out this will probably be around June or July but he warned that information 
on this issue might not be available until after the Queen’s Speech in October.



The Chairman thanked Dr. Trelinski for his report.


17.
SWIMMING POOL



Members noted that a letter had been received from Mr. Sharratt, President of the 
Swimming Club, in reply to the Parish Council’s request to meet in order to discuss the future of 
the swimming pool site.  Here following is his reply:-



‘We are - or were - for seventy years a private members club with some three hundred 


and fifty adult members owning the assets.  We therefore have a responsibility to 


conform with the members wishes and to liquidate the assets in their best interests in an 


open and transparent manner.   The selling agents John German, will be selling the whole 

site as one lot on the 1st March 2006 by public auction and have had the property on offer 

for the past ten days or so in the press and on the internet.  I trust that clarifies the 


situation.’



Members also noted that a copy of a letter had been received from Mrs. Woodbine.  The 
letter had been written to the Chief Executive at ESBC.  She was asking them to look into the 
possibility of compulsory purchasing a section of land adjacent to the cemetery car park in order to 
extend the existing parking space.



Mrs. Woodbine had received a reply from ESBC in which they have stated that the 
Council 
do not have the capital resources available to purchase any land.  However, they are 
planning to extend the car parking facilities at the cemetery site later this year.



Members noted that the swimming pool site has now been sold.


18.
VILLAGE CONCERNS



Members noted that email had been received from a resident of Knowles Hill.  It was 
reported that the Clerk had responded to his concerns over the condition of 14 & 16 Burnside and  
the parking of buses at 2a Station Road.  
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18.
VILLAGE CONCERNS (continued)



Members noted the following information that had been received from the Enforcement 
Officer at ESBC:-



The parking of bus/commercial vehicles which is in breach of Condition 3 of the 


planning consent to 2a Station Road. First letter of contact has already been sent to the 


property owners.  In this letter they 
have been given 21 days to comply with the 



Condition of the planning consent.  If they have not complied by then a reminder will be 


sent with a shorter timescale for them to act by.  Following that letter if the property 


owner still does not comply they will be serviced a Notice where they will be given a 


further 30 days to comply with the planning consent 
Conditions.  Only then if they he 


fails to do what is required there will be court action.


19.
MARSTON LANE



Members noted that Mr. Oakley, SCC has been asked to consider erecting a dangerous 
junction sign by the Marston lane junction on Church Road.
Members noted that the abandoned 
car has been moved.

Road.  They reported that the column had been installed a small way from the wall due to 
service 
pipes etc, being planted adjacent to the wall where the column was going to beerected.  
SCC state that when the column was installed they took care to ensure that there was enough 
width on the footway for wheelchairs and pushchairs to pass.  The actual gap for the front of the 
column to the edge of the carriageway is 38 inches; the maximum width required for a wheelchair 
is 30 inches.
