a.
CRAYTHORNE GOLF CLUB 


Erection of a 40 bedroomed lodge - This application was considered by the Planning Applications Committee on Monday 24th April.  The Parish Council were invited to speak at this meeting.  It is understood that Mrs. Toon represented the Parish Council. 


A letter dated 13th April has been received from Mr. Wright, Managing Director of Craythorne Golf Club.  A copy of his letter is attached to this report.  Mr. Wright has stated:-


'I am concerned that views are being made which purport to be views and statement of 
Rolleston Parish Council.  I would value your Parish Council being made aware of my 
concerns and the contents of this letter.'

SILVER TREES - SCHOOL LANE

Hedge along the jitty between Beacon Road and Dodslow Avenue:-


'I have spoken to Karl Baker about the hedge overhanging the jetty on Dodslow Avenue and he is 
arranging for it to be cut back.  He did say that we are only responsible for the hedge at the back of 
the one property and that the remaining hedge and trees are the responsibility of the respective 
owners.'

Accommodation for the elderly and young:-


'With regard to the accommodation for elderly and young people, the Village Appraisal Report 
does not identify specific needs within the community and therefore if the Parish Council feels it 
requires affordable new housing for elderly and young people I would suggest that it is requested 
via the Borough Council that these needs are highlighted in any future 106 Agreements.  
Alternatively if there is any land available within the village boundary we would be happy to look 
at the possibilities of a scheme for you.'

It's rather that, like all organisations, we communicate less than perfectly some…perhaps that should be much of the time.  Nonetheless, I've put the word around and hope that there may be no reoccurrence. With apologies for the incursion."

Elizabeth Avenue Playing Field has also been requested for use as a car park.

CRAYTHORNE FIELD


A letter has been received dated 26th March from Rolleston Football Club.  They are asking permission to hold their annual open training session at Craythorne Field on Sunday 14th May.  Members are asked to consider allowing the organisers of this event to park on a small section of the playing field.  This is to help with the limited amount of parking.


Talbot Farm nurseries have been instructed to verti drain the three football pitches.


DSK Engineering Services Ltd has been instructed to replace the height barrier at Craythorne Field.

20.
SCC - THE LAWNS BRIDGE


An email has been received from Mr. Allen, Principal Structures Engineer SCC.  His email States:-


"I have further investigated the proposed parapet replacement, and believe that the following may 
be acceptable to village groups.  We could install a standard replacement pedestrian parapet which 
would consist of panels approximately 2.0m long and 1.15m high (above footway) with vertical 
infill bars with 100mm gaps.  Art work, which I suggest could take the form of silhouettes formed 
from flat plate e.g. representing church, could be attached to some of the panels.  The nominal 
overall dimensions of these plates would be 1.75m long by 0.75m high, but obviously they should 
be securely fixed and not present any sharp edges.  The colour of the art work could contrast with 
the parapet e.g. black or white."


"This approach would be new to us, and thus, unfortunately, I am not able to send you copies of 
drawings or photographs or similar schemes.  I would be happy to consider any proposals put 
forward, and if necessary, I would be willing to attend a site meeting to discuss options if you 
think it would be beneficial."

SCC TRAFFIC CALMING SURVEY

SCC - PARKING ISSUES BURNSIDE


A Response from this issue is still awaited.

25.
TENNIS COURTS AT MEADOW VIEW RECREATION PARK


  A letter has been received from Mr Jobson , 74 Station Road, he would like the Parish Council to consider erecting Tennis Courts and Car Park on the open space at Meadow View.  He is suggesting that the hill is dug out so that the courts would lie mainly below the road level, thus shielding them from the houses opposite.  He believes that removing this hill would probably improve the view from these houses, Mr Jobson has suggested using trees and bushes to reduce the impact further.


He has also suggested that the Car Park could be located North East of the playground and of the new tennis courts, alternatively cars could park on the road.  


Mr Jobson estimates that the cost could be between £50,000 - £80,000.  Mr Jobson said the courts could possibly be provided as a free facility for the Rolleston residents.  However, he believes the most feasible scenario is a non profit making club leases the land from the Parish Council and membership fees cover payments to the Lawns Tennis Association which could help fund such a project with an interest free loan.  


To offset the loss of the playing field area there could be some arrangement of free use for villagers at certain times.  He suggests that other sports equipment such as Basketball nets could be added to the courts, although the Lawns Tennis Association may have an issue with this if they are funding the courts. Mr Jobson believes this would be a great asset to the village.  He has enclosed a plan of his proposals.


The Clerk has looked at the Deeds to the land there are two separate Deeds to this section of land.  In sub section 2 of the title deeds it states that this land must be used "as public recreation and for public open space and for no other purpose whatsoever" 

26.
COMMUNITY COUNCIL OF STAFFORDSHIRE - CALOR VILLAGE OF THE YEAR


Details of a competition for Staffordshire Villages has been received this is a new enterprise from the Community Council of Staffordshire and is a community based competition. The focus of this year's competition is to highlight and celebrate the strength of community life in Staffordshire villages.  If members wish to enter into this competition entries are to be submitted by 16th June.

SCC - BUS STOP - BURNSIDE

PCSO FUNDING


Details have been received about the funding of additional PCSO's. The cost of employing a full-time PCSO is about £21,200 per annum. They have indicated that they would be able to accommodate a small number of additional recruits within the existing recruitment.  If the Parish Council decides to proceed an additional PCSO could be recruited within the 2006/7 financial year, possibly only a few months after the receipt of a formal request. Attached for members information is a sample agreement prepared in another area of the force in respect of Responsible Authority Group funding support of PCSO's. It sets out each partner's responsibilities regarding costs, employment, training and performance management.

NEEDWOOD ACTION GROUP


A letter dated 20th March has been received from the above group.  This group campaigns for restrictions on the passage of heavy commercial vehicles through the Needwood area, this covers the Needwood area, the A513, the A515, A38 and A50.  The letter goes on to give more detail about what the campaign covers.  They wish to inform us of there activities in order to liaise closer with neighbouring communities.

CHURCH ROAD


At the April Parish Council meeting Mr Edwards asked members to consider lobbying the Highway Authority in getting the verges kerbed along Church Road.  Members were asked to look at this section of road.

SCC ROAD WORKS

FOOTPATH NUMBER 14
