“I have heard that despite ESBC not replying to your enquiries, they have already taken some action, - their footpath sweeper machine recently arrived to attend to the footpaths, but allegedly left when they found that some of the paths were grass.  There is, of course now a safety problem similar to Anslow Lane – although there are paths they are in places not usable, and this became very evident when my grandchildren visited yesterday, it is dangerous to walk on the road because of visibility for drivers round the bends.  Urgent attention is now necessary, and although some residents have cut the grass themselves, some are not prepared to do so”


“ I think that the Land Registry copy etc, which I sent you, together with Mr. Adams input, clearly define the ownership/responsibility, and as there is already a Grass cutting contract in the village, cannot see why the ESBC cannot simply work with the Parish to include this with the other areas?”
