PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PRESENTATION OF PETITIONS
a. 
LOW FLYING AEROPLANES
















It was raised that there seems to be a lot of low flying going on over the village.  Mr. Taylor reported that there is a formal complaints procedure that can be adopted.  It is necessary to get the registration, times & details of the planes in able to report them.  Mr. Taylor agreed to pass the number for the reporting of complaints to the gentleman in question.
Members of the Public were advised that the Derby Airfield Consultative Committee has just decided that in future meetings will be held on an ad-hoc basis at the request of either the airfield, the District Council or a Parish Council.


b.
EXIT FROM ROLLESTON CEMETRY (Clerks Report, Item 50)



It was reported that there had been a couple of near misses at the exit from Rolleston 
Cemetery to Fiddlers lane.  There had also been a serious accident earlier in the day involving a car 
and a lorry.  It was noted that ESBC had put a give way sign up, but this had now disappeared.  
When ESBC had been contacted they said that they would not be replacing the sign as there were 
plans for widening and tarmaccing the area.  



Members agreed that the Parish Council would also write to ESBC and ask for the sign to 
be re-instated.


c.
BEACON ROAD FOOTPATH (Clerks Report, Item 35) 



It was reported that stones from the footpath were being thrown at 28 Beacon Road.  The 
gentleman thought that the local school children were responsible for the stone throwing.  This 
incident was reported by the Clerk to P.C. Lear earlier in the month.   The Chair reported that we had 
also received a complaint from 24 Beacon Road of stones being thrown at their house, and fence 
panels had been kicked in on two occasions.  The lady from 24 Beacon Road had called the Police 
on both occasions and they had been attendance. It was requested that the gates could be looked at, 
as the lady had hawthorns along the rest of her fence panels and if the gates were changed she could 
run hawthorns along the whole fence.



P.C. Lear agreed to go and speak to the Headmaster of the school the following day.

MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING

Minutes of the meetings held on 8th May 2006 were approved and signed by the Chairman.

The Vice-Chairman signed her Declaration of Acceptance of Office.
14.
PRESENTATION BY EWAN FORSYTH, PRIME DEVELOPMENT (Clerks Report, Item 3)
The Chairman and Dr. Trelinski declared an interest and took no part in the discussion thereon. The Chairman and Dr. Trelinski left the meeting room. Mrs. Toon took the Chair. 

The Vice-Chairman introduced Mr. Forsyth and Dr. Solwey to the meeting. 

Mr. Forsyth expressed that the plans remain largely the same as when they were presented at the Public Meting last year.  The parking has been increased to 50 spaces, following the concerns raised by residents, and they have taken advice from the Parish Council with regards to the exterior of the building.  


Mr. Forsyth was very concerned by the leaflet that had been circulating the village as it contained many inaccuracies and was inflammatory. Mr Forsyth took the opportunity to dismiss the myths that had been circulating and reported as follows:-



Mr. Forsyth stated that we should not be confused by the terminology of the planning application, as primarily a Doctor’s surgery and Primary Care centre is the same thing. He stated that any development of less than 1,000 square metres is classed as a small doctor’s surgery. According to the 2001 census Rolleston has smaller population than Tutbury.  The building would not be the next tallest building in the village, as the development was of a lesser height than some of the Westbury Homes site. The Building would not be 10 metres in height as stated on the flyer, it would be 8.6 metres in height.  The only way that new practices can be funded is through private initiative and 99.9% of new primary care centres are funded in this way.  The PCT have just £30,000 available per build.  


Mr. Forsyth felt that the leaflet displayed gross inaccuracies of what the surgery will offer.  From a GP point of view there will be all the services available that they would like to offer, but can’t at the moment as there is not enough room at the current practice.  The idea is to improve GP services for the local population.



Mr. Forsyth dismissed the rumour that traffic flow would increase by 25%.  The results of the traffic survey concluded that at present there are 6 vehicles per hour during peak hours, this will increase to 7.2 cars passing.  During the evening there will be less than 1 extra, and generally there will be an increase of 1 per minute.  



There were some issues raised with regards to the current position of the bus stop and that there would be increased traffic congestion when the bus was pulling in and out to pick up and drop off passengers.  Mr. Forsyth reported that Prime Development would take on any advice or recommendations with regards to the bus stop, if the issue was raised with by the Highways Agency. 
Concerns were raised with regards to the patient/doctor ratio.  It was reported that currently at Tutbury, there are 4GP’s with a patient base of 1650 patients per doctor.  The NHS guidance is 1700 per GP, and it is not anticipated that the patient list at Rolleston will exceed this guidance.  It was confirmed that patients are free to choose their own surgery, although the surgery will not be encouraged to take patients north of the A50.

PRESENTATION BY EWAN FORSYTH, PRIME DEVELOPMENT (Continued)


Mr. Forsyth reported that the site is on the edge of the flood plain and that the Environment Agency has initially blocked the application. A flood risk assessment has been undertaken, which shows that the development would have a negligible impact in the event of flooding, with just as expected 3mm impact on flood levels in village. 



The issue was raised of what would happen in the event of flooding, and if patients were unable to get access to the surgery.  Dr. Solwey reported that there is a Disaster Action Plan in place for all surgeries which is adopted in the event of a disaster, such as fire, flooding etc.  
Mr. Forsyth stated that there had been other sites considered within the village and they were considered much more sensitive sites than the one that has been chosen. Mr. Forsyth emphasised the importance of seeking the support of the Parish Council as if this does not happen now, Rolleston will not have another opportunity for many years to come.  


The Vice-Chair reported that the village had been campaigning for a Doctor’s surgery since 1954.  Mr. Taylor stated that the villagers had been lobbying the Parish Council for such facilities and many were for it. Mr. Morris reported that 95% of the village is in favour, and only a small minority were causing trouble. 
The Vice-Chair thanked Mr. Forsyth and Dr. Solwey for their time.

a. Anslow Lane.  Mr. Fraser has requested that an official no is to be given with regards to the footpath on Anslow lane, and once this letter had been sent the matter will be considered closed.  Mr. Fraser reported that it had not been decided who would be sending the official letter to ALRA.
b. Roadworks. It was reported that Transco had approximately two days of work left, and that South Staffs Water should be completed within the next four weeks.  The situation with regards to the re-surfacing machine coming into the village would then be reassesed
c. Traffic Calming. Mr. Fraser reported that SCC had not had the opportunity to complete this yet, and Mr. Fraser had requested with SCC that this was completed within a realistic timescale.
d. Parking Restrictions.  An action for the re-instatement of the double yellow lines by the old post office has been issued.
e. Burnside.  Mr Fraser reported that this would be looked at during the works to Knowles Hill footway.
f. Bus Stop.  It was noted that Mr. Fraser is still awaiting a response with regards to the adoption of the bus stop.  

g. Knowles Hill Footway work is due to start imminently.
h.   Church Road Verges.  Mr. Fraser reported that SCC had said that if the Parish Council 
       were willing to match funding on the verging than this could be looked at.



The Chairman thanked Mr. Fraser for his report
