DOCTORS SURGERY

To following letter has been received from the practice manager:-

“We share your disappointment with regard to the events of the last few months and the withdrawal of the planning application.  The developers, Prime and the Planning Officer, felt that there were just too many fundamental issues with the site and a decision was made to withdraw the application.  At that point in time no other suitable site has been found, so as a practice we decided to put our plans on hold.  

“We have been informed that a total of 60 objections were received in relation to the site in Station Road and together with the other issues raised by the Planning Officer we feel that site is no longer suitable”.


“The current situation is that another developer has approached us but no firm decision has been made with regards to how we wish to progress.  We may move forward with this new company but at this point in time have not totally dismissed Prime.  We would still be interested in looking at sites in either Tutbury or Rolleston and will make a decision should a suitable site become available.  We would like to thank the Parish Council for its support and assistance over the last few years given to both Prime and ourselves and are sorry that we are not moving forward with this project”. 

4.
PCSO’s

A letter was sent to Inspector Burton, Burton Police Station on 12th September, requesting that priority is given to finding a replacement PCSO for Ms. Millington who left at the end of August.


Anslow Parish Council has contacted us with regards to the funding for an additional PCSO and advised that as their total precept is £4,000 they will be unable to make any kind of significant contribution towards the funding of an additional PCSO and bearing this is mind do not feel that they can proceed with our proposal.
5.
ESBC - NEIGHBOURHOOD WARDENS

The following email has been received via the Neighbourhood Watch circulatory:- 



”Just to let you know that the East Staffordshire Borough Council Neighbourhood Wardens will be patrolling in the area over the next few weeks and throughout October as part of the LEAP project. 
The Neighbourhood Wardens can be easily identified by their distinctive uniform of black trousers, red fleece jacket and sky blue polo shirt. The Neighbourhood Wardens will be in the area looking to identify any problems or issues residents may have, they can help deal with a number of issues including litter, vandalism, dog fouling and nuisance behavior.”

ESBC PLAYGROUND INSPECTION

A letter dated 12th September was sent to ESBC, highlighting members concerns that the Annual Playground Inspection was carried out in December 2005, and results were not received until July 2006.  To date no response has been received.

A letter has been received from ESBC to see if we wish to have our playgrounds included in the Annual Children’s Playground Inspections 2006 at a cost of £52.00 per site.

ESBC - CONSERVATION OFFICER

A letter dated 18th September from ESBC advises as follows:-


“I regret to advise you that the position of Conservation Officer remains vacant pending the outcome of the review, which I referred to in my letter of 8 June 2006.  I remain optimistic that the post or a similar post (e.g. Design and Conservation Officer), will eventually be filled, but I am unable to provide you with a timescale for this”


8.
ESBC – CONSERVATION AREA REVIEW DOCUMENTS

A letter dated 18th September from ESBC advises as follows:-


“As a direct consequence of the above (vacancy of Conservation Officer), I also regret that little progress is being made in moving forward to adoption of five Conservation Area Appraisals, including the one for Rolleston on Dove.  My Principal Planner, Mr. Short, however is examining the possibility of appointing external consultants to progress these documents in the short term.  An element of joint working on Conservation matters is also being explored with Lichfield District Council”.


“I apologise for the continuing delay in resolving these issues, and I hope to bring you better news in the not too distant future”. 
9.
ESBC – FORUM MEETING

The Chairman and the Clerk recently attended the joint meeting of the Parish Councils Forum and Staffordshire County Council.  Many issues on the agenda were personal issues raised by various Parish Councils, however the following was discussed:-

· LOCAL AREA AGREEMENTS The Chief Executive, ESBC reported that the Local Area Agreement (LAA) is a three year agreement between the Central Government and the local authorities, and other partners such as health, universities, colleges, police, fire and the voluntary and community sector in Staffordshire.  It will run from April 2007 to March 2010.  As a result of the LAA, the Local Strategic Plan is also being revamped, and it is hoped that a new structure will be agreed by 
Christmas. It is envisaged that there will be Parish Council representation included in the new structure of the Local Strategic Plan and further information will be provided at the next Forum Meeting which is being held at the end of November.
·  FREIGHT PARTNERSHIP It was advised that the Freight Quality Partnership is          
 currently on hold.  This is mainly due to the implications the it would have on other 
 
 villages.  It was advised that this is a very difficult issue to resolve.  
· 20MPH SPEED LIMITS It was discussed that in some areas there is a need for 20mph speed limits during children going into and leaving school.  SCC advised that the Government sets the framework on speed limits and at present the National Policy is against 20mph speed limits.  SCC therefore works to the government framework.  It was advised that a change in the legislation is in the wind.  
· POLICING Inspector Mason advised that at present the police resources are dealing with a number of issues and therefore cannot spend the whole time enforcing speed limits.  Inspector Mason advised that the current guidelines is that out of the number of people logged speeding by Speedwatch, only those traveling over 37mph will be written to.  The letters are currently processed by the Front Office staff, and the guideline is that only 10-15% of vehicles logged will get letters.

ESBC – FORUM MEETING (continued)
· SPEED CAMERAS The highways advised that from April 2007 each highway agency will set its own policy on speed cameras.  It was advised that speed cameras are to help with road safety, and the siting of them is based on data recorded from road traffic accidents.
· HGV TRAFFIC The highways advised that at present there is a road hierarchy with regards to HGV’s.  HGV traffic is currently directed to use A and B roads, and the problems occur when they don’t use A and B roads and use the C and D roads.  The policy is currently being reviewed.
10.
ESBC - CEMETERY/FIDDLERS LANE

ESBC have confirmed that the “Give Way” sign (as you come from the allotment lane to join the main drive) and the “No through Road” should be erected within the next two weeks.
11.  ESBC - NEW ROAD NAME


ESBC have advised as follows re the road name for the Dower House Development:-


“An executive decision has been made for this, the road name selected and approved is 'Alders Reach'. The developer has agreed that the Dower House name will be retained for the next part (conversion) of the development.
12.

ESBC - SHOTWOOD CLOSE


The following letter has been received from ESBC with regards to the dead trees at the entrance to Shotwood Close:-



“I have visited the site and confirmed that a number of the roadside trees near the entrance to Shotwood Close are dead, however, on checking the planning file for the Home Farm Development, I believe that it was completed over 5 years ago and it is now out of the time period within which the authority can require the developer to return and replace dead or diseased trees.  I note from our records that the authority did require some replacement planting in Autumn 2000 and again in 2004, but I am not aware of any subsequent complaints about the planting.”


A letter dated 12th September was sent to ESBC asking for an update on the section of land that has not yet been adopted.  No response to date has been received to this letter.
13.
ESBC – LAND OFF MEADOW VIEW/STATION ROAD

No decision has been made yet with regards to the sale of 44 square metres of land at Meadow View.
14.
ESBC – DESIGNATED SITE FOR TRAVELLERS

The following letter has been received from the Director of Development and Regeneration at ESBC:-


“Thank-you for your recent correspondence regarding designated sites for Gypsies and Travellers.  We are aware of the issues that are currently facing the Gypsy and Traveller Community and to that extent we are working towards the future needs of this community.  The Borough Council is working in partnership with other members of the North Staffordshire Sub-Regional Housing Area, which includes Staffordshire Moorlands District Council, Stafford Borough Council, Stoke-on-Trent City Council and Newcastle under Lyme Borough Council to commission and undertake a gypsy and traveller needs assessment that considers both regional and local needs”

14.
ESBC – DESIGNATED SITE FOR TRAVELLERS (continued)

“The assessment will investigate what the requirements are for the Borough.  This study of the problem will allow the Council and the neighbouring authorities to accurately identify the needs of the Gypsies and Travellers.  It will generate a firm evidence base on which the Council can take forward the findings and address the issues”.  

15.
ESBC- BEDDING PLANT/WINTER BULB GRANT 2006/07 


At the last Parish Council meeting, members agreed to take up the offer of a grant totaling £122.85 towards the costs of bedding plants/bulbs.  

The Civic Trust has contacted the Clerk and asked if the Parish Council would consider donating some of this grant towards their scheduled bulb planting to take place over the next few months.  The Civic Trust plan to plant bulbs at the village gateway, and at the Church.  (Receipts for payment must be forwarded to ESBC no later than 31st January 2007)
16.
ESBC – FOOTPATH WESTBURY HOMES DEVELOPMENT

No response has been received to date, following our letter to ESBC asking them to consider joining the footpaths between the Westbury Homes Development and the path that runs along the jitty.
17.
PARISH COUNCILLOR VACANCY

The Borough Council has been informed in writing that the Parish Council has a casual vacancy to fill.  The Borough Council has sent a vacancy notice that must be advertised on the village noticeboard for 14 working days.  If no less than 10 electors from the parish request a poll a by-election must be held in order to fill the vacancy.  If no poll is requested then the Parish council must co-opt a suitable person qualified to serve as a councilor as soon as possible after the fourteen day period (within sixty days).  


The end of the 14 working days will be 16th October.

18.
ESBC – SILVER TREES, SCHOOL LANE



A letter of concern was submitted to the Enforcements Department on 19th September, as the Civic Trust had notified the Parish Council that a tree had been felled at the above property.  The following response has been received from ESBC:-

“I have made enquiries and the Council is aware of it.  Apparently the tree was dying and dangerous and it was agreed it could be removed, although the authority is requiring a replacement tree planted. I hope this answers your query”.
19.
ESBC - WASP CONTRIBUTION

A cheque to the value of £1,000 has been received from ESBC towards the painting of the bridges.
20.
ESBC- REDUNDANT FARM BUILDINGS, REUSE AND THE LOCAL DEVELOPMENT 
FRAMEWORK CONSULTATION

The following letter has been received from ESBC:-


“East Staffordshire Borough Council is seeking the views of landowners, farmers and Parish Councils on redundant farm buildings and local planning guidance.  As part of the process in forming the Local Development Framework we wish to include several key supplementary planning documents and the Redundant Farm Building Supplementary Planning Documents will be included in this core work”. 
20.
ESBC- REDUNDANT FARM BUILDINGS, REUSE AND THE LOCAL DEVELOPMENT 
FRAMEWORK CONSULTATION (continued)
  
“As part of this work ESBC would like to gain a better knowledge of the number, style and historic use and significance of these buildings throughout the borough.  We are also keen to hear from landowners and farmers about how the planning system could assist them with redevelopment and re-use”.


“I am writing to ask whether Parish Councillors could assist in this important and significant piece of work by making us aware of any comments or observations they may have and by passing on our desire to consult with landowners and farmers in your parish, or whom you are acquainted with in East Staffordshire, who may wish to assist us”.


“I would welcome all comments from councillors and would ask that you send these in a written form to ESBC.  Later this autumn we will be making available a short questions and comments survey for interested parties to complete and you may wish to participate in this exercise”.
21.
ESBC – LEAP PLAN

The following information has been received from ESBC with regards to the Leap Project:-


“As you may or may not know I am currently undertaking a project called LEAP (Local Environmental Action Plan) an ESBC led initiative which will also deliver targets of the Environmental Task Group within the Community Safety Partnership. I have been working with the Fire Service, Police, County Highways, Neighbourhood Wardens, Trent and Dove, Neighbourhood Watch, etc in a coordinating roll from the Waste Management Department”.


“I will send out a number of questionnaires to Rolleston residents next week to see what their perception is of the environment that they live in. I have also asked to Wardens to patrol Rolleston for a week and to photograph any environmental issues that they feel are appropriate, which has now been completed with approximately 100 issues raised, unfortunately as yet I do not have this information but I do know that it is being worked on at present”.

“I will forward to you the consultation results and Wardens findings as soon as possible. I will also be conducting a bulky household waste collection for residents in the Focus area which will be and distributing details to residents next week. Unfortunately, due to the number of properties in Rolleston I will not be able to offer collection to all residents, however, if WASP wish to pay for a bulky collection at some point in the future I can organise this for the residents that will miss out on this collection”. 


“I will be out with a Fire Officer who will be distributing information about Home Fire Risk Assessments which includes the free provision of smoke detectors. Through Enforcement we will also be offering a free vehicle amnesty”.

Councillor Trelinski and the Clerk will be meeting with ESBC on 10th October to discuss the project in further detail and can raise any concerns/issues that members may have with regards to the LEAP project during this meeting.

SCC – ANSLOW LANE

FINGERPOST SCHOOL LANE (continued)

The Community Council of Staffordshire is currently providing funding in rural areas of Staffordshire, up to £1,000 for environmental, social and economic projects.  The minimum grant is £100 with a maximum of £1,000.  The only pre-requisite is that all grants are offered at a maximum of 50% of total project costs.  The remaining 50% is to be contributed by the applicant of which 5% should normally be cash and the remaining 45% in kind.  The Clerk has completed and submitted an application for a grant of £1,000 towards the cost of the fingerpost.

CALOR VILLAGE OF THE YEAR COMPETITION

“We had our monthly Comm Mtg last night. Comments were made about the noticeboard which, as you know, presently cannot be opened due to wood swelling etc. It is going to be difficult for some people to climb up to it - we may need to provide Starbucks with a simple pair of steps”. 

“As discussed on Monday night, it definitely has less useable space than the old one and we (whoever that is) will have to be quite strict about the type of material to be shown/how long it can stay in, etc.” 


“Regarding the other noticeboard to be installed in the jitty along Station Road, there was some concern about the item on the front page of the recent Rollestonian that sounded as though it was to be for P.C. business only. In fact, as you probably know, the Civic Trust had 'championed' the need for another noticeboard and that it should be along Station Rd for the specific function of duplicating the more important or more immediate notices of the main one, for the particular use of people, particularly mothers of schoolchildren on the way to school, walking past who do not have the same opportunity of seeing the main one. Obviously, this should include more urgent/immediate P.C. notices but also a selection of the other general notices as well. We should be grateful if this point can be clarified at the next P.C. Mtg before confusion is created.”

MOSELEY MEWS

The Clerk was advised that a road traffic accident occurred on 14th September, whilst a parishioner was exiting Moseley Mews.  The reason cited for the accident was the excessive speed of the vehicle traveling along Church Road.  The lady involved in the accident had advised SCC and the Clerk advised her to report the incident to the police, as when the police/county are considering traffic measures along roads, then the number of reported accidents are often taken into consideration.

POLLUTION CAUSED BY MUCKSPREADING


Complaints were received from two residents from Hall Road with regards to the pollution being caused by muck spreading that had been ongoing for over two weeks, including evenings and weekends.  The complainants reported that it was causing resident’s disturbed sleep and making them feel unwell.  


The Clerk contacted ESBC and was advised that farmers have to work by certain codes of conduct, to ensure that excessive pollution is not caused, as if they do not follow these practices, it can be classed as a “Statutory Nuisance”.  

ESBC are dealing with the complainants directly, and will be speaking to the farmer.

NEIGHBOURHOOD WATCH MEETING


Mr. Essery has sent the following email with regards to Neighbourhood Watch:-


“Inspector Mason has suggested that a meeting of co-coordinators in Rolleston would be a good idea. The object would be two fold. 1 To create a feeling of teamwork and to discuss NW issues and to show that we are not working in isolation and 2, to generate more recruits for Speed watch. It appears that in Uttoxeter they have a monthly meeting. Inspector Mason suggested that Emma Newlove should organise it but since Speed watch in Rolleston reports to the Parrish Council Peter Topliss and I felt that we should ask Heidi, the parish Clerk to liaise with Emma in order to set it up. We do not know how many NW are in Rolleston but feel that the Methodist Church Hall would be a suitable venue”.


Miss. Newlove has suggested that the ownership of the meeting should come from the co-ordinators of NHW, who should also take on the role of Chair, Secretary etc, organising the meetings and setting agenda with representatives from Staffordshire Police attending in a support capacity giving guidance and feedback on any crime issues in the area.  The issue was raised that there is no budget for Neighbourhood Watch meetings, and therefore the Methodist Chapel may not be a suitable venue for these meetings.  It was suggested by Staffordshire Police, that the NHW meetings could be tagged onto the beginning or end of a Parish Council meeting or a Village Liaison meeting.
52.
SPEEDWATCH
The following email has been received from Inspector Mason, following our letter:- 


“I have passed you letter on to Inspector Burton of the Burton Neighbourhood Policing Team. Whilst I am involved in the setting up of schemes, the running and follow up is owned by the local policing team for the area. I am sure they will get back to you in due course”. 


“I was disappointed that the number of volunteers had dropped and we are also using neighbourhood watch to try and recruit more volunteers”.   


The following email has been received from Mr. Essery:-


“It is becoming increasingly clear that Staffordshire Police is ‘not supporting the speed watch in Rolleston’.  I have been away for a few days so nothing has happened. When there are only two volunteers and one is away, everything stops.  This is because the new recruit who was passed as being acceptable in July, has not been ‘formally trained’.  This is something we could do but we see this as being evidence of lack of commitment by Staffordshire Police.  A third volunteer would enable an acceptable level of cover to be given”

“There is a major speeding problem in Rolleston. This morning I have been observing traffic on Church Road where the traffic calming does not work. Monitoring what is happening is the first step to solving the problem. When Speed Watch was set up we saw it as being the eyes of the RODPC and that we would provide the facts that may help the RODPC to get the SCC to make the improvements that are necessary”.


“We would like to have a meeting with the RODPC Chairman in order to express our views and to make sure she is fully in the picture. We also take the view that we should go above the Inspector. The 'top man' is the Home Secretary and below him the Chief Constable for Staffordshire. We think that we should aim above the Inspector but below the Chief Constable. Do you know the management structure for the police in Staffordshire?"
