Four members of the Public, Mr. Oakley, SCC, Ms. Bannister, SCC and County Councillor Fraser were in attendance.

36.
PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS (clerks report, item 19)

Mr. Edwards raised his concerns about the speeding traffic along Church Road, and advised that there had been two accidents within the last two months on this stretch of road that had been related to speeding.  Mr. Edwards was concerned that SCC have given facts that don’t relate to the whole story and would like to dispute the facts from SCC that state there has also been a reduction in traffic.


It was discussed that the survey took place at the beginning of February and the road works had finished on 5th February.  Mr. Edwards also raised that he was extremely concerned that only 85% of the traffic speeds were taken into account.  Mr. Morris reported that he supported Mr. Edwards with his concerns, and for 15% of the traffic speeds to be discounted made the report meaningless.  It was also reported that although we understood that the road works were completed in church Road when the traffic calming survey took place there were still ongoing road works in other parts of the village and as a result traffic was generally slower, with some choosing to take alternative routes.  

The Chairman thanked Mr. Edwards for raising his concerns, and agreed that we should ask SCC to re-conduct the traffic calming survey.  Mr. Oakley, SCC advised that he did not have a copy of the results with him, but he would be happy to re-conduct another traffic calming survey.

Members agreed that we should write to our MP, and ask for the reason why they chop off the top 15% and ask for the issue to be raised with the government.

REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR FRASER



Mr. Fraser made the following report:-

a. Anslow Lane.  Mr. Fraser reported that he has spoken to SCC and they have written to Mr. Essery to state that the proposed footway along Anslow Lane will not be happening.  Mr. Fraser advised that in turn Mr. Essery had sent a reply stating that he would be appealing against their decision.

b. Single Site School. Mr. Fraser advised that he was waiting for the Parish Council feedback on this issue and Mr. Traves from SCC, Education Authority would be willing to come along to meet with the Parish Council.
c. Doctors Surgery. Mr Fraser reported that he would offer any support he could in helping Rolleston to secure a Doctors Surgery.



The Chairman thanked Mr. Fraser for his report and advised that the Parish Council would be discussing the Single Site School later on in the Clerks Report.


The Chairman proposed that as Mr. Oakley and Ms. Bannister from SCC were in attendance that items 22 to 29 would be taken at this stage.

SCC – ANSLOW LANE (clerks report item 18)


Mr. Fraser reported that he has spoken with Janet Dean, MP and that she is now directing her efforts to ESBC with regards to the hedge and the enforcement of the planning application.


23.
SCC -PARKING PROBLEMS – BURNSIDE (clerks report item 20)


Mr. Oakley reported that SCC required local knowledge of what residents think is a reasonable solution to the parking issues around the Burnside Shops.  Dr. Trelinski reported that whatever action is taken will be controversial and that the Parish council need the highways engineers to come up with a scheme that might work.  Mr. Oakley reported that he didn’t know the area well enough to come up with a solution.  The Chairman reported that the main problem areas are The Lawns Bridge and the Corner of Elizabeth Avenue and Burnside and requested that SCC look at possible, professional solutions.  Mr. Taylor requested that Mr. Oakley come back to us with his proposals outlining the pros and cons.  


Mr. Oakley agreed to come back to us with some proposals.

SCC – KNOWLES HILL RESURFACING (clerks report item 21)


Members noted that resurfacing works to Knowles Hill footway are currently underway.

SCC -BUS STOP BURNSIDE (clerks report item 22)


It was requested that Mr. Oakley could chase this issue up.  Mr. Morris reported that he had been approached by a number of people on both sides with regards to the formal adoption, and it would be sensible to tidy things up.

SCC – DOUBLE YELLOW LINES (OLD POST OFFICE) (clerks report tem 24)


Mr. Oakley agreed to chase this with SCC.

SCC -ROAD RE-SURFACING (clerks report item 25)


Mr. Oakley advised that he wasn’t aware yet of where Rolleston would come into the 5 year re-surfacing plan.  Mr. Oakley reported that the report is currently being tweaked.  Dr. Trelinski advised that he was concerned that the County is a very large place and our main road surface is currently in a state of an Eastern European Road in the 1970’s.  Dr. Trelinski also raised his concerns that we are being put into priorities and we are always going to be a low priority.  


Mr. Westwood reported that attempts to surface dress the roads have been disastrous and over the last 10 years we have not had sufficient road surfaces on our main road.  Mr. Morris asked Mr. Oakley if SCC could confirm that any re-surfacing works would be made of a low noise surface.  Mr. Oakley noted the comments and advised that he hoped to come back later in the year with further information.


29.
SCC -CHURCH ROAD VERGES (clerks report item 27)


It was suggested that SCC should try re-seeding the verges and to put weed killer on.

Members agreed the proposed extension does not integrate satisfactorily with the 


existing dwellings and is against the Village Design Statement.  Members were 


concerned with the proposed use of polycarbonate sheets for the roofing.

PLANNING DECISIONS (clerks report item 44)

Members noted the planning decisions. 


The Chairman reported that the removal of the Laburnum tree at the Dove Clinic Development was subject to the re-planting of a replacement tree and not a containerised version.


Mr. Morris reported that there had been a large advertising board erected on the perimeter wall to the development and it was requested that enforcements were contacted.


It was also reported that there was a large volume of parked cars as a result of the development works, and residents are often experiencing issues with gaining access to Brookside and also finding parking spaces within close proximity of their houses.  It was agreed that the Parish Council should contact the developers and ask them to take residents into consideration. 


The Chairman read the reasons for refusal for the planning application 3A Cross Lane.
3.
DOCTORS SURGERY (clerks report item 3)
Mrs. Trelinska and Dr. Trelinski declared an interest and took no part in the discussion thereon.  Mrs. Trelinska and Dr. Trelinski left the meeting room.  Members elected Mr. Morris to take the Chair.


Members noted the letter that had been received from the Doctors Surgery and agreed that the letter was very disappointing.  Members discussed the possible sites that could be suitable within the Village.


It was agreed that we should write back to the Doctors Surgery and request a meeting to find out how they would like to progress and how we can help them and once we have an idea of what they are looking for, we can discuss possible sites within the village.

The Chairman read the contents of the letter that had been received from Inspector Burton.  Members agreed to keep this item on the agenda.
5.
ESBC - NEIGHBOURHOOD WARDENS

Members noted that the ESBC Neighbourhood Wardens had been seen out taking photographs and making notes of any issues.  It was reported that the issues recorded so far were the poor conditions of the pavements and that the dog fouling seemed to be confined to a certain area.


The LEAP project (clerks report, item 21) was also discussed by members.  The Chairman reported that Dr. Trelinski and the Clerk would be visiting ESBC on 10th October to discuss the LEAP project.  Members asked Dr. Trelinski and the Clerk to ask ESBC if the wardens could look at the parking issues, especially round school times.

Members agreed that we should write to the Police Authority and ask why the Police Force is ignoring speeding issues, and even when presented with evidence of speeding, they are not ensuring action is being taken.

Mr. Hodson-Walker advised that when the Forrest of Needwood College was closed, a 106 agreement was signed and asked why this money was not being spent in Rolleston.  Mr. Fraser reported that the second issue was that the land surrounding the current Alderbrook Site is deemed as sporting land, and that Sport for England would object to the loss of land.


The Chairman asked Mr. Fraser to arrange for Mr. Traves from the Education Authority to attend the next Parish Council meeting to discuss this issue further, as it is considered that the village opinion would be massively opposed to the development on the Westbury Homes site.

When Mr. Morris first joined the Parish council he used to attend Parish Council meetings and nothing was ever decided.  After a time, the Parish council changed and became more pro-active.  Mr. Morris felt that it was important that members were aware that more than one person had commented that decisions were not being made.  Mr. Morris stated that he was also appalled when the March meeting was minimal, with nothing on the Clerks Report and no public question times and petitions on the agenda.  Mr. Morris reported that this was not a personal attack.  

The Chairman reported that she was away for this meeting, and from memory she believed that the previous Clerk had also had annual leave around this time.  Mr. Taylor suggested that it would have been more constructive for Mr. Morris to advise of his feelings at an earlier date.  Mr. Morris reported that he had bought it up now rather than then as a number of items had been getting to him.

BUS SHELTERS


Mrs. Redgrave asked that the matter of seats being installed into bus shelters could be reviewed as she was concerned that some elderly people were having difficulty standing whilst waiting at the bus stops.  The Chairman reported that all the bus shelters were due to be reviewed over the next four to five years, so it could be looked at during this review.  It was reported that there used to be seats in the bus shelters but they were taken out due to unsavoury activity.  Members agreed that we should get quotes for the seats and we could trial a seat in the bus shelter on Church Road.

Mr. Winstone reported that as you drive through the village there are cars parked on the grass verges on a regular basis.  It was reported that the issue was especially bad on Station Road where people are using the grass verges as an extension of their driveways.  It was agreed that an article would be placed in the next issue of the Rollestonian, asking people to be mindful of parking on grass verges, saying that Rolleston is a nice village and could parishioners park on their own driveways.

Mr. Morris reported that he had been approached by two people on Meadow View about a van that was parked on the corner a majority of the time.  Members requested that this issue is reported to P.C. Lear.
