DOCTORS SURGERY

The following letter has been received form the Tutbury Practice:-


“Thank-you for your letter dated 10th October concerning the above project and your offer of assistance.  At this point of time, as mentioned in may last letter, a local developer who has excellent local knowledge has approached us.  They are beginning the process of reviewing suitable sites in conjunction with their contacts in the local community and will consider both Tutbury and Rolleston.  Should they need further assistance I will be delighted to pass on your offer and ask them to liaise with you direct.  As you will appreciate this is not our area of expertise and we are very much in their hands at this time”.


“We do hope that we can move our project forward but cannot be sure as to the location of a new surgery at the current time.  Once again thank-you for your help and support to date”.

4.

ESBC -CONSERVATIONOFFICER &CONSERVATION AREA REVIEW DOCUMENTS

The following letter has been received from ESBC, following our letter to them dated 10th October:-


“Since your last correspondence, I have undertaken a review of the position with respect to the five Conservation Area Appraisals, which have commenced.  With respect to Rolleston on Dove, I can now confirm that the Conservation Area Appraisal and Character Statement (summary of main document) have been prepared and revised to take account of the public consultation feedback.  The documents now need to be set up for final compilation and printing.  Once completed, the documents can then be progressed to formal adoption by the council”.


“I understand that it was intended that the Character Statement be made available free at reception, whilst a charge would be made for the main document.  Both documents would be free to download from the Council website.  I regret owing to resource issues, I cannot at this moment in time provide you with a definitive timescale for the above.  However, I would expect that the various processes could be completed within the next 2-3months”. 


Following the Village Liaison meeting, the VDSG has also agreed to send letters to ESBC expressing their concerns.  It is understood that the CIVIC trust has already written to ESBC on the subject. 

5. ESBC - CEMETERY/FIDDLERS LANE

It was reported at the Village Liaison meeting that the tarmaccing had not yet been completed, and the Give Way signs were yet to be erected.  Some concern was expressed about the location of the proposed “Give Way” sign, the Cemeteries Manager has been contacted and it has been requested that a site meeting takes place.
6.

ESBC - SHOTWOOD CLOSE

ESBC Enforcements Department has advised that if the Parish Council wish to remove the dead/diseased trees and carry out replacement planting, that permission needs to be sought from SCC as it is highways land.  Letters dated 10th October and 24th October have been sent to SCC requesting that either permission is granted or SCC carry out the required works.  



Correspondence dated 12th September, 10th October has been sent to ESBC asking for an update on the current piece of land that remains unadopted. To date no response has been received.
7.
ESBC – LAND OFF MEADOW VIEW/STATION ROAD

Correspondence dated 13th September, 4thOctober, 10th October and 24th October has been sent to ESBC asking for an update on this issue, to date no response has been received.

A letter has been sent to the Tree Officer requesting that a TPO is placed on the large tree on the verge.  It has also been reported that a branch has been broken on this tree.
8.
ESBC – FOOTPATH WESTBURY HOMES DEVELOPMENT

Correspondence dated 12th September, 4thOctober, 10th October and 24th October has been sent to ESBC asking for an update on this issue, to date no response has been received.


ESBC Grounds Maintenance Department have been contacted and asked to cut back the trees on the jitty as they are now hanging over the jitty at head level.

9.
ESBC – WESTBURY HOMES DEVELOPMENT – COMPLETION TIMETABLE


The following email has been received from the enforcements department at ESBC with regards to the completion of the Westbury Homes Development:-


"I can confirm that negotiations to resolve the outstanding issues on the former Westbury site are continuing. Chrissy Farrer wrote on the 27th October 2006, clearly defining all outstanding matters with timescales attached for details to be submitted to the LPA/works to be undertaken"

 


"Progress has/is being made with this site, and I am hopeful that all outstanding matters will be resolved by the end of Jan 07".

ESBC PLAYGROUND INSPECTION

Correspondence dated 13th September, 4thOctober, 10th October and 24th October has been sent to ESBC asking for an update on this issue, to date no response has been received.

Quotes have been requested for the necessary repair works to both Elizabeth Avenue and Meadow View Play Areas.  Once these have been received, a meeting will be organized for the playground working party.


Mr. Winstone asked for a review of the playground equipment to be added to the agenda.

PARISH COUNCILLOR VACANCY

Written permission has been received from ESBC for the Parish Council to co-opt a new member onto the Parish Council to fill the current vacancy.

Mrs. Carlton, Chairman of Rolleston on Dove Pre-School has submitted an application to be co-opted onto the Parish Council, to fill the current vacancy.  A copy of Mrs. Carlton’s letter is attached for member’s information.

12.
ESBC – LEAP PLAN

Attached for information is a copy of the evidence report compiled by ESBC following the recent LEAP initiative.  There were over 100 issues raised and many of the issues identified were the poor state of the highways and footways.  
12.
ESBC – LEAP PLAN (continued)

The Rolleston LEAP work day took place on 23rd October, and included representatives from the Police, Free Bulky Waste Collection, Trent & Dove, Neighbourhood Wardens, Neighbourhood Watch , Enforcements – dog fouling etc, Extra street cleaning.  Unfortunately as the day took place during half term, it was much quieter than expected and the road safety task group were unable to target school run issues and issues of inconsiderate parking. 


Councillor Trelinski and the Clerk met with ESBC and reviewed the report, and Councillor Trelinski also raised the question that only half of the village was being included in the free bulky waste collection.  We were advised that as the LEAP project is run without a budget, they are unable to have a workforce and refuse truck out for more than one day, and if the whole village was included it would constitute more than one days work.  Councillor Trelinski was then advised that if we would consider spending £250.00 from our WASP funding then we could have a further collection day added.

13. ESBC – RECYCLING

During the Village Liaison meeting concerns were raised with regards to the paper recycling being brought “in-house” by ESBC.  As a result of this change, it was noted that they would no longer accept yellow pages, coloured and glossy paper and it was considered that this was a backwards step.  It was also noted that the new bags had not yet been received by residents.  Concern was also raised that the re-cycling dates had been changed, but some houses didn’t receive notification of this prior to the new collection dates.  It was agreed that the Parish Council would write to ESBC and raise the concerns discussed.  A letter has been sent to ESBC, but to date no response has been received.
14.
ESBC – MARSTON LANE

The following response has been received from ESBC, following complaints at the Village Liaison meeting, that the land at Marston Lane was now becoming unsightly.


“I have now had the chance to go out and view the site again.  I agree that it has got untidy with seasonal weeds and I think it is one that we could take S215 action on.  However I am wary of giving the landowner any reason for getting his contractor back onto the land again and possibly removing further trees in the process. As I said in my last letter, I would rather get the prosecution out of the way first.  The solicitor advises me that the papers will be laid before the Court shortly.  I would like to refer to your letter of 12th July in my prosecution statement to demonstrate the harm caused to the neighbourhood. Do you have any objection to it being presented in Court? If I hear nothing from you within the next 7 days, I will assume you are agreeable to it being exhibited”
15.
ESBC – ENFORCEMENTS

It has been reported to Enforcements that a flashing neon barber’s sign has been installed at the Lawns salon.  The salon has been advised that if they wish for the sign to remain in place, than they need to submit a planning application.
16.
ESBC – HOUSING RENEWAL ASSITANCE POLICY 

ESBC -PRIVATE SECTOR HOUSING ENFORCEMENT POLICY


East Staffordshire Borough Council is changing its Private Housing Enforcement Policy and its Housing Renewal Assistance Policy and would welcome the Parish Council views.  Significant changes are proposed to both policies and the Council would like our views by 20th November 2006. 

17.
ESBC – MONITORING OF SANDBAG SUPPLIES

The following letter has been received from ESBC;-


“The Borough Council is currently reviewing the existing arrangements in respect of emergency sandbag provisions in case of flooding.  I write to the Parish Council to enquire as to the current stock supplies of sand and bags.  I should be grateful if you would inform me of your current levels of sand and empty bags, and whether further supplies need to be ordered as soon as possible”.


“I should also request that the Parish Council review their operations of manufacture and distribution of sandbags to residents in preparation of flooding.  This would include identifying the vulnerable residents within the parish and ensuring an appropriate workforce to make, deliver and place the sandbags for parishioners who are unable to do such works for themselves.  Also, I would recommend that the Parish Council ensures that residents who are not at risk are not able to take sandbags from your supplies”.

18.
SCC – ANSLOW LANE

A copy of a letter sent by Mr. Essery to Mrs. Dean MP has been received for reference.  
19. SCC – TRAFFIC CALMING SURVEY


The following information has been received from SCC with regards to the Traffic Calming Survey:-


“We have asked that further traffic surveys are undertaken at the same locations. The order for this has been sent.  I understand that there is a backlog of locations where surveys have been requested so I am not able to give an undertaking as to when it will be carried out, but we shall certainly make sure (as much as is possible) that no road works are taking place at the time of the survey”.

20.
SCC -PARKING PROBLEMS - BURNSIDE

The following email has been received from Mr. Oakley:-


“Please find three draft proposals, all are indicative of the range of orders that could be used, dependent upon the desire to remove parking completely or restrict the side of the road vehicles can park on. Proposal three just looks at the junction of The Lawns. I would ask that the parish indicates if any of these plans are deemed as suitable and any feedback regarding location and lengths of restriction

would be welcomed. Once we have agreed a proposal it will then be put forward to our Traffic

Regulation Order (TRO) team for investigation and prioritisation. The TRO team has the powers to amend or reject schemes, if necessary, in line with current County Council policy”.

Attached for members, is a copy of the three proposals for comment.

21.
SCC – KNOWLES HILL RESURFACING

Re-surfacing of Knowles Hill Footway is now complete.


It was reported via our Borough Councillor that when Knowles Hill footway was re-surfaced, some of the driveways were also re-surfaced from the footway to the entrance whilst others were not.  SCC have been contacted and asked to advise with regards to this.
22.
SCC -BUS STOP BURNSIDE

A letter has been received to say that the properties immediately surrounding the area have been contacted with regards to the formal adoption of the bus stop, and if there are no valid objections then the bus stop will be installed in the near future.
23.

SCC – SINGLE SITE SCHOOL

It is hoped that Mr. Travers from SCC Education Authority will be able to report further.

24.
SCC – DOUBLE YELLOW LINES (OLD POST OFFICE)

Letters dated 10th October, 25th October have been sent to Mr. Rayson, requesting a date for the re-instatement of the double yellow lines, because as of 18th August, SCC has been advising that they would be installed within the next few weeks.
25.
SCC -ROAD RE-SURFACING


A letter dated 25th October was sent to Mr. Rayson stating that we understand that the survey has now taken place and is currently being assessed.  We have asked Mr. Rayson to advise where Rolleston currently comes in with regards to meeting the criteria. 

26.
SCC – FOOTWAYS

It was agreed at the Village Liaison meeting that this item be added to the agenda.

27.
SCC -CHURCH ROAD VERGES

No further information has been received from SCC on this item.

28.
SCC - FOOTPATH 5

Notification has been received from SCC stating that the issues with Footpath 5 (broken steps/stile) have now been resolved.

29.
SCC - VILLAGE LENGHTSMAN AGREEMENT

Payment of £647.50 has been received from SCC for payment of Periods 1 & 2 of the Village Lenghtsman Agreement.

30.
SCC – ROAD SIGNS

The issues with regards to the insufficient road signs/markings coming from Tutbury into Church Road were reported to SCC in July and have been chased on numerous occasions.  As no progress has been made, the issue has now been forwarded to Mr. Rayson for attention.


Similarly back in July it was reported to SCC that HGV’s were entering Marston Lane.  It was requested that the following road signs could be installed at the entrance to Marston Lane.  No HGV’s, Single File Traffic, Weight Restriction on bridge.  The Parish Council has now received numerous complaints about lorries having to be turned back as they cannot get through.  This issue has also been forwarded to Mr. Rayson for attention as no action has happened following the reports through Clarence.


A letter has also been sent to Nestle, as it is understood that drivers going to their factory have maps which indicate this route.

ROLLESTON ON DOVE – COMPLETION OF THE ANNUAL AUDIT

The certified annual return for the financial year ending on 31st March 2006 has now been received.  The External auditor has reported that as per last year, the fidelity insurance cover should be increased as the current level of cover is not adequate.

34.
ROLLESTON ON DOVE PRE-SCHOOL   

It was reported at the Village Liaison meeting, via Mrs. Carlton, Chairman of Rolleston pre-school that the current pre-school building is now coming to the end of its life, and within the next two years a new building has to be found.  Mrs. Carlton explained that the current mobile is SCC owned and that the school has given the go-ahead to rebuild on the existing site.  However, £80,000-£100,000 is required to fund a new building and after a meeting with the Head of John of Rolleston primary school, it is proposed that the pre-school could possibly have a larger building, which can also be used as a community centre.  Mrs. Carlton reported that the pre-school will be applying for a National Lottery Bid and it is hoped that this bid will be submitted by the end of November.   Mrs. Carlton advised that letters of support are required from the various village organisations to show that the village is supportive of the pre-school and that it can be demonstrated that there is a strong need for a new building.

35.
WALKING BUS


It was reported via Mr. Morris that the children coming from Athlestan Way on the “Walking Bus” are having to walk on the road, as when you walk along Rolleston Road the hedges are overgrown and infringing on the footway. As a result, when the “Walking Bus” meets other pedestrians (mainly those walking to De Ferrers), they are having to divert from the pavement as there is not adequate room to pass.  This has been reported to SCC, and the Clerk has spoken with the lady in charge of the “Walking Bus” from Athlestan Way, to advise that the Parish Council are aware of the issue and will chase SCC for action.  
36.

ROLLESTON FOOTBALL CLUB


A letter dated 10th October was sent to Rolleston Football Club asking for the agreed repair works to be carried out ASAP.  This letter was initially sent to Mr. Gopsill and as no response received, later copied to the Club Secretary for attention.  


The football Club has also been asked to provide us a list of dates for games for this season as they have not yet been received.
37.
YOUTH REPRESENTATIVE

A letter dated 12th October has been received from the Assistant Principal of Burton College as follows:-


“I have written to each of our 16-18 year old students who live in the Rolleston on Dove area.  To date I have received no replies.  I will ask our Student Officer to follow this up and hopefully we will identify a suitable individual who is keen to take on this role.  I will contact you again in due course”.

FINGERPOST SCHOOL LANE



Following our application to the Community Council of Staffordshire, we have been advised that our grant has been rejected as Parish Councils are not eligible for the Community Chest Grant.  However, this does not prevent another group in our community applying for the same project.


At the Village Liaison meeting, the Civic Trust agreed to complete the grant application.  It has been submitted and is understood that the review board will meet again on 7th November.
39.
VILLAGE NOTICE BOARD

A site meeting took place on 1st November at 3pm, with the Chairman, Hardy Signs, and representatives from various village organizations.  Hardy Signs agreed to install a new pane of glass, place handles on the doors, and also instruct the carpenter to shave some more wood from the doors that had warped due to weathering.  Hardy Signs advised that it would not be appropriate to lower the board, as due to the board being on a slope, if it was lowered, then the bottom of the board would be to close to the ground and rot.

It was agreed that the Clerk should write to all organizations and ask them to display either A4 or A5 notices, in portrait if possible, and to ensure that all notices are kept up to date.  It was agreed that if anyone would prefer, if they passed a copy of the poster to the Clerk then she would place in the noticeboard, and if organizations didn’t have the facilities to reduce the size of notices than the Clerk would be happy to do this, and also to laminate any longer term notices in order to help reduce notices from fading.

With the exception of one group, contributions have now been paid by of all the groups that agreed to contribute towards the board.  A reminder letter has been sent for the final contribution of £200.00.

Planning permission has now been granted for the noticeboard to be situated on the jitty by the Westbury Homes development, and it is anticipated that it should be made and installed within the next 4 weeks. 
40.
FLOOD ACTION PLAN / ENVIRONMENT AGENCY

The following letter has been received from the Environment Agency:-


“There have been new flood defences installed at Hatton following extensive flooding that occurred there in November 2000 and there are currently improvements being undertaken to the defences in Burton.  Assessments are made to ensure that the impacts of these works do not result in enhanced flood levels in the surrounding villages”.


“We are currently investigating the flood risk in the entire lower Dove valley through a new hydraulic model.  This has indicated that the main areas of concern are the villages of Hatton, Scropton and Eggington although there is recommendation that further study is carried out in the Rolleston area to asses the Rolleston Brook.  Unfortunately we do not have funds to progress this study at the moment, however we are building a programme of future studies and Rolleston will be placed on this list”.

40.
FLOOD ACTION PLAN / ENVIRONMENT AGENCY (continued)

“We undertake maintenance works on the River Dove which currently provide benefit to Rolleston.  We are currently undertaking work to improve the flow of the water through Monks bridge aqueduct which should reduce the impact of water backing up in Rolleston”.


Following the annual walk of the Alderbrook with the Chairman and Vice-Chairman, the Environment Agency have been contacted and asked to clear out the area by the Brookhouse Hotel as the pesticide applied during August seems to of had little effect and the area is silting up.   It was requested that the nettles etc were cut all the way back to the fence as in previous years.  It has also been reported that the left hand arch of the bridge (by Spread Eagle) is also badly overgrown, and as a result the water is only flowing freely under one of the parts of the bridge.

Attached is a copy of the Parish Councils Annual Flood Plan for review.  A complete version of the Environment Agency’s Flood Plan has also been received and reviewed by the Clerk.

41.
NEIGHBOURHOOD WATCH MEETING

It has been agreed that a meeting of the Neighbourhood Watch co-coordinators is a good idea and that the Parish council would be prepared to subsidise room hire charges in order for a meeting to take place and this meeting used as an opportunity to secure more Speedwatch volunteers.  Mr. Essery has contacted Ms. Newlove, Neighbourhood Watch co-coordinator for Staffordshire Police and requested that they contact the Clerk with some proposed dates.  Mr. Essery has advised that NW Burton would need to set the agenda and chair the meeting, and has suggested that a representative from the Parish Council should attend.

SPEEDWATCH

DOWER HOUSE DEVELOPMENT

It was reported to enforcement that a large advertising board had been erected surrounding the Dove Clinic Site.  The developers were subsequently ordered to remove it.


Telephone Contact has been made with the Managing Director of Living By D’Zign, asking them to show more consideration with regards to the high volume of works traffic that is being parked along Brookside as a result of the development.


ESBC Enforcements department were contacted with regards to the concern raised at the Village Liaison meeting about the Yew Tree in front of the developments which appeared to of been damaged.  ESBC has advised as follows:- 


“I have carried out a site visit today and can confirm that no damage has been caused to the trees on the site.  The Yew tree to which you refer has had authorised works undertaken to it, which is why the tree has no foliage on part of it and looks exposed.  Having dealt with this site a couple of months ago, I am confident that they won’t cause any damage to the trees.  If you have any further concerns, please do not hesitate to contact me”.

FOOTPATH 14

No response has been received following our letters to Mr. Reilly of 3rd June and 12th September with regards to the proposed cycle path along his land.
46.
FLY-TIPPING – CRAYTHORNE ROAD 

It was reported by Mr. Starbuck that fly-tipping is taking place at the rear of the bungalows 31-35 Beacon Road, as the fence to the field is broken.  The clerk has contacted ESBC but as the field is privately owned, they are unable to remove the rubbish.  Ownership of the field is currently trying to be ascertained, due to the Data Protection Act, ESBC are unable to provide us with contact details via the Council Tax.   It is believed that the field may be owned by Bovis, but when the Clerk contacted them, they advised that if the Parish Council provided them with a “site map”, then they would look into their records.  The Clerk has also contacted the Land Registry, who have advised that the Parish council would need to submit an application and a payment of £6.00, together with a location plan and in turn they would be able to provide a copy of the land registry document, however it was advised that lots of Staffordshire is not registered, and that they rely on people to update them with changes.  A local farmer has now been contacted, to see if he is able to confirm who owns the land.      
47.
ELIZABETH AVENUE PLAYING FIELD

It was reported to the Clerk via Mr. Starbuck on 31st October that he had received reports of anti-social behaviour on Elizabeth Avenue playing field.  These incidents included a tine of emulsion being thrown over the footpath, graffiti on the fences (back Hawksley Drive), foul language and broken glass.  The Clerk contacted our glass collector to remove the glass and also reported the damage to the police Crime Reference number 4803110.  The police said they would make report for local patrols, but it was essential that any incidents are reported immediately to the police.

THE CROFT

It was agreed by members of the Parish Council who attended the Village Liaison meeting, that permission should be given for 3 Church Road, to place a skip on The Croft for two days for garden rubbish.

ESBC – DOG FOULING BINS 

A request has been received via your Chairman for dog bins to be provided between Meadow View and Walford Road and on The Lawns/Hall Road. The request was from a lady who walks regularly with her dogs from Brookside up to South Hill and round Walford Road and then at night takes them round The Lawns and Hall road.  The Clerk has contacted ESBC and they have advised that they will provide some post mounted bins on this occasion, which serve as a dual purpose bin.  They did advise however, that they would not be able to provide bins on every request.

COUNTRYSIDE ALLIANCE – LOVE YOUR POST OFFICE

A letter has been received from the above organisation with regards to the Governments decision in February not to renew the Post Office Card Account beyond 2010 and its failure to make a decision on the subsidy given to rural Post Offices.
