2.
PLANNING DECISIONS


Members noted the planning decisions.  The Chairman reported that the VDSG has made enquiries with the Parish Council about the building that was demolished at 2A station Road on Boxing Day 2005, and what the current status of the enforcement action on this was.  Mr. Morris reported that he was concerned that the recent planning application had been approved as the original planning application had not been adhered to.  Members agreed that a letter should be sent to ESBC, Planning Department with our concerns. 
3.
DOCTORS SURGERY (Clerks Report Item 3)
Mrs. Trelinska and Dr. Trelinski declared an interest and took no part in the discussion thereon.  Mrs. Trelinska and Dr. Trelinski left the meeting room.  Mrs. Toon took the Chair.


Members were concerned that the recent letter from The Tutbury Practice now stated that they were looking for possible sites in both Tutbury and Rolleston, and couldn’t guarantee that any new practice would be within Rolleston.  Members agreed that we should write to the Primary Care Trust, asking them to support that any proposed practice should be built within Rolleston.

ESBC -CONSERVATIONOFFICER &CONSERVATION AREA REVIEW DOCUMENTS


(Clerks Report Item 15)

Members noted the letter that had been received from ESBC and agreed that the item should be placed back on the agenda in January.

5. ESBC - CEMETERY/FIDDLERS LANE (Clerks Report Item 4)

Members noted that the works to the cemetery/fiddlers lane entrance had not yet been completed, and agreed that we should chase ESBC for a timeline for completion.

6.

ESBC - SHOTWOOD CLOSE (Clerks Report Item 5)


The Chairman read the following letter that had been received from SCC:-



“I have inspected the above site and checked the Section 38 adoption plans which show we have only adopted to footways and carriageways at the above development.  I wish to inform you that from these records it shows that the highway boundary is at the rear of the footway so therefore the grassed areas each side of the adopted highway is private or has been passed over to East Staffordshire Borough Council by the developer for maintenance, but I do believe that the trees on the right of the entrance might still belong to Home Farm”.


“Unfortunately, I cannot carry out any replanting or other works in this area and I can only suggest that you contact ESBC.  Just to remind you, should you consider planting within the highway boundary a licence to plant must first be obtained from this office”.


The Chairman reported that the Clerk had contacted ESBC and been advised that the land was owned by SCC.  Members agreed that a copy of all correspondence should be sent to ESBC for comment.  
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6.

ESBC - SHOTWOOD CLOSE (continued)


Members noted that no response had been received from ESBC with regards to the outstanding issues of the formal adoption of the section of land next to Needwood Barn and agreed that the Parish Council should write directly to the Chief Executive of ESBC with regards to the outstanding issues and unacceptable delay in response
7.
ESBC – LAND OFF MEADOW VIEW/STATION ROAD (Clerks Report Item 6)

Members noted that no response had been received from ESBC with regards to the sale of this piece of land and agreed that the Parish Council should write directly to the Chief Executive of ESBC with regards to the outstanding issues and unacceptable delay in response.


It was noted that no response had been received with regards to the Parish Councils request for a Tree Preservation Order to be placed on the tree on the above section of land.

8.
ESBC – FOOTPATH WESTBURY HOMES DEVELOPMENT (Clerks Report Item 7)

Members noted that no response had been received from ESBC with regards to the two footpaths being linked and agreed that the Parish Council should write directly to the Chief Executive of ESBC with regards to the outstanding issues and unacceptable delay in response.
9.
ESBC – WESTBURY HOMES DEVELOPMENT – COMPLETION TIMETABLE


Members noted the letter that had been received from ESBC and that progress was being made with this issue.

10.

ESBC PLAYGROUND INSPECTION (Clerks Report Item 8)
It was agreed that members of the playground working party would meeting on Tuesday 21st November at 4pm to discuss the quotations that had been received and the playground equipment.

Members noted that no response had been received from ESBC with regards to the 7 month delay in receiving the annual playground inspections reports, and agreed that the Parish Council should write directly to the Chief Executive of ESBC with regards to the outstanding issues and unacceptable delay in response.
11.
PARISH COUNCILLOR VACANCY

It was noted that a very good application had been received from Mrs. Carlton to be co-opted on to the Parish Council.

Mr. Morris enquired if an application had been received from Mrs. Bailey, and was advised that no application had been submitted.


Dr. Trelinski proposed, Mr. Hodson-Walker seconded and it was agreed that Mrs. Carlton should be co-opted on to the Parish Council.


Mrs. Carlton signed her Declaration of Acceptance of Office and was given the paperwork in order to Register Member’s Interests.
12.
ESBC – LEAP PLAN (Clerks Report Item 10)

Dr. Trelinski reported that a copy of the full LEAP report was available on CD.  Members agreed that we should finance an additional Bulky Waste Collection at a cost of £250.00 for the houses that were not provided this service as part of the LEAP project.
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13. ESBC – RECYCLING (Clerks Report Item 9)

Dr. Trelinski advised that he had spoken with ESBC and was advised that the changes in collection were due to the contract being changed.  Dr. Trelinski advised that they will take glossy magazines, such as Staffordshire Life, but will not take catalogues, e.g. Argos catalogue.  Members agreed that we should write to ESBC and ask why they can’t take the Yellow Pages when South Derbyshire District Council can.


Members agreed that the £42.10 which was received from ESBC for recycling should be donated to St Marys Church Fabric Fund.

14.
ESBC – MARSTON LANE (Clerks Report Item 11)

Members noted the information that had been received from ESBC with regards to the prosecution of the landowner that had unlawfully felled the trees on Marston Lane.

15.
ESBC – ENFORCEMENTS (Clerks Report Item 17)

The Chairman reported that the flashing neon barbers signs had been reported to ESBC, Enforcements and that they had visited The Lawns Salon and advised that a planning application would need to be submitted if they wished to continue displaying the sign.

16.
ESBC – HOUSING RENEWAL ASSITANCE POLICY 

ESBC -PRIVATE SECTOR HOUSING ENFORCEMENT POLICY


The Chairman reported that if any members wished to pass comment on either of the policies, then to pass their comments to the Clerk by 20th November.  Mr. Morris reported that he thought that it was excellent that we were being consulted on the documents, and Mr. Hodson-Walker reported that he had read the Private Sector Housing Enforcement Policy, and that he felt it was a very good document.

17.
ESBC – MONITORING OF SANDBAG SUPPLIES (Clerks Report Item 16)

Members noted the letter that had been received from ESBC and agreed that we should contact Mr. Westwood to check that we held adequate supplies of sandbags.  The Chairman advised that we should make it clear that the sandbags are only available to those at risk.
18. SCC – ANSLOW LANE (Clerks Report Item 55)

Members noted that a letter had been received from Mrs. Dean, MP and agreed that if it would help to progress the construction of a footway along Anslow Lane, then they would consider funding the replanting of a hedge fro Kiln Lodge, but this must be on the understanding that SCC would commit to financing and progressing with the whole scheme.


Members noted the letters that had been received from Mr. Essery and Dr. Trelinski reported that he would advise that if ALRA considered that any councillors had acted improperly, then to take legal advice.

19. SCC – TRAFFIC CALMING SURVEY (Clerks Report Item 19)

Members noted that SCC had agreed to conduct a second survey, but no indication of a timeline had been received and that this item should be kept on the agenda.

20.
SCC -PARKING PROBLEMS – BURNSIDE (Clerks Report Item 20)

Members reviewed the three proposals that had been received from SCC for double yellow lines to be installed at different locations along Burnside and The Lawns Bridge.  It was consider that any parking issues were a matter of enforcement by the Police and this is where we missed the services of a PCSO.
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20.
SCC -PARKING PROBLEMS – BURNSIDE (continued)

Dr. Trelinski proposed, the Chairman seconded and the majority agreed that proposal 3 should be installed.  Members agreed that we should write back to SCC and confirm our acceptance of proposal 3.

21.
SCC – KNOWLES HILL RESURFACING (Clerks Report Item 28)

Members noted that the re-surfacing of Knowles Hill footway had now been completed.  Dr. Trelinski reported that he had been contacted by a resident of Knowles Hill who reported that when the footway was resurfaced some of the houses had been done right up to the driveways whilst others hadn’t.

Members noted that SCC had been contacted but to date no response had been received.  Members agreed that we should chase SCC for a response.

22.
SCC -BUS STOP BURNSIDE (Clerks Report Item 21)

Mr. Winstone advised that he felt this area was a terrible place for a bus stop and there was an “accident waiting to happen”.  Dr. Trelinski reported that this unofficial bus stop is used by a lot of people and it was fair for the Parish Council to request that the bus stop was formalised.  


Mr. Winstone proposed, Mr. Hodson-Walker seconded and the majority voted that the Parish Council did not support the formalisation of the bus stop on this junction.  Mr. Taylor reported that he felt the Parish Council should notify villagers of this in the next issue of the Rollestonian.

23.

SCC – SINGLE SITE SCHOOL (Clerks Report Item 22)

Members noted that Mr. Travers was due to attend the PC meeting and in his absence there was nothing further to discuss on this issue.  Members agreed that Mr. Travers should be invited to attend the next Parish Council meeting.
24.
SCC – DOUBLE YELLOW LINES (OLD POST OFFICE) (Clerks Report Item 23)

Members agreed that we should chase SCC for a date for the works to be completed.

25.
SCC -ROAD RE-SURFACING (Clerks Report Item 24)

Members noted that no further information had been received on SCC’s 5 year maintenance plan and agreed that this item should be kept on the agenda.
26.
SCC – FOOTWAYS (Clerks Report Item 25)

Members agreed that the dreadful state of the pavements should be kept on the agenda.

27.
SCC -CHURCH ROAD VERGES (Clerks Report Item 26)

Members noted that no further information had been received from SCC and agreed that we should write again for a progress report on this.

28.
SCC - FOOTPATH 5

Members noted that the works to this footpath had been completed, and a way marker is required.

29.
SCC - VILLAGE LENGHTSMAN AGREEMENT

Members noted details of the payment that had been received.
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30.
SCC – ROAD SIGNS (Clerks Report Item 27)

Members noted that signs saying “unsuitable to HGV’s” had been installed on the bend by the Caravan Park and that these signs were in the wrong place as when lorries get this far they have already gone to far and as a result are doing u-turns in the caravan park.


It was noted that a letter had been sent to Nestle, as it is believed that their drivers were taking this route by printed maps.  Mrs. Toon reported that the lorries satellite navigation systems were directing them this way and that it was not just a problem with lorries travelling to Nestle but with a variety of lorries.


It was suggested by Mr. Morris and agreed by members that we should write in support of the “Hatton Action Group”.  

Members agreed that we should contact SCC with regards to the signs, and state that the signs need to be on the junction of Church Road and Marston Lane.

31.
SCC – CLARENCE (Clerks Report Item 33)

Members noted the items that had been reported through CLARENCE.

32.
SCC – STATEMENT OF ACCOUNTS

Members noted that SCC Statement of Accounts were available for perusal via their website.

33.
ROLLESTON ON DOVE – ANNUAL AUDIT (Clerks Report Item 50)

Members noted that the Clerk had contacted the External Auditor for advice on how much the fidelity insurance should be increased by and would then contact the insurers for quotations.

34.
ROLLESTON ON DOVE PRE-SCHOOL   

Mrs. Carlton declared an interest and took no part on the discussion thereon.


Members agreed that we should write a letter of support to back-up any grant applications being submitted to raise funds for a new pre-school. 

35.
WALKING BUS (Clerks Report Item 34)


Members noted that the overgrown hedges along Rolleston Road that was causing the “Walking Bus” coming from Athlestan Way to have to walk on the road.



It was noted that the issue had been reported to SCC.  Members noted that the land along this stretch of road was farmed by Mr. Deacon and members agreed that we should write and ask for permission for the Parish Council to strim the hedges.

36.

ROLLESTON FOOTBALL CLUB (Clerks Report Item 35)


Members agreed that an informal meeting should be arranged with the Football Club in order to progress with the outstanding issues, and that we should request that a fixture list is brought to this meeting.

37.
YOUTH REPRESENTATIVE (Clerks Report Item 36)

Members agreed that we should follow this up with Burton College.  Mrs. Carlton asked if the Parish council ever gets involved with the Borough Council where they go into schools and to discuss local democracy.  Members advised that they were not aware of the scheme.  The Chairman requested that if Mrs. Carlton had a spare copy of this year’s presentation pack that a copy could be passed to the Parish Council for perusal.  
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38.
FINGERPOST SCHOOL LANE
(Clerks Report Item 37)

Members noted that a grant application had been submitted by the Civic Trust to the Community Council of Staffordshire.


The Chairman thanked Mr. Gawthorpe for submitting the application.

39.
VILLAGE NOTICE BOARD (Clerks Report Item 38)

Members noted that a site meeting had now taken place, and that Hardy Signs agreed to replace the broken panel of glass, install handles on the doors for easy opening, and that the carpenter would come out to shave some wood off the middle panel that had warped due to weathering.  Hardy signs advised that the sign could not be moved any lower, as it would then be to close to the ground and cause rotting.


It was noted that the planning application had been approved for the second board and that it was currently being constructed.  The Chairman reported that the second board would be available to other organisations, but that the Clerk would keep the keys for the board and control the contents.

40.
FLOOD ACTION PLAN / ENVIRONMENT AGENCY (Clerks Report Item 39)

Members noted the letter that had been received from the Environment Agency with regards to the flood defences.  Members agreed that we should write back and request that when the study is complete, that the Parish Council receive a copy.


The Chairman reported that the annual walk of the Alderbrook had been completed.  It was noted that the Spread Eagle had advised that they did not think that the blocked arch was their responsibility.  Dr. Trelinski advised that approximately 10 years ago, that a site meeting took place with various bodies, including the Environment Agency and the Spread Eagle and it was identified that this area was their responsibility.

It was agreed that a copy of the minutes from the site meeting should be obtained (approximately 1995/1996) and that the Spread Eagle should be copied in to them.


The Clerk reported that a telephone call had been received from Mr. Curl of the Environment Agency and he had advised of the following re the area by the Brookhouse Hotel:-


“Mr. Curl reported that he had visited the area and considered that the pesticide that had been applied during the summer had been fairly successful and that proof of this was that you could now see a build up of silt.  Mr. Curl also advised that the Environment Agency would be repeating the exercise in 2007, but hoped that the pesticide would be applied earlier in the year.  Mr. Curl reported that an annual mow had taken place, and that this would also be taking place again in 2007.  Mr. Curl advised that a lot of Ivy had also been removed from the wall and that this was quite noticeable”


“Mr. Curl reported that works in general had been reduced, as all works need to be justified to the Conservation Department, and the justified works have to be on a flood defence basis.  Mr. Curl reported that he felt that the channel was adequate and as we had a sufficient channel for the water to flow through, then he could not justify the cutting back of the undergrowth to the wall, as in previous years”.


Members agreed that we should write to the Environment Agency and request that this is confirmed in writing.  


Members reviewed the Parish Councils Annual Flood Plan and advised that there were key areas that were the responsibility of our Environmental Officer, and that he should be contacted to ensure that he is aware of the responsibilities and recording the dates of the checks.
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41.
NEIGHBOURHOOD WATCH MEETING (Clerks Report Item 40)

Members noted that this was in the process of being organised, and would be advised of a date, once it had been confirmed.

SPEEDWATCH (Clerks Report Item 41)

Members noted that no further information was available on this item.

KNOWLES HILL – SPEEDING (Clerks Report Item 29)

Members noted the contents of the two letters that had been received and agreed that they should be forwarded to SCC, Highways for comment.

The Chairman asked members to consider if they thought that people would read 8 pages of content as both the Clerks Reports and Minutes are also available on the internet.  It was suggested that we should also state in the Rollestonian that copies of the reports were available from the Clerk for those without internet facilities.

d. Disabled Access, St Marys Church.  Mr. Taylor reported that the inner and outer walls are not aligned.

56. CRAYTHORNE HEDGE


Members agreed to proceed with the quote from our Environmental Officer for the annual cut of the Boundary hedge and roadside hedge at a total cost of £500.00.


Members agreed not to proceed with an additional cut as the Parish Council has already spent £1,000 in additional mowing charges.  It was agreed that this should be discussed with the football club during the meeting.  Members agreed that we should contact the Cricket Club and see if their grounds man would be willing to visit the field and offer his advice on what length is most appropriate.
