DOCTORS SURGERY

A letter has been sent to East Staffordshire Primary Care Trust asking them for their support in ensuring any application for a new surgery will be within Rolleston.

4. ESBC - CEMETERY/FIDDLERS LANE

Correspondence dated 24th October and 14th November has been sent to ESBC, requesting an   estimated completion date.  The following response has been received:- 


“My Cemetery Manager has spoken directly to the contractor and I am assured that the sign will be erected by 1st December. There are some contractual issues around the tarmac which are being worked on at the moment, however I am not sure when this will be resolved.  I understand that the tarmacing is complete except for the surface course, therefore it is useable, although not ideal”.

ESBC - SHOTWOOD CLOSE

A letter dated 15th November, has been sent to the Chief Executive of ESBC with regards to the outstanding areas for adoption.  A letter of acknowledgement was received on 24th November, to say that they are making enquiries and will get back to us in due course.

A letter dated 20th November has been sent to ESBC, Parks & Countryside with regards to the replacement of the dead/diseased trees.  To date no response has been received.

6.
ESBC – LAND OFF MEADOW VIEW/STATION ROAD

A letter dated 15th November, has been sent to the Chief Executive of ESBC with regards to the sale of 44 square metres of land at Meadow View.  A letter of acknowledgement was received on 24th November, to say that they are making enquiries and will get back to us in due course.


A complaint has been received via your clerk and also via Mrs. Carlton that there seems to be a dog fouling problem along the jitty.  This has been reported to ESBC.  
An enquiry has been received from a concerned resident of Meadow View with regards to the hedge that use to run from Station Road to Meadow View (jitty by new builds), that this hedge is in a very poor state and they were concerned at the loss of the hedgerow.  The Clerk has contacted ESBC with regards to this issue. 

A concerned resident from Meadow View has contacted the Clerk with regards to the recent tarmaccing of the driveways to the two new properties, and as a result of these driveways, the footway has been dug up.  The Clerk has contacted SCC.

7.
ESBC – FOOTPATH WESTBURY HOMES DEVELOPMENT

A letter dated 15th November, has been sent to the Chief Executive of ESBC with regards to the joining of the footpath from the Westbury Homes Development with the footpath on Meadow View.  A letter of acknowledgement was received on 24th November, to say that they are making enquiries and will get back to us in due course.

ESBC PLAYGROUND INSPECTION

A letter dated 15th November, has been sent to the Chief Executive of ESBC with regards to the 7 month delay in receiving the annual playground inspection report. A letter of acknowledgement was received on 24th November, to say that they are making enquiries and will get back to us in due course.


The playground working party met on Tuesday 21st November and reviewed the quotes that had been received for repair works to the play areas.  


Elizabeth Avenue Play Area



Members agreed the following quote provided by Procleaning Ltd:-


“Removal of moss from all of the tarmac safety areas on Elizabeth Avenue playground”  


£300.00 + V.A.T


It was noted that a quote has already been approved for the removal of the graffiti from the skate ramp.  Members requested that a quote was sought for the replacement of the safety notice on the skate ramp, as ESBC advised that it needs to contain Parish Council contact details.  It was also noted that some of the bars are missing in the bow top steel fence and it was requested that a quote was provided for the replacement of the bars.  Members noted that the erosion at the entrances to both play areas had been corrected with concrete slabs at the entrances, to remove any trip hazards. 

A telephone call was received from a concerned parent with regards to the paint that had been “thrown” all over the waiting area by the Elizabeth Avenue Gate.  The gentleman was advised by the Clerk that the Parish Council had received a quote for the removal of the paint, but it was several hundred pounds and therefore the decision had been made to leave the paint and to see if it would fade as a result of “weathering” and general “wear and tear”.  Mrs. Toon, Mr. Toon and the Clerk have since visited the play area, and made an attempt to remove the paint with wire brushes, and hot soapy water.  This has had an impact and it is hoped that this exercise will be repeated again within the next few weeks.

Members agreed the following quote from JPM Services:-

It was noted that the Recreational Byelaws Sign needs to contain Parish Council emergency contact details and the Clerk was asked to obtain a quote for the next Parish Council meeting.

9.
ESBC – RECYCLING

A letter dated 14th November has been received from the Waste Policy Manager, ESBC as follows:- 
· PAPER COLLECTION What material can and can’t be taken is dependant on our end market.  Under the new arrangements paper will be taken to a different reprocessor who cannot process yellow pages within the material.  This is because the dye in the paper contaminates the load when it is being recycled.  
9. ESBC – RECYCLING (continued)
· PAPER COLLECTION yellow pages can still be recycled through the recycling banks situated within the Borough.  Glossy magazines, for example, showbiz magazines, can be recycled through the kerbside scheme, however catalogues can’t be collected.
· BLUE BAGS The new “Blue Bags” will be delivered within the next 2-3 weeks.  These are larger in size and sturdier than the existing blue plastic bags used.  We have limited these bags to 1 per household, which should be sufficient; however there is no restriction to the number of other bags residents can present if they have larger amounts of paper to be collected.  They can either use plastic carrier bags, or continue to use the blue plastic bags which are still available by contacting the waste management helpline.
· CHANGES TO COLLECTION DATE Calendars were delivered to all residents on the scheme, some 40,000 across the Borough.  However, this has been confusing due to not only a day change, but also a week change for many residents.  The paper should now be placed on the boundary of the property with the black box on the normal refuse collection day for Rolleston on Dove village, which is a Friday, but every other week.  The next collection date of the paper and boxes will be 17th November and fortnightly thereafter.  


Complaints have been received via Mrs. Carlton with regards to the wheelie bins outside the cottages on Station Road.  It has been identified that although the cottage owners are taking great care to ensure that they position the bins just inside their gateway, thereby avoiding obstruction to passers by, once the refuse collectors have collected the rubbish, they leave the bins standing in the middle of the pavement.  It has also been reported that once the bins/recycling boxes have been emptied that they are thrown back by the refuse collectors, and as a result some have been damaged and residents have had to request new bins etc at their own expense. 

10.
ESBC – BULKY WASTE COLLECTION


A letter has been sent to the LEAP Project manager, stating that Rolleston on Dove Parish Council will be willing to finance an additional Bulky Waste Collection at a cost of £250.00 for those properties that were not provided with the collection through the LEAP Scheme.  The following letter has been received in response to this:-

“I’m sure that we can put on a bulky waste collection for you.  I’m not sure how you would like to operate it.  Would you like to just park a refuse freighter up in an advertised spot and ask residents to bring unwanted items to it or would you like an appointment system where the refuse freighter collects from the door of a specific house?”


“There are a number of items that we will not collect which I will advise you on and we do not go into residents homes.  I would be prepared to collate the information for you; however, I would not stretch to delivering flyers to every household.  I could provide you with a flyer template and put Rolleston on Dove Parish Council on it.  When would you like the collection, what day of the week and would you be looking at the whole of Rolleston or just the area that missed out on LEAP i.e. the lawns area?” 

11.
ESBC – MARSTON LANE

No further information is available with regards to the enforcement action being taken by ESBC following the unlawful felling of trees on Marston Lane.
12.
ESBC – FORUM MEETING

The Chairman and Clerk attended the Forum meeting on 29th November and the following items may be of interest to members:-

12. ESBC – FORUM MEETING (continued)
· Local Area Agreements The Forum were advised that the LAA’s have now been submitted to the Government office and between now and January there will be several reviews and amendments likely.  It was advised that the LAA’s will be in place from April 2007 – April 2010.  

· Community Recycling Scheme It was advised that ESBC have just identified a contractor that will be able to take Tetra packs and cardboard.  The Forum was advised that the council are reviewing sites and that the collection facility should be available from March 2007.
· Freight Quality Partnership Road Hierarchy Review (Clerks Report Item  32)
· Next Forum meeting The date for the next Forum meeting was set as Wednesday 6th June 2007.
13.
ESBC – PRECEPT REQUIREMENTS

A letter has been sent from ESBC to advise that the Parish Council’s Precept Requirements for the year 2007/08 must be forwarded to them by Friday 19th January 2007.  

Members are asked to bring any items for inclusion to this meeting.  

14.
ESBC – WASP CONTRIBUTION


An invoice dated 11th November has been sent to ESBC for the payment of £1,000 towards the painting of the Spread Eagle Island Railings and the Footpath Walks Leaflets.  Receipt of the invoice has been acknowledged, but to date payment has not been received.

15.
ESBC – CONSERVATION AREA REVIEW DOCUMENTS

Members agreed that this item should be kept on the agenda for review in January 2007.

16.
ESBC- MONITORING OF SANDBAG SUPPLIES

Following consultation with Mr. Westwood the Clerk has requested another bag of sand (1 tonne bag) and some more empty bags.  Our current supplies are 2 tonnes of sand, and 2 dustbins of empty bags.

ESBC - ENFORCEMENTS


14/16 Burnside


The following advice has been received from SCC:-


“Chrissy Farrer has passed your email about the overgrown state of 14/16 Burnside to me.  I have already been contacted about this matter by Cllr Trelinski and been out to view the site and speak to the next door neighbour, who raised the matter initially. A lot of clearance work has recently been carried out in the front garden in preparation for the commencement of repairs and in my view, we cannot take action under S215 to compel the owners to clear the garden as it is not causing any harm to the amenity of the area.  The neighbour's concerns appear to relate to trees and bushes overhanging the boundary to his property.  The Council has no powers to require this to be attended to as it is a civil matter.  I have, however, contacted the owner of 14/16 to pass on the concerns of the occupier of No. 18 and at the same time reminded them that the property is in a Conservation Area and contains TPO trees, any works to which will require formal consent”
17.
ESBC – ENFORCEMENTS (continued)

The Lawns Salon

The following information has been received from ESBC, Enforcements with regards to the flashing neon barbers sign in the The Lawns salon window:-



“Further to our previous correspondence on this matter, I have now heard from the Solicitor to the Council that in her view, the illuminated signs at The Lawns have deemed consent.  Since this property is just outside the Conservation Area, the local planning authority does not have any control over the signs other than to serve a discontinuance notice.  I have discussed this with the planning officer concerned, however, there is not considered to be "a substantial injury to the amenity of the locality" to warrant this course of action”
18.
ESBC – BROOK HOLLOWS

The Clerk noticed on Sunday 26th November, that a canoe had been dumped/washed up in Brook Hollows and this was reported to ESBC Parks and Countryside department first thing on Monday 27th November.  Later that day the Clerk received a telephone call from a concerned resident from The Lawns who stated that he had removed the canoe from Brook Hollows on two occasions and it had then re-appeared in the water.  The resident was concerned that the Parish Council were not reacting quickly enough to the situation.  The Clerk advised that unfortunately no-one had reported the incident, and therefore, she took action with ESBC as soon as the problem was identified.

19. SCC – TRAFFIC CALMING SURVEY


No further information has been received on this item.

20.
SCC -PARKING PROBLEMS - BURNSIDE

A letter dated 14th November was sent to SCC advising that members agreed with proposal 3 which was put forward by SCC as a possible parking solution for the issues around Burnside/The Lawns Bridge.  To date no response has been received.  


21.
SCC -BUS STOP BURNSIDE


This bus stop has now been formally adopted by SCC.

22.

SCC – SINGLE SITE SCHOOL

It is hoped that Mr. Fraser may be able to report further on this item.

23.
SCC – DOUBLE YELLOW LINES (OLD POST OFFICE)

A letter dated 19th November has been sent to SCC with regards to the re-instatement of these lines.  To date no response has been received.

24.
SCC -ROAD RE-SURFACING


A letter dated 19th November has been sent to SCC with regards to where Rolleston stands on the long term re-surfacing programme.  To date no response has been received.

25.
SCC – FOOTWAYS

Members agreed that issue of the poor footway surfaces should be kept on the agenda.

26.
SCC -CHURCH ROAD VERGES

SCC agreed to apply weed killer and re-seed the damaged verges during the Parish council meeting on 9th October.  A letter dated 14th November has been sent to SCC to see if any progress has been made. 

27.
SCC – ROAD SIGNS (MARSTON LANE)

A letter dated 19th November has been sent to SCC with regards the “unsuitable to HGV’s” sign being installed in the wrong place.  To date no response has been received.


It was advised by Mrs. Toon, that a 40ft articulated lorry entered and travelled through Marston Lane at 10.29am on Monday 24th November from the Hilton entrance to Marston Lane.  A letter has been sent to South Derbyshire Highways requesting that a sign is erected at the entrance from Hilton stating that the road is unsuitable to HGV’s.

28.
SCC – KNOWLES HILL RESURFACING

No response has been received from SCC with regards to an enquiry placed by a resident of Knowles Hill, as to why during the re-surfacing works that in some cases the footway was re-surfaced up to the driveways, whilst in others it wasn’t.

29.
SCC – KNOWLES HILL SPEEDING ISSUES

The two letters received from the concerned residents of Knowles Hill with regards to speeding issues and the ineffectiveness of the recently re-instated rumble strips have been forwarded to SCC for attention.  To date no response has been received (sent 15th November).

30.
SCC – JINNIE NATURE TRAIL STEPS (FOOTPATH 15)

Correspondence has been received from SCC to advise that the works unit have cleared the debris from the steps, installed new handrails and provided the necessary clearance.


A report was made to the Clerk on 30th November, that the wood on the handrails was coming loose and could be dangerous.  This has been reported direct to SCC Rights of Way Department.

SCC – COMMUNITY PATHS INITIATIVE – BIDS FOR 2007/08


A letter has been received from SCC to say that it is inviting bids once again for paths projects to be supported under the Community Paths Initiative Scheme for 2007/08.  The deadline for bids is 31 January 2007.

SCC – BURTON UPON TRENT FREIGHT QUALITY PARTENERSHIP ROAD 
HIERACHY REVIEW

Attached for information is a copy of the letter received from SCC with regards to the above.

ROLLESTON FOOTBALL CLUB

A complaint was received via your Chairman from one of the parents about the length of the grass on the football pitches.  The Chairman advised that the Parish Council had already spent £1,000 on two extra cuts this year.


A meeting took place on Tuesday 21st November with the following members of the Parish Council, Dr. Trelinski, Mr. Winstone, Mrs. Redgrave, Mrs. Carlton and the Clerk.  Mr. Gopsill represented Rolleston Football Club.  The following items were discussed:-



Mr. Gospill reported that there had been a delay in the works being started, partly as they wanted to make sure that no acts of vandalism took place on the portacabin.  Mr. Gopsill reported that a first coat of paint had now been applied, and that folded steel shutters had been made for the windows.  It was also reported that a skirt was being produced also in steel to go around the fascia board.  


Mr. Gopsill reported that the Club Secretary held the documents for the Insurance of the portacabin, and that she would be forwarding a copy of the insurance document along with the three fixtures lists to the Clerk. 
It was reported that the old five a side goals were dumped in one of the hedges.  Mr. Gopsill also reported that motorbikes were going across the field, and onto the college playing fields.  


Mr. Gopsill asked about the Parish Councils plans for the car park, as the pot-holes were now very bad.  Members reported that quotes are being obtained for repair works and for the re-grading of the car park, but repair works were looking at being several thousand pounds and may not happen within this financial year.  Mr. Gopsill reported that if the Parish Council would be willing to purchase some hardcore, then the football club would be willing to put in a days work and fill the pot-holes.  It was agreed that the Clerk would try and obtain some quotes for the hardcore.


It was discussed that the Football Club were not happy with the mowing standards this year, and considered that the grass was not being cut short enough.  Mr. Gopsill reported that there had been an altercation earlier in the year between the Football Club and a contractor who was cutting the grass.  Comment was made that the mower was just “running over the grass” and not taking any off.  The Parish Council agreed to look into the mowing of the field.

YOUTH REPRESENTATIVE

A letter dated 14th November has been sent to Burton College, asking if any further progress has been made with the eligible students for the position of Youth Representative.  To date no response has been received.

FINGERPOST SCHOOL LANE



We have been advised through our County Councillor that the grant application submitted for this project for a total of £1,500 is looking as though it is going to be passed.


No response has been received from the Community Council of Staffordshire with regards to the application submitted by the Civic Trust for funding of £1,000 towards the restoration of the broken fingerpost. 
38.
VILLAGE NOTICE BOARD

All contributions have now been received for the village noticeboard at Starbucks.  Hardy signs, have replaced the broken panel, and have attached handles to the doors, to help with opening.

The framework for the new noticeboard has now been installed and it is anticipated will be completed on Monday 11th December.
39.
ENVIRONMENT AGENCY

The following letters have been received from the Environment Agency:-


“Thank you for your letter regarding weed and silt at the bridge near the Spread Eagle Public House.  I have issued a work instruction to remove the weed from in front of the flood arch.  This will assist flood flows passing through and will help reduce further siltation at that point.  It is the riparian owner’s responsibility to maintain the bed and the banks of the watercourse.  However, we will continue to monitor the situation and will undertake any further works when they can be justified on a flood risk basis”


A letter has been received as follows with regards to the Brook near the Brookhouse Hotel:-


“With reference to your letter dated 26th October I can report that we are pleased with the effect the herbicide application has had in keeping the watercourse free from reeds.  Now the reeds are no longer obstructing the view it is possible to see evidence of some small deposits of silt in the channel bed.  The removal of this small quantity of silt cannot be justified on a flood risk basis at present.


“The vegetation on the channel sides is programmed to be cut twice a year by the Environment Agency.  This is to ensure that the watercourse is capable of conveying flood flows and is at its design specification.  As stated in the Living on the edge booklet, it is the riparian owner’s responsibility to maintain the bed and the banks of the watercourse.  However we will continue to monitor the situation and will undertake any further works when they can be justified on a flood risk basis”
40.
NEIGHBOURHOOD WATCH MEETING

A neighbourhood watch meeting took place on Monday 4th December, with all co-coordinators for Rolleston being invited there was a good turn out to the meeting, with approximately 25 attendees present.  It was agreed that these meetings would take place on a quarterly basis and the next meeting date was arranged for Monday 5th March 2007.  It was agreed that the June meeting would be open to the public to attend.  Mr. Peter Topliss was nominated as Chairman for the meetings, with Mr. Essery taking the responsibility for the secretarial duties.  It was agreed that guest speakers would be invited to attend these meetings e.g. Trading Standards, Inspector Mason Speedwatch etc.  Copies of the minutes are available from the Clerk

SPEEDWATCH

No responses have been received from our letters addressed to Inspector Burton. A response is also awaited to our letter addressed to the Police Authority with regards to the speeding issues we have within the village, and the lack of action that is being taken by the police.

42.
ARRIVA BUSES - LITTER

An email was received by the Clerk from a concerned resident from Station Road, who had picked up a large amount of discarded bus tickets on the corner of Meadow View/Station Road, and considering the amount of tickets, it was considered that it was the drivers discarding of the tickets.  

A letter of concern was sent to Arriva on 20th November.  The following response has been received:-


“I have spoken to the General Manager of the operating depot with regards to your comments.  The manager has advised me that staff notices have been issued reminding drivers of the importance of disposing of all litter in rubbish bins provided.  The manager has enquired that if this persists would it be possible for you to send us some of the rolls of tickets which are left behind so we can investigate this further”. 

43.
PARKING ON VERGES – MEADOW VIEW

A complaint has been received from a resident of Meadow View via Mrs. Carlton about the “Parkers Electrical Van” that is often parked outside a house just as you enter Meadow View and as a result is causing a visual obstruction to traffic.  This issue was also raised by Mr. Morris during the October meeting and reported to P.C. Lear.   The Clerk has advised PC Lear that the issue does not seem to of been rectified and after consultation with your Chairman, a letter has also been written to Parkers.
44.
FLY-TIPPING CRAYTHORNE ROAD

No response has been received from Bovis Homes with regards to the incidents of fly-tipping taking place in the field at the rear of the bungalows on Beacon Road.  The fencing is also still broken and as a result the field is easily accessible to unauthorised entry.

POST OFFICE 


Attached for information is a copy of the letter received from the Department of Trade and Industry, following our letter to Mr. Fitzpatrick, MP with regards to the future of rural Post Offices.

ITEMS OF HISTORICAL IMPORTANCE


A Telephone call was received on 29th November from a Ms. Warren at the Meadowside Leisure Centre.  She explained that over the next few years that they would be re-locating and within the current building, they housed items of historical interest that were taken from Rolleston Hall,  the items were part of Sir Oswald Mosleys collection of stuffed animals, and the collection included a stuffed flamingo, swan, herring and eagle.  Ms. Warren has contacted several local museums, but they are unwilling to take on the items.  Ms. Warren called to see if anyone within Rolleston would like to take the collection (covers a wall approximately 6ft by 7ft).  Ms. Warren is going to try and forward an inventory of the items to the Clerk.  


After discussion with your Chairman, Ms. Warren has been advised that the Natural History Museum in Tring, Hertfordshire specialises in stuffed animals and may be interested in taking the items.  The Clerk has also advised that we believe within the village there is contact details for a descendant of Oswald Mosley who may be interested in taking the items.  

47.
OBSTRUCTION TO FOOTWAY – SCHOOL LANE/STATION ROAD

Complaints have been received via Mrs. Carlton about the large pebbles that continue to escape from the driveway of the white cottage situated on the corner of School Lane/Station Road.  It has been advised that they are very uncomfortable underfoot and is also potentially dangerous.  SCC has been advised and a Highways Inspector has been asked to look into the issue.
48. FALLEN LEAVES – FOOTWAYS
