The Chairman reported that the hedge and the dog fouling problem had been reported to ESBC.  It was also advised that the concerns raised with regards to the footway being dug up in order to complete the driveways had been reported to SCC.

Members noted the attempt that had been made to remove the paint from the footpath and that this had made a significant difference, and that a second attempt would be made within the next few weeks.

The meeting was advised by ESBC that in this instance the resident should report the issue to them and that they would speak to the refuse collectors.  The Chairman suggested that this information could be included in the next issue of the Rollestonian.
