Four members of the public and P.C. Lear were in attendance.

57.
PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS (Clerks Report, Items 28 & 14)

Mr. Martin advised that he had been asked to raise an issue with regards to the inbound bus stop opposite the Bus Shelter on Knowles Hill.  Mr. Martin advised that a proper hard standing is required as at present, you get off the bus onto a grass verge and into a hedge.


The Chairman thanked Mr. Martin for bringing the item to the meeting.


Mr. Gawthorpe advised that at present the hot topic is that there appears to be too many trees being felled.  Mr. Gawthorpe advised that the Civic Trust like to check that no unlawful felling has taken place, and therefore he has been to ESBC and looked at the maps which details the trees that have tree preservation orders.  Mr. Gawthorpe advised that it is virtually impossible to check the maps as there are multiple maps detailing the trees.  Mr. Gawthorpe advised that he understood that the Parish Council held a copy of these maps, and that it must also be very difficult for them to identify protected trees.  Mr. Gawthorpe requested that the Parish Council consider writing to ESBC and asking them to rationalise the maps.


The Chairman agreed that the Parish Council would do this and thanked Mr. Gawthorpe for his report.  The Chairman reported that we had still not had a response from sac with regards to placing a tree preservation order on the tree of the verge Meadow View (rear 74 Station Road).

REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR FRASER


County Councillor Fraser reported that he had received an email earlier in the day from SCC with regards to several outstanding issues and asked the Clerk if she had also received the report.  The Clerk confirmed that she had also received the email, and the Chairman agreed that she would read the email from SCC which covered items 15, 17, 18, 19, 20, 21, 22, 24 on Page 4 of the Clerks Report.  The Chairman read the following email from SCC, Highways Department:-
 
· Reinstatement of double yellow lines outside the old post office - The original traffic order here was installed when the post office was active, as this has now ceased the traffic regulation order needs to be revoked and a new order raised to cover the amended markings. My traffic engineer Alice Bannister has applied for this to be done, which hopefully will finalize in the next 6-8 weeks. 
· Road resurfacing Church Lane, Station lane - A survey of this road was undertaken last year by consultants working on behalf of the County Council. The survey looked at the condition of the road and the residual life left within it, this is then analyzed along with the other sites across the County and a five year programme of works is set, this helps with allocating funds on a County wide basis on priorities generated from condition surveys. The aim is to ensure that funds are targeted to repair the roads in the poorest condition. Unfortunately neither Church Road of Station road has attracted sufficient ratings to require any works within the next five years. However, these roads will continue to be submitted for assessment. 
· Insufficient road signs Church road and Marston lane - the signs were correctly erected at junction of the caravan park and Marston lane, so as to allow access to the caravan park, a further sign has now been ordered for the junction of Church road and Marston lane. 
· Parking solutions - The Lawns/Burnside - Mr. Oakley has received confirmation that the parish council support proposal three, he will now apply for a traffic regulation order to that effect. The parish council will receive details of its progress via the usual consultation process. 
· Knowles Hill Footway - My contractor has taken a look at the footway on Knowles hill and cannot see any areas where the surfacing is breaking up, perhaps the person who spotted the defect could be more specific and we then take a more detailed investigation. Not all of the driveways were resurfaced along this stretch as their condition was generally good, it was felt that the money was better spent continuing the resurfacing of the footway further where we knew its condition was poor. 
· Knowles Hill Speeding Issues - We are unaware of a continual speeding issue since the rumble strips were re instated. However, my traffic team will take a look at these concerns. 
· Church Road Verges - I must admit this matter has not progressed any further; however, we will take a look at your concerns and report back to the parish. 
· Traffic Calming Survey - This has now been completed and shows that the %ile speeds here are now between 31-33 miles per hour since the installation of the traffic calming. No further measures are proposed here. 
· Re Surfacing Works - Footways - We are in receipt of the findings from the ESBC LEAP, which are currently being assessed to determine if further works are required. The parish council will be informed in due course of the outcomes. 


Members made the following observations to the email:-


Resurfacing - Dr. Trelinski advised that he felt the Parish Council should not accept the response from SCC with regards to the state of both Station Road and Church Road.  It was reported that the job that was carried out a few years ago was improperly carried out.  Members agreed that we should write to SCC and say we are unhappy with their response.  Mr. Fraser reported that the report indicated that there was no structural damage and that the County Council has a massive amount of roadwork’s to complete.  Mr. Taylor advised that the real issue is that the roads are bad now, and questioned what state they would be in, in another five years time.  Mr. Fraser reported that part of the roads personality were the speed humps.

REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR FRASER (continued)

Resurfacing - Mr. Taylor reported that it will cost a considerable amount more to repair the roads in the future then it will now.  Mr. Fraser reported that he remembered saying that the roads would be resurfaced once all of the roadwork’s had been completed and that he would chase this with SCC.  Mr. Hodson-Walker reported that he was concerned that the state of the roads could cause an accident, especially at the bottom of Church Road.  P. C. Lear reported that as a cyclist, he believes that the roads in Rolleston are horrendous.  Dr. Trelinski advised that this issue goes back four or five years, and that SCC have already put the Parish Council off for a considerable amount of time.


Knowles Hill Speeding – P.C. Lear reported that a lot more needs to be done with regards to the speeding issues along Knowles Hill.  He reported that a fatal accident had already occurred here in the past.  It was reported that when the speeds are measured by SCC that as long as 85% of cars are keeping within the speed limit and within 31-33mph then it’s ok. 

Mr. Edwards asked the Chairman if we had received a reply from our MP with regards the county’s policy.  It was advised that we had received no response and that we would follow the letter up.


Church Road Verges – Mr. Fraser reported that although no progress had been made with this issue, it was considered that the verges were the responsibility of the property owners.  Mr. Edwards reported that SCC owns the entrance to Moseley Mews, and that the residents have to get a licence from SCC in order to carry out any planting.

Single Site School – Mr. Fraser reported that a single site school cannot be on the current Alderbrook site and that we had probably missed the boat with the land on the Westbury Site.  Mr. Fraser reported that Mr. Keith Cachett, SCC Education Authority would be happy to come along to a Parish Council meeting.  It was agreed that Mr. Fraser would invite Mr. Cackett to attend to attend the March Parish Council meeting.


Broken Fingerpost – Mr. Fraser requested that the Parish Council ensures that the grant money is claimed and spent within this financial year.  The Clerk advised that she had already submitted an invoice to SCC for payment of the grant.

The Chairman thanked County Councillor Fraser for his report and for chasing the responses with SCC.  Members agreed that the items should be kept on the agenda.

Mr. Morris reported that he had spoken to Mr. Adams who is responsible for litter picking 2 hours per week, and Mr. Adams had advised Mr. Morris that he would be interested in increasing his hours.  Members agreed that this item should be added to the agenda for the next meeting.


Members agreed that we should obtain a quote for a seat in the Bus Shelter opposite the Spread Eagle and it was discussed that as we replace the bus shelters, we should put a seat in each one.

32. COMPLETION OF ANNUAL AUDIT

Members noted that the fidelity insurance had now been increased to £45,000.00 at no additional charge.

33. ITEMS OF HISTORICAL IMPORTANCE (Clerks Report, Item 32)

Members noted the email that had been received from the Meadowside Leisure Centre with regards to the items of historical importance.  Members agreed that we should request that if the items are sold on to a private collector, that a donation is made to one of the village organisations.

34.
SPEEDWATCH (Clerks Report, Item 33)

Members noted the email that had been received from Chief Superintendant Smy, and that the police would be sending a representative to the February Parish Council meeting to discuss our concerns further.

P.C. Lear was invited to comment on any current policing issues within the village.  P. C Lear advised that it was very unlikely that Rolleston would be getting a PCSO in the foreseeable future.  He advised that Tutbury are likely to get a replacement prior to Rolleston, and that Tutbury are currently 21st on the list, and therefore unlikely that they would even have a PCSO for at least another 18 months.


P.C. Lear advised that for some time he has been looking for a base in Tutbury.  He advised that after a long consultation process with the school some funding issues were raised.  As a result County Councillor Fraser had stepped in, and SCC has now produced a cheque.  It was therefore advised that P.C. Lear will soon be based in Tutbury.  


P. C. Lear advised that when Tutbury get a PCSO he will try his best to ensure that the PCSO also comes into Rolleston.  He advised that as the area isn’t riddled with crime, he is often gets assigned to road safety issues, i.e. seatbelt initiatives etc.  This in turn means that P. C. Lear is taken away from the area.  P.C. Lear also advised that it is currently entering the season for shed burglaries. 

35.
ANSLOW LANE (Clerks Report, Item 34)


Members noted the letter that had been received from Mr. Essery.  The Chairman advised that the minute books were still being held by Mrs. Woodbine, as there was some books that still required binding.  It was agreed that we should check what binding is still outstanding, and if the Parish Council is liable for the cost of any more binding.

Mr. Morris advised that he felt that the only reason that the time period for enforcing replacement planting had expired was due to the fact that ESBC had been sitting on their hands and not done anything.  Mr. Morris advised that he felt we had been let down by ESBC.  Members agreed that we should write to ESBC and advise that we are not satisfied with their response, especially with the 4th paragraph as we had been told that enforcement action would be taken, and whatever the outcome a record should always be taken.  Members agreed that we should also comment that we appreciate that it is now out of time, but are disappointed it was let through.
