3. ESBC - CEMETERY/FIDDLERS LANE

A site meeting took place on Tuesday 9th January with Mr. French, ESBC Cemetery Manager, and Mrs. Roberts, ESBC Engineers department with regards to the outstanding works at the Cemetery.  The Give Way sign was erected on the morning of the meeting, and it was advised that it was anticipated that the broken tap should be repaired within the next two weeks.  Mrs. Roberts advised that the tarmac had not been completed due to contractual issues, and that a new contractor had now been brought on board to complete the job.  It was advised that this work is likely to take place between April and September 2007.


The “T” sign for the no through road sign was discussed and ESBC were advised that the sign appeared to be in an unsuitable location, as the sign is not apparent until you have turned into the Cemetery and at this point would become too much of a dangerous manoeuvre for a HGV to back out of.  ESBC advised that anywhere prior to the sign was SCC Highways and therefore if we required the sign to be in another location we would need to obtain Highways permission.  ESBC did advise that they had a spare “mirror” and that this was something that we had previously requested with SCC but it had been refused.  Once again, if we would like the mirror to be installed we would need to obtain permission from SCC Highways Department.  
4.
ESBC - SHOTWOOD CLOSE

A second letter has been sent to the Chief Executive of ESBC with regards to the dead/diseased trees as no further response has been received to her letter from November, advising that she was making enquiries and would report back to us in due course.

5.
ESBC – LAND OFF MEADOW VIEW/STATION ROAD

A second letter has been sent to the Chief Executive of ESBC with regards to the proposed sale of 44 square metres of land at Meadow View as no further response has been received to her letter from November, advising that she was making enquiries and would report back to us in due course.

The following email has been received from Mr. Wood, ESBC Tree Officer with regards to our request for a tree preservation order to be placed on the tree, at the rear of 74 Station Road:-

ESBC – LAND OFF MEADOW VIEW/STATION ROAD (continued)

“I did survey the site in October 2006, and spoke to Mr. Crossley on the matter.  He has assured me that the area was under ESBC jurisdiction.  Under these circumstances it is not government policy to tpo our own trees. 

 Therefore we do not wish to make a preservation order.  The trees are reasonable but they are already protected as they belong to ESBC”.

ESBC – FOOTPATH WESTBURY HOMES DEVELOPMENT


The two footpaths have now been joined by ESBC. Mrs. Carlton reported at the last meeting, that she had received some comments that the jitty was poorly lit.  Members are advised that there is street lighting along the jitty, and they appear to be in working order.

ESBC – LEAP PROJECT

A worksheet has been received from ESBC, detailing the works that have been completed to date.  A copy is attached for information.  It has been advised that Mr. Parkes, LEAP Project Manager will be leaving the employment of ESBC at the end of February.

ESBC – MARSTON LANE

It has been advised by ESBC that the Councils Solicitor has now laid the information before the Court with regards to the unlawful felling of trees.  A date for a preliminary hearing has been set for 12th February 2007.

ESBC – LICENSING ACT 2003

The following letter has been received from ESBC for comment:-


“It is just over 12 months since the Licensing Act 2003 came into full force.  The Council is currently undertaking a Scrutiny Review of the implementations of the Act and wondered whether you have any comments to make”.

11.
ESBC – LICENSING ACT 2003 (continued)

“Parish Councils are uniquely placed to make comments as you may well be involved as a licensee for a village or parish hall, equally you may have seen the impact on the community as a result of longer licensing hours.  We would appreciate all comments you may have good or bad”.

12.
ESBC – PRECEPT REQUIREMENTS

The following letter dated 8th January 2007 has been received from ESBC:-


“As you may be aware, the parish council elections are due to be held on Thursday 3rd May, and the elections will be combined with the full Borough Council elections.  You may remember that ESBC waived the parish re charges for elections in 2003, for various reasons such as the postal vote pilot, boundary charges and the formation of new parishes etc.  However, this arrangement was a ‘one off’ for that particular election only and the council will not be funding any future elections (including by-elections)”.


“I must advise you that the combined cost of running the elections will be split equally between the Borough Council and the Parish Councils and the apportionment of costs for your parish will be recharged to you shortly after the election.  If the election for your parish is uncontested, then there will of course be no charge to your parish”.


“Please bear in mind the implications when setting your parish precept.  I would suggest setting aside something in the region of £2,000 to £3,000 to cover the possible cost of the election.  It may well be that the cost of an election in the smaller parishes will be considerably lower, but it is difficult to estimate an actual cost at this stage owing to the rapidly increasing list of postal voters and resourced needed to run this service”.

ESBC – CONSERVATION AREA REVIEW DOCUMENTS / 

CONSERVATION OFFICER

Members agreed that this item should be kept on the agenda and chased with ESBC if we had not received notification that the Conservation Area Review Documents has been passed for approval by this meeting. 

Following the question raised by Mr. Morris at the last meeting the Clerk has contacted ESBC Planning Department and been advised as follows:-


“As you know we currently have no in-house Conservation advice, In terms of Listed Buildings we can on larger schemes rely on English Heritage to give us assistance. However, on applications within Conservation Areas there are not any outside consultees we can approach, so we are relying on the experience of both the officer themselves, and other staff within the office. Hopefully the issue will be sorted in April, when we may get a replacement Conservation Officer (fingers crossed!!)”.

14.
ESBC – TREE PRESERVATION ORDERS

Further to the question raised by Mr. Gawthorpe during Public Question Times and Petitions during the Parish Council meeting on 8th January, a letter was to ESBC asking them to rationalise the maps which detail the trees within the village that are protected, and advising them that the Parish Council do not appear to have copies of the relevant maps.  The following response has been received:-
14.
ESBC – TREE PRESERVATION ORDERS (continued)

“I welcome the interest of both the Parish Council and Civic Trust in respect of unauthorised works to trees covered by Tree Preservation Orders”.  

“At the present moment in time the Borough Council keeps records of TPO trees in two forms – in individual files relating to each TP, and on plotting sheets at a scale of 1:2500 covering the whole of the Borough”.


“As part of the on-going service improvements it is the Councils intention to make more planning information available to the public in electronic form through the Councils web-site, but as yet TPO’s have not been programmed in.  I regret that resources are such that it is not possible to supply you with copies of plans of your Parish will all TPO trees plotted.  However, should either members of the Parish Council or the Civic Trust have concerns about works to trees the Councils Landscape Architect, Mr. Wood can be contacted on 01283 508553.”
15.
ESBC – WASP CONTRIBUTION


The second payment of £1,000 has now been received.

16.

ESBC – BROOK HOLLOWS

It was agreed that this item would be added back on to the agenda to chase progress with ESBC on the “friends of Brook Hollows” project.  
17.
SCC -PARKING PROBLEMS – BURNSIDE

No further response has been received following Mr. Rayson’s email of 8th January:-


“Mr. Oakley has received confirmation that the parish council support proposal three, he will now apply for a traffic regulation order to that effect. The parish council will receive details of its progress via the usual consultation process”. 

18.
SCC – DOUBLE YELLOW LINES (OLD POST OFFICE)

No further response has been received following Mr. Rayson’s email of 8th January:-


“Reinstatement of double yellow lines outside the old post office - The original traffic order here was installed when the post office was active, as this has now ceased the traffic regulation order needs to be revoked and a new order raised to cover the amended markings. My traffic engineer Alice Bannister has applied for this to be done, which hopefully will finalize in the next 6-8 weeks”.
19.
SCC – DOUBLE YELLOW LINES – DOVECLIFF ROAD


The issue with regards to Double yellow lines along Dovecliff Road was raised during the Village Liaison meeting.  The Chairman agreed that the item would be added to the Clerks Report for the next Parish Council meeting.

20.
SCC -ROAD RE-SURFACING – CHURCH ROAD

A letter has been sent to SCC Highways, saying that members do not accept their decision not to include Church Road/Station Road in their 5 year plan for resurfacing works, as the roads are already in a very poor state, due to the poor standards of the resurfacing works carried out five years ago.  To date no response has been received.
21.
SCC – FOOTWAYS

No further response has been received following Mr. Rayson’s email of 8th January:-


 “Re Surfacing Works - Footways - We are in receipt of the findings from the ESBC LEAP, which are currently being assessed to determine if further works are required. The parish council will be informed in due course of the outcomes”. 

22.
SCC -CHURCH ROAD VERGES

No further response has been received following Mr. Rayson’s email of 8th January:-


“Church Road Verges - I must admit this matter has not progressed any further; however, we will take a look at your concerns and report back to the parish”
23.
SCC – ROAD SIGNS – MARSTON LANE

No further response has been received following Mr. Rayson’s email of 8th January:-


“Insufficient road signs Church road and Marston lane - the signs were correctly erected at junction of the Caravan Park and Marston lane, so as to allow access to the caravan park, a further sign has now been ordered for the junction of Church road and Marston lane” 
24.
SCC – KNOWLES HILL 

No further response has been received following Mr. Rayson’s email of 8th January:-


“My contractor has taken a look at the footway on Knowles hill and cannot see any areas where the surfacing is breaking up, perhaps the person who spotted the defect could be more specific and we then take a more detailed investigation. Not all of the driveways were resurfaced along this stretch as their condition was generally good, it was felt that the money was better spent continuing the resurfacing of the footway further where we knew its condition was poor”. 


In his email dated 8th January 2007, Mr. Rayson reported that he was unaware on continual speeding issues since the rumble strips were reinstated on the top of Knowles Hill.  Further copies of the complaint letters have been forwarded to both Mr. Rayson and Mr. Oakley for review. 
25.
SCC – TRAFFIC CALMING SURVEY


No further response has been received following Mr. Rayson’s email of 8th January:-


“This has now been completed and shows that the %ile speeds here are now between 31-33 miles per hour since the installation of the traffic calming. No further measures are proposed here”. 



A second letter has been forwarded to our MP with regards to the County Councils policy on calculating the speed of traffic.  Receipt has been acknowledged and it has been advised that Mrs. Dean will respond in due course.  Further to our letter, it has been advised that Mrs. Dean does not appear to of received our original letter which was sent following the October Parish Council meeting.
26.

SCC – SINGLE SITE SCHOOL

It is understood that Mr. Cackett from the Education Authority will be attending the March Parish Council meeting.

27.
SCC – COMMUNITY PATHS INITIATIVE – BIDS FOR 2007/08


A path survey was carried out by Burton Conservation Volunteers in January and a quotation has been sought for the identified works.  A grant application has been submitted to SCC through the Community Paths Initiative for £1,400 in order to partly fund the works.  Members are asked to consider contributing £300.00 from the 2007/08 precept towards the cost of the project (£500.00 assigned in the Budget for footpath works).  A copy of the Burton Conservation Volunteers report is attached for information. 

28.

SCC – BUS STOPS – KNOWLES HILL (INBOUND)

A letter has been sent to SCC, asking them to consider installing a proper hard standing area at the inbound bus stops on Knowles Hill, as at present you get off the bus and onto a grass verge.  An acknowledgement has been received, advising that the request has been passed to Mr. Oakley, and he will be in touch in due course. 
29.
SCC – JINNY NATURE TRAIL

As advised by your Chairman at the previous Parish Council meeting, we have received notification from SCC that due to the number of objections received with regards to making the Jinny Trail a public bridleway, it was likely that the matter will result in a public inquiry later on this year, but the ultimate decision is the Planning Inspectorates.    


A further letter dated 22nd January has been received advising that the papers in this matter have been forwarded to the Planning Inspectorate for their consideration.  It has been necessary to provide written permission to SCC to allow an Inspector access to the land.  

30.
FINGERPOST SCHOOL LANE



£1,500 has been claimed and received from SCC towards the funding of the fingerpost.  A cheque has now been raised to the equivalent of this, which is to provide part payment to Fingerpost Restoration Ltd, with the outstanding payment, due on completion of the project.   The Clerk met with Fingerpost Restoration Ltd on 5th February, and measurements were taken from the post.  The top part of the post has been removed and taken away by Fingerpost Restoration Ltd.
31.
YOUTH REPRESENTATIVE

Mrs. Carlton has carried out some research with regards to the above, and identified that many Parish Councils are now setting up “Youth Councils” in order to encourage young people to become involved in local government.  Mrs. Carlton has put together an information package on the setting up of “Youth Councils”, a copy of which is attached for member’s comments/thoughts on the idea.

ITEMS OF HISTORICAL IMPORTANCE

It is understood that a museum in the South has shown interest in taking on the items that are currently being held at the Meadowside Leisure Centre.  Further to the discussion at the Village Liaison meeting, a letter has been sent to Meadowside Leisure Centre, requesting that they consider making a donation to Rolleston on Dove, should the items be sold to a private collector.  The offer to place an article in the Rollestonian with regards to the items was declined by Senior Managers, due to the interest being shown by the Museum in the South.

It is hoped that this issue will be covered on the report of Inspector Burton.

ANSLOW LANE

A copy of a letter sent to Mr. Thompson, SCC from Mr. Essery has been received for our reference.   Copies of correspondence between Mr. Essery and SCC, Casualty Investigation Manager have also been received.  


Mr. Essery has requested clarification as to who permitted the planning application for Kiln Lodge, as it has been insinuated that it was SCC.  The Clerk has clarified that the application was permitted by ESBC, and that should he wish to view the planning file, he can arrange to do so with ESBC.

FOOTPATH 14                                                                  

Members agreed that following the letter from Mr. Reilly raising his concerns and suggestions with regards to the proposed cycle way along his piece of land that this item should be kept on the agenda for review of the newly elected Parish Council in May.  A letter has been sent to Mr. Reilly thanking him for response, and advising that we would be in touch later in the year.

37.
DOCTORS SURGERY

The following letter has been received with regards to the Doctors Surgery from Mr. Alex Fox, MBE Chairman for South Staffordshire Primary Care Trust:-


 “Thank-you for your letter.  You will be aware that GP practices are run as independent businesses, and any decision to relocate is for the practice to decide, albeit requiring the support of the Primary Care Trust”.


“The Tutbury Practice have for some time been looking to relocate to more suitable accommodation, and in this respect have been looking at a number of options.  The most recent option of land adjacent to 93 Station Road was considered to be a suitable location and was welcomed by the Primary Care Trust, as it fulfilled the desire for a GP Practice in Rolleston”.


“I am aware that the planning application was not straightforward, and as there were significant objections from local residents.  I understand that many of the objections were around concerns over levels of traffic being increased in the area.  I understand that the Tutbury Practice have now started to look at other options, including potential sites in Tutbury.  It is a fact therefore, that the delay in progressing the proposal for a development in Rolleston has affected, at least in the short term, the opportunity to establish a GP practice in Rolleston”.


“As you are aware the East Staffordshire Primary Care Trust has now ceased, and healthcare is now commissioned by the South Staffordshire Primary Care Trust.  The new Primary Care Trust will be establishing an estates development strategy, and I will ensure that the Parish Council views are considered”.


At the Village Liaison meeting it was proposed that a petition should be organised in support of a Doctors Surgery for Rolleston.

PLAY AREAS – WESTBURY HOMES DEVELOPMENT

Members asked for this item to go back on the agenda.

HM REVENUE & CUSTOMS

A V.A.T reclaim has been received for the value of £629.22 for V.A.T paid during October 2006 to January 2007.

E.ON CENTRAL NETWORKS

A demonstration pack has been issued to all Parish Councils containing useful items a household should have during a power cut.   It has been recommended that the pack could be demonstrated to Parishioners as an example of useful items they should keep in their property should they unfortunately experience a power cut. FLY-TIPPING CRAYTHORNE ROAD

A letter has been sent to ESBC asking for their advice on the fly-tipping that has taken place on the land at the rear of the Bungalows on Beacon Road.  Two letters have been sent to Bovis, but no acknowledgement has been received.  For information, there is currently a bag of domestic rubbish in the field, along with a canoe that has now been dumped.  As there is no fencing, there is no protection against unauthorised access to the field.

ENVIRONMENT AGENCY

Following the invitation for the Parish Council & Flood Wardens to visit the Environment Agency’s offices, the Clerk has contacted the EA and asked them to put forward some suggested dates & times.  It is hoped that this information will be received in time for the meeting.


Brookside flooded on the morning of Thursday 18th January.  It is understood that fortunately no properties were affected.  When the flood cleared up, a dead sheep was found in Brookside.  This was reported to the Clerk, and in turn it was reported to ESBC and subsequently removed.  Brookside appeared to be the only area affected by the flooding.  
43.
ARRIVA BUSES – PROPOSED CHANGES TO SERVICE

On Thursday 11th January, Mr. Morris received a telephone call from a concerned resident with regards to the proposed changes being made to the Bus Services within the Village.  Following this telephone call, the Clerk contacted Arriva and requested that a copy of the proposed changes and the “Public Consultation” forms were sent to the Parish Council for comment.  The Clerk was advised that the Public Consultation period was due to end on Friday 19th January.    Upon further investigation, it has been advised that proposed changes are due to come into effect from March, and will affect the village as follows:-
43.
ARRIVA BUSES – PROPOSED CHANGES TO SERVICE (continued)

The 1A will come form Tutbury every hour; stop at the Spread Eagle, Knowles Hill, through Athlestan way and into town.  There will be no service offered to the top end of the village.  In addition, there will be o direct bus to the hospital from Rolleston, villagers will be required to take a bus into Burton and then change to another bus to take them to the hospital.  


This issue was discussed during the Village Liaison meeting, and representatives from all organisations in attendance agreed that a letter should be sent in objection to the changes, and also advising that the proposals would mean an increase in traffic as people will be forced to take cars, this is contrary to a Government Report making reducing car travel a top priority.  A letter and email were sent to Arriva on Thursday 17th January.  Receipt has been acknowledged, but no comments have been made by Arriva to date.  


The Clerk has been advised that the County Council have no control over the bus companies, following a traffic act that was set in 1986 stipulating that the bus companies have a free hand.

ROLLESTON FOOTBALL CLUB

Revised quotes are in part 2 for repair works to the Car Park.


The Clerk was contacted by Mr. Hemmings of Shobnall Dynamos Football Club requesting permission to use Craythorne Field for three matches (Sundays 4th, 11th, 18th February, commencing at 10.30am), as the current premises they were using were not meeting Health & Safety Standards.  After consultation with the Chairman, it was agreed that we would support their request as long as Rolleston Football Club were still able to use the field, and on the basis that Shobnall Dynamos would be charged a fee for using the field.  After further liaison with Shobnall Dynamos and Rolleston Football Club, they chose not to use the pitch on this occasion due to the lack of changing facilities.

Members agreed that this item should be added to the agenda with regards to the recommended additional mowing that may be required for the next mowing season.

LITTER COLLECTION

Mr. Morris advised members at the last Parish Council meeting that he had spoken with Mr. Adams who carries out litter picking for 2 hours per week, and he had advised that he may be interested in additional hours so he could get to other parts of the village.
