9 Members of the Public, P.C. Lear, Inspector Burton and Mr. M. Crossley. ESBC were in attendance.

The Chairman began the meeting by advising both Members of the Parish Council and Members of the Public that this would be Mr. Hodson Walker’s last Parish Council meeting, as he has decided not to stand at the next election.  The Chairman reported that Mr. Hodson-Walker had been a member of the Parish Council for twenty years, including twelve years as Borough Councillor and four years as County Councillor.  The Chairman thanked Mr. Hodson-Walker for his service and the valuable contribution he had made to the village during his service.

PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
a. FINGERPOST RESTORATION
(clerks report, item 27)

Mr. Gawthorpe advised the meeting that the Civic Trust would like to make a contribution towards the cost of the restoration project for the broken fingerpost on School Lane/Chapel Lane.  




The Chairman thanked Mr. Gawthorpe for the kind offer from the Civic Trust and advised that the contribution would be most welcome.



b.
HGV VEHICLES (clerks report, item 9)




A concerned resident from Station Road raised his concerns about the number of heavy goods vehicles that are travelling through the village.  The gentleman raised that the speed bumps were causing the lorries to vibrate.  




The Chairman advised that HGV’s were a concern, and if it is possible to obtain the registration numbers of the vehicles and report them to the Clerk, then in turn she could advise the police.  P.C. Lear reported the problem is lorries accessing the village for deliveries, as they do not know if where they are delivering to is within the 7.5 tonne weight limit.  The Chairman reported that we have been for some time experiencing an issue with lorries coming from Hilton through Marston Lane.  Mrs. Toon reported that she had spoken to a lorry driver, and it was his GPS system that had directed him through the village.




Members agreed that we should write again to South Derby District Council and to Hilton Parish Council asking for signs to be erected at the Marston Lane entrance coming from Hilton, and that we should also write again to Nestle, asking them to speak to their drivers to ensure that they do not pass through the village.  Mr. Westwood advised that there are always increased issues whenever there is a large development going on in the heart of the village, i.e. Dower House Development.

b. HGV VEHICLES (continued)



Mr. Morris reported that his house often vibrates as a result of lorries passing through the village.  Mr. Morris reported that he felt that you can identify delivery lorries, and 75% of the lorries passing through the village are not making deliveries.  Inspector Burton advised that if there is a clear breach of the law, then enforcement action can be taken.  P.C. Lear advised that the police could park up at both the Clay Mills and Tutbury entrance to the village in order to identify HGV’s that are unlawfully passing through the village. 
c.
BEACON ROAD (clerks report, item 42) 



A concerned resident from Beacon Road advised that just recently there had been a gang of youths hanging around the jitty going from Beacon Road to Elizabeth Avenue Playing Field and that they had smashed the lock on the gate.  He reported that the gate is an old wooden gate and is very worn, as a result the woodwork has been smashed and the lock had been slung under the hedge.  It was also raised that the stones from the footpath were sometimes being thrown over into the gardens of the neighbouring properties.  The gentleman requested that the Parish Council consider tarmaccing the footpath and replacing the old wooden gate.



The Chairman thanked the gentleman for his report and advised that we would get the lock replaced as soon as possible and the issues would be added to agenda for the next Parish Council meeting.  In addition, the Chairman reported that the Parish Council would write to the Headmaster of the School and advise him of the activity that is taking place.

67.
REPORT OF INSPECTOR BURTON, BURTON POLICE STATION

The Chairman welcomed Inspector Burton to the meeting.

a.
SPEEDWATCH (clerks report, item 11)

Inspector Burton reported that he was new to the post of Inspector, and he had taken over from Inspector Beech.  Inspector Burton advised that he had been speaking with Inspector Mason, and that he is currently trying to gain funding from JCB towards training for Speedwatch volunteers.   Inspector Burton reported that the police do have laser guns for catching speeding vehicles, and that P.C. Lear has been trained in the use of the laser gun and that the police would be supporting the Speedwatch volunteers.  Inspector Burton reported that after a second speeding offence has been identified, that the police will now be visiting the offender.  It was reported that 289 letters have been sent to offending drivers since Speedwatch began. 


Mr. Topliss asked why the volunteers were not being kept informed of developments, and advised that they never receive any feedback unless they request it.  The question was raised if it would be possible for the Speedwatch volunteers to put their signs up and then P.C. Lear be out with his gun at the same time, as the volunteers considered that this would give more credibility to Speedwatch.

a. SPEEDWATCH (continued)


Inspector Burton requested that Mr. Topliss liaise directly with him in future and advised that he would provide him with a contact email address and mobile phone number.  Inspector Burton re-iterated that P.C. Lear will work alongside and support the Speedwatch team and advised that he felt that the work that has been carried out by the Speedwatch Volunteers was very commendable.

Inspector Burton requested that mobile phone users are also targeted and requested that if possible a description of the user is sought.  It was also requested that numbers of HGV’s passing through the village are passed to the police.  


Mr. Morris thanked Inspector Burton for the information that he had provided, and advised that he was going to raise the issue of HGV’s but was mindful that the meeting was already running behind schedule. 


The Chairman thanked Inspector Burton for attending the meeting and advised that she felt that his feedback was very positive and interesting, and it was encouraging to know that several hundred letters have been sent as a result of the information collated by Speedwatch.

b.
PCSO’s (clerks report, item 28)


Inspector Burton reported that Rolleston will not have a dedicated PCSO.  It was reported that the Government has stopped the funding.  Inspector Burton reported that Burton will have 20 PCSO’s, 11 assigned to ward areas and 3 floating PCSO’s.  Members agreed that we should write to our MP as the government keeps setting up schemes and then stops funding.



Dr. Trelinski reported that ESBC has a similar problem, as limited funding has been provided for the Neighbourhood Wardens.

REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR FRASER

a. JOB EVALUATIONS

Councillor Fraser reported that he had recently attended two cabinet meetings.  He reported that there had been a fair amount of publicity surrounding the January Cabinet meeting, as it affected SCC.  It was reported that the Unions won a case saying that equal pay should be applied everywhere, and as a result of this job evaluations had been taking place.  As a result of the job evaluations, it meant that some people would gain a substantial amount of money, and some employees would lose a substantial amount of money.  As the equal pay claims can be backdated six years, it is understood that SCC will be facing a £80million pound shortfall.

b. CLOSURE OF CARE HOMES (clerks report, item 16)

Councillor Fraser reported that the second Cabinet meeting he had attended concerned day care centres for old people and respite for carers.  Councillor Fraser reported that the government is going to outsource care homes.  It was reported that this was a likely implication of the job evaluations scheme, as those that were most likely to have gained from the job evaluation were working in the social care sector.   He reported that if the homes are closed and those people are made redundant than the £80million will not be required anymore.  Councillor Fraser reported that there will be a vote at full council on Thursday, although as it stands, it is likely to be passed as numbers are 32 to 20.  

Councillor Fraser reported that there is not enough money in the budget and that the budget is likely to advise that there will be a 4.9% increase in Council tax this year, which is just under the unofficial government guidelines of 5%.  Councillor Fraser reported that if the people currently in administration weren’t, than the budget would be managed in a different way.

b. CLOSURE OF CARE HOMES (continued)

Dr. Trelinski reported that the Parish Council had the issue of social services on its agenda later in the meeting, and advised that the issue doesn’t just concern budget, it concerns people.  Dr. Trelinski advised that he was deeply concerned about the privatisation and asked if SCC has ever seriously considered privatising the homes they’ve got with residents in situ.  Dr. Trelinski reported that these people are very fragile people who will have to be moved at the wrong time of life. 


Councillor Fraser reported that although he had referred to money, the whole of SCC is aware that this is about people.  He reported that we all need care and we all need to care for the people that this affects.  Councillor Fraser reported that only six months ago, these people had been assured that they would have homes.  Councillor Fraser reported that we want the homes to be taken over lock, stock and barrel.  It was reported that 90% of homes are already privatised and this move affects the remaining 10%.  Councillor Fraser reported that the residents require rooms with en-suite facilities and not all the homes at present can provide this.  Councillor Fraser advised that he hoped that the cabinet has considered taking the homes over lock, stock and barrel. It was also discussed that another option could be management buy-out and that it was hoped that the County could see a way to help finance that option.  It was re-iterated that these people are vulnerable, old, incapable and many suffering dementia and advised that these people need security.  

It was considered that Respite Care is more important as this affects people that are out in the Community.  It was reported that the “Waterloo Centre” currently does an excellent job of looking after people and the important factor is that the team shouldn’t be broken up.


Members asked Councillor Fraser to stand up and be heard. 

c.
SINGLE SITE SCHOOL (clerks report, item 3)

Councillor Fraser confirmed that Mr. Cackett, SCC would be attending the next Parish Council meeting.

Members believed that when the planning 


application was granted in 2002, the conditions stated that it must remain as a single 

dwelling, and would like these conditions to be enforced.  Members would like to 


comment that Chapel Lane is already a congested area, and believe that any 


additional dwelling will increase congestion.  Brooklyn House is also situated in the 


heart of the Conservation area, which is already over developed and congested.

Members would like to ensure that the 


building is sited as to not cause any visual intrusion to the amenity.

2.
PLANNING DECISIONS


Members noted the planning decisions.


The Chairman read the reasons for the refusal of planning application HO/14268/005, Wesley Cottage, Chapel Lane, Mr. Buckland:-


“The proposed single storey extension does not satisfactorily integrate with the existing dwelling appearing as an incongruous addition to the detriment of the character and appearance of the street scene, the Rolleston on Dove Conservation Area and this Grade II Listed Building by reason of its scale and design contrary to Policies BE1, BE6, BE8 and H6 of the East Staffordshire Local Plan”. 

3. ESBC - CEMETERY/FIDDLERS LANE (clerks report, item 15)

Members noted the details of the site meeting that had taken place.  The Clerk was asked to check if the broken tap has been repaired.  Members agreed that we should write to SCC and ask for permission for the visibility mirror on offer from ESBC to be erected and maintained by SCC.

70. CLERKS REPORT DATED 7th FEBRUARY 2007 (continued)
4.
ESBC - SHOTWOOD CLOSE (clerks report, item 24)

Dr. Trelinski advised that the Chairman of ESBC was off work with a very serious illness and it was anticipated that she would be off for several months, and her role was currently being looked after by other members of the Council.  


Mr. Crossley, ESBC introduced himself to the meeting.  Mr. Crossley advised that he was currently waiting for details from the Land Registry to confirm ownership of the land where the dead/diseased trees were in situ.  Mr. Crossley advised that he expects the land is still owned by the developer.  Dr. Trelinski asked Mr. Crossley to pursue this issue and to confirm ownership ASAP.  Mr. Morris advised Mr. Crossley that the Parish Council would like to replace the dead/diseased trees.   


Mr. Crossley advised members that there was still an issue concerning a small section of land that had not yet been adopted by ESBC.  He advised that when ESBC were asked to adopt the area, they raised an issue about a retaining wall which was not identified to be in a safe state.  It was advised that whilst this issue is outstanding, the small piece of open space should be maintained by the developer.  Mr. Crossley advised that this issue was a matter for the planning officers and that it was his understanding that this was the only outstanding section of land that required adoption.


Mr. Morris asked Mr. Crossley about the grass strips of land that were at the frontages of the properties.  He advised that no-one appeared to know who owned the strips of land.  Mr. Crossley reported that he understood that the strips belonged to the property, but that the Highways were responsible for the maintenance of the strips, as this was the case in other areas.  The Chairman advised Mr. Crossley that there was an area that was not being maintained as it used to be maintained by the homeowners and due to ill health they were no longer able to maintain the area.  The Clerk was asked to advise Mr. Crossley of the property details.
5.
ESBC – LAND OFF MEADOW VIEW/STATION ROAD

Mr. Crossley reported that the very small section of land at the rear of 74 Station Road had been disposed off by ESBC.  Mr. Crossley reported that Deputy Leaders made the decision to sell the land, as it was a very small section and that the loss of the area was not considered as detrimental to the area.  


Mr. Hodson-Walker advised that when the house was built it had no access from the road and asked Mr. Crossley how it was possible for the house to be built with no access.  Mr. Crossley reported that the access was considered during the application and that it wasn’t necessary for the applicant to prove access at the time of submitting the planning application.  Mr. Hodson-Walker asked if permission had been sought from the land owners to access the property by going onto ESBC land before the sale had been approved.  Mr. Crossley reported that the authority had chosen not to object to them moving across this piece of land.  Mr. Crossley reported that the sale of the land would not have been approved had the open space strategy considered that the land had significant value.

Mr. Morris reported to Mr. Crossley that he was upset about the amount of retrospective planning applications that keep coming in.

6.
ESBC – FOOTPATH WESTBURY HOMES DEVELOPMENT


Members noted that these two footpaths had now been joined.

7.

ESBC PLAYGROUND INSPECTION (clerks report, item 23)

Members noted that quotes for works to the playground equipment were in part 2 of the Clerks Report.

8.
ESBC – BULKY WASTE 

Members noted the areas that were going to be covered by the additional Bulky Waste Collection.  The Chairman proposed that as some of the members delivered the Rollestonian, that the leaflets could be issued with the next edition of the Rollestonian, which is due for delivery at the beginning of March.  The Clerk was asked to liaise with the other volunteers who would be affected by this and ask if they would be willing to also deliver the leaflets.  


Members noted that Mr. Parkes, would be leaving the authority at the end of February.  Dr. Trelinski asked Mr. Crossley who would be the point of contact at ESBC for the Parish Council after Mr. Parkes departure.  Mr. Crossley advised either Mr. Bird or Mr. Murray.

9.
ESBC – LEAP PROJECT

Members noted the update that had been received on progress that has been made since the LEAP Project Report was produced.  Members were advised that all the Parish Council issues had now been completed.

10.
ESBC – MARSTON LANE (clerks report, item 19)

Members noted that the preliminary hearing for the prosecution of the landowner, following unlawful felling of trees on Marston Lane was due to take place on 12th February.

11.
ESBC – LICENSING ACT 2003

Members reported that there had been no problems within Rolleston as a result of the change in Licensing Law.

12.
ESBC – PRECEPT REQUIREMENTS (clerks report, item 22)

Members noted the letter that had been received from ESBC advising that the Parish Council would need to set aside between £2,000 and £3,000 towards election expensed.  The Chairman reported that other money set aside in the precept could be used to cover the expenses, for example not replacing a bus shelter.  Dr. Trelinski reported that he considered this to be a considerably large amount of money, and a huge jump from previous election costs.


Members agreed that we should write to the Borough Council and question the large jump in the costs, and advise that members had agreed the precept during their January meeting, as it was necessary to submit the precept by 19th January.  Members concluded that the letter was sent to late by ESBC and many other Parish Councils would also have been likely to approve their precepts prior to receipt of the letter. 

13.
ESBC – CONSERVATION AREA REVIEW DOCUMENTS / 

CONSERVATION OFFICER (clerks report, item 20)

Dr. Trelinski reported that he had been advised that the Conservation Area Review Document which was prepared in March 2006 will go to the Cabinet to be passed as Council Policy by the end of March.  


Dr. Trelinski advised that an advert would be going in sometime in the next month for a Conservation Assistant who would be working alongside the newly created position of Urban Design Officer.  Dr. Trelinski advised that the Council has failed to deliver certain statutory requirements due to the length of time positions have remained vacant within ESBC.  Mr. Morris reported that he felt it was appalling and re-iterated that ESBC have a statutory responsibility.  

14.
ESBC – TREE PRESERVATION ORDERS

Members noted the letter that had been received with regards to rationalising the maps for Rolleston, detailing trees that are protected by Tree Preservation Orders.

15.
ESBC – WASP CONTRIBUTION


Members noted that payment has now been received.


Dr. Trelinski reminded members that as of 1st April the Borough Councillor will only have £1,000 allocated through the WASP scheme.  Dr. Trelinski advised that there will be a further £1,000 available which will have to be bid for.

16.

ESBC – BROOK HOLLOWS

Mr. Crossley reported that the position unfortunately remains the same since his last correspondence. 

Mr. Crossley reported that he hopes that new staff will be taken on in the next 1-2 months, so as a result it will be 5 -6 months before the “Friends of Brook Hollows” project can be moved forward.
17.
SCC -PARKING PROBLEMS – BURNSIDE (clerks report, item 12)

It was reported that no further response had been received from SCC and members agreed that we should write again and ask for a progress report with regards to this issue.

18.
SCC – DOUBLE YELLOW LINES (OLD POST OFFICE) (clerks report, item 4)

It was reported that no further response had been received from SCC and members agreed that this item should be added to the next agenda.

19.
SCC – DOUBLE YELLOW LINES – DOVECLIFF ROAD (clerks report, item 5)

The Chairman reported that this issue was raised at the village liaison meeting and related to the section of road by the build out on the Dovecliff Road as you come from Stretton.  It was concluded that you need double yellow lines just before the row of Victorian houses.  Members agreed that we should write to SCC again as they were previously looking into this issue.

SCC -ROAD RE-SURFACING – CHURCH ROAD (clerks report, item 6)

It was reported that no further response had been received from SCC and members agreed that we should write again and ask for a progress report on this issue.

SCC – FOOTWAYS (clerks report, item 7)

It was reported that no further response had been received from SCC and members agreed that this item should be placed on the next agenda.

SCC -CHURCH ROAD VERGES (clerks report, item 8)

Members were advised that Mr. Cackett, SCC Education Authority would be attending the March Parish Council meeting.

Dr. Trelinski advised that we need to contact SCC and advise that the stiles are in very poor condition but that the landowner would not allow our contractors on his land.

Mrs. Trelinska and Dr. Trelinski declared an interest and took no part in the discussion thereon.  Mrs. Trelinska and DR. Trelinski left the meeting room.  Mrs. Toon took the Chair.


Mr. Morris reported that he was very concerned that Rolleston are not going to get a Doctors Surgery and reported that at the Village Liaison meeting it was proposed that a petition should be drawn up and submitted, to say that although there were 60 objections against the proposed surgery, the majority actually support the need for a village surgery.


Members discussed if there were any suitable sites that could be proposed for the development, and it was concluded that the Parish Council would only be able to propose land owned by the Parish Council.  Mr. Hodson-Walker suggested that we need a petition to say that we need a Doctors Surgery within Rolleston, and it is then up to the developers to establish a site.  Mr. Gawthorpe reported that it was his understanding that people were not objecting to the surgery, but were objecting to the proposed site due to the flood risk and the size of the proposed development.  Mrs. Toon reported that the village have been campaigning for years for a surgery, and that it was a large development as it had been proposed that more first line care would be available.  

Members discussed that although the site had been objected to by the Environment Agency, it wouldn’t have necessarily scupper the application.  Mr. Underhill reported that the Village Appraisal concluded that many of the village are in support of a surgery.

“I can inform you that some works have started on the tree and hedge remediation of the POS area. With regard to the play equipment, details have been submitted for Matt Crossley of the Council's Parks Department for his comment. Orders/works to implement such cannot take place until Matt has agreed details of the scheme. Clearly the end of Jan deadline has passed, but I am mindful that this matter needs resolving in the very near future; therefore I am keeping in close contact with all concerned parties”.


Mr. Crossley reported that the enforcements department have been in touch with the


Developer and that they have chosen to submit a revised set of plans for the play area.  Mr. Crossley reported that he is currently reviewing the plans, but has identified a couple of issues that the developer needs to put right before the plans can be authorised.  Mr. Crossley reported that the delays had been caused partly due to Persimmon not receiving some of the files and partly because Persimmon chose not to take on some of the existing staff with knowledge of the site and plans.  He advised that other works still outstanding have been given deadlines.



Dr. Trelinski reported that it was good to see things progressing, but advised Mr. Crossley that as Borough Councillor and also on behalf of the Parish Council that we have not been kept in touch with any of the proposed play equipment and requested that Mr. Crossley provides us with a copy of what is being proposed.  Dr. Trelinski advised that if this information is received, it will allow the Parish Council to start having some thoughts with regards to the current play area on Meadow View.  Mr. Crossley advised that he would send through a sketch of the proposals.



Mr. Crossley was thanked for updating the meeting with the ongoing developments.
