74.
MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING

Minutes of the meeting held on 12th February 2007 were approved and signed by the Chairman.
75.
REPORT OF MR. GIACOMELLI, HEAD OF JOINT SCHOOLS PROPERTY UNIT, SCC

The Chairman advised the meeting that Mr. Giacomelli was here primarily to speak to the Parish Council and if at the end of his presentation time permitted then questions would then be welcome from the floor.


Mr. Giacomelli introduced himself to the meeting, and advised members that he is the Assistant Director for Lifelong Learning and therefore if we were looking at an amalgamation of the schools, it would fall within his jurisdiction.  He advised that there are not many split schools within Staffordshire and that Staffordshire County Council prefers not to have split site schools.  Mr. Giacomelli advised that there were two issues with regards to a single site school for Rolleston, the first being a lack of capital and the second being a lack of land.  


Mr. Giacomelli advised that in the summer of 2004, SCC were approached by the Principal of Burton College with regards to some available land.  The meeting was advised that the college offered the site and some capital and at that time both the existing properties were valued.  Mr. Giacomelli advised that since the beginning of 2005 no further contact had been made by the college and it is understood that this was due to the current planning conditions within East Staffordshire.  Mr. Giacomelli advised that it would cost approximately £2-3 million pounds for the key stage one school to be moved.  Mr. Giacomelli advised that he was aware that the Parish Council may have some land but the issue with this land was that it is open space and there would be an issue with Sport England, as by taking up playing field space it would not be considered as a net gain to the school.


Dr. Trelinski asked what would happen to the existing John of Rolleston site if SCC were to move off the site.  Mr. Giacomelli advised that SCC would look to secure residential value for the site.  Dr. Trelinski advised Mr. Giacomelli that the Parish Councils offer of land still stands if SCC were able to come up with the finance.  
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Dr. Trelinski advised that the Parish Council would also be willing to speak to Sport England re the loss of space.  Mr. Morris advised Mr. Giacomelli that the site that had been offered by Burton College was also playing fields, therefore presenting the same issue with Sport England.

The Chairman asked Mr. Giacomelli how it was possible that in Barnsley schools were being bulldozed and rebuilt yet there was no money to form an amalgamation of the two schools.  Mr. Giacomelli advised that the Government are targeting specific initiatives and that Staffordshire are now starting the visionary process.  Mr. Giacomelli advised that the government also has another initiative that will be looking at a primary capital programme starting in 2009, although he had not yet received specific details of the scheme.  Mr. Giacomelli advised that he would need to wait and review the information in due course but was doubtful that the money would be for amalgamation.  


The Chairman asked if SCC had looked at selling the infants school.  Mr. Giacomelli advised that it had been looked into, but that it would only generate hundreds of thousands of pounds against the £2 ½ million that is required.   Mr. Winstone presented the question to Mr. Giacomelli that the Parish Council had been lead to believe that the move has to be self financed and asked why ours should be self financed when other schools in the Borough weren’t.  Mr. Giacomelli advised that other budgets had been made up by a variety of sources, e.g. 106 agreements.


Mr. Winstone asked Mr. Giacomelli if there were other pots of money available that the school could look into.  Mr. Giacomelli advised that there were other opportunities available, but not to the scale that would be required in this case. Mr. Morris thanked Mr. Giacomelli for attending the meeting and advised that we had been asking for a meeting with SCC for two years.  Mr. Giacomelli passed on his apologies.  Mr. Fraser reported that he had approached the previous Parish Clerk, but the offer of a meeting in Stafford had been turned down.  The Chairman advised that Mr. Fraser had offered the previous clerk a private meeting and that the Clerk had refused and said that any meeting would need to take place with the whole Parish Council.


Questions were invited from the floor and Mrs. Galloway asked the following questions:-


Mrs. Galloway asked how much land would be required for the site and Mr. Giacomelli advised in the region of 2 hectares.   Mrs. Galloway asked why it is not possible for the school to use the land offered by the Parish Council for recreation, as this would solve the issue with Sport England.  Mr. Giacomelli advised that it may be possible.  Mrs.  Galloway advised that when the Parish Plan was produced she was responsible for talking to parents outside the school whether they were in favour of a single site school and advised that the results were 50/50.  Mrs. Galloway asked if a further survey had been carried out.  Mr.  Giacomelli advised that in general terms the authority feel that in educational terms it is more efficient to run as a single site school and that Nationally most authorities go for Primary schools for children age 5 and upwards.

Mr. Taylor advised that the counter argument for this could be that some mothers feel safer with the younger children in a separate school.  Dr. Trelinski asked Mr. Giacomelli to ensure that it is recorded by SCC that the Parish Council has offered to make land available.


The Chairman thanked Mr. Giacomelli for attending the meeting.

76.
REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR FRASER


Mr. Fraser made the following report:-

a. JOB EVALUATIONS


Councillor Fraser reported that this month there was to be a follow up meeting with regards to the Job Evaluations.


b.
CLOSURE OF CARE HOMES


Mr. Fraser reported that the proposed closure of the care homes had failed to move on due to a High Court Injunction that had been taken out.  Mr. Fraser reported that at the last cabinet meeting the vote had ended 29 to 28.     
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The Chairman thanked Mr. Fraser for his report and asked if he had any further information with regards to the outstanding items with SCC.  Mr. Fraser reported that he had no further information and requested that the Clerk provide him with an update via email so he could chase SCC for a response.

Dr. Trelinski reported that due to the failure to respond, SCC is in breach of its own charter with Parish Councils.

PLANNING DECISIONS



Members noted the planning decisions.  The Chairman reported that the following applications had also been approved:-

triple garage and alterations to existing vehicular access, 8 Station Road, Faycross Ltd.
b.
PA/23183/005 Use of Existing building as an independent dwelling including installation of 
rooflights, provision of parking facilities and garden areas with associated boundary fencing 
and walling, Brooklyn House, Chapel Lane.



The Chairman advised members of the reasons of refusal by ESBC for the application for Silver Trees, School Lane.
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3.

SCC – SINGLE SITE SCHOOL

Mr. Morris advised members that personally he would not be in favour of giving away the second site should an amalgamation of the Schools take place.


Dr. Trelinski reported that should an amalgamation take place, SCC would definitely go for housing re-development, and this is why he had asked Mr. Giacomelli to confirm this.


4.
SCC – DOUBLE YELLOW LINES (OLD POST OFFICE) (Clerks Report, Item 13)

Members agreed that this item should be added to the list of outstanding items that was being passed to Mr. Fraser.

5.
SCC – DOUBLE YELLOW LINES – DOVECLIFF ROAD(Clerks Report, Item 4)

Members agreed that this item should be added to the list of outstanding items that was being passed to Mr. Fraser.

6.
SCC -ROAD RE-SURFACING – CHURCH ROAD & STATION ROAD


Members noted the letter that had been received from SCC.  Dr. Trelinski advised that Church Road is in an appalling state and represents the roads of Eastern Europe in the 1970’s.  Mr. Taylor reported that the Hall Grounds Residents Association had just held their Annual General Meeting and several people had raised the issue of the poor state of Church Road.  The Chairman suggested that the Hall Grounds Residents Association and other bodies within the village should write to SCC in order to apply more pressure.  

7.
SCC – FOOTWAYS (Clerks Report, Item 5)

Members agreed that this item should be added to the list of outstanding items that was being passed to Mr. Fraser.

8. SCC -CHURCH ROAD VERGES (Clerks Report, Item 6)

Members agreed that this item should be added to the list of outstanding items that was being passed to Mr. Fraser.

9. SCC – ROAD SIGNS – MARSTON LANE / HGV VEHICLES (Clerks Report, Item 7)

Members noted the response from Nestle and the actions that had been taken by P.C. Lear and agreed that we should write again to SCC.

10.
SCC – KNOWLES HILL (Clerks Report, Item 8)

Members agreed that this item should be added to the top of the list of outstanding items that was being passed to Mr. Fraser.

11.
SCC – TRAFFIC CALMING SURVEY / SPEEDWATCH (Clerks Report, Item 9)

The Chairman reported that following our letter to Janet Dean, MP a letter has been sent by SCC with regards to their policy on recording the results of speed surveys.  The Chairman read the following statements from the letter:-

“Using the 85th percentile speed also removes such anomalies as emergency vehicles”.  
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11.
SCC – TRAFFIC CALMING SURVEY / SPEEDWATCH (continued)


“It should be noted that new guidance on assessing speed limits from the Department of Transport, shifts the emphasis from 85th percentile speeds to mean speeds, which do take account of 100% of motorists, but will invariably give lower baseline figures.  The County Councils is currently considering this guidance and formulating a speed management policy taking this into account”.



Members discussed the letter that had been received from Mr. Essery and Mr. Topliss. The Chairman reported that unfortunately we do not know when Mr. Fraser is going to speak on a subject and at that time we had not received a copy of the traffic calming survey.  Mr. Morris reported that he was concerned that there was a big anonomy between the results of the survey from SCC and the results recorded by the Speedwatch volunteers.  Dr. Trelinski reported that this was probably due to the speeds being taken at different places. 



Mr. Edwards informed members that the traffic calming survey was conducted by SCC whilst there were works vans along Church Road and these were causing the traffic to slow down and this would therefore affect the overall results.  Members agreed that we should respond to Mr. Essery now that we have received the results from SCC.  Members also agreed that we should forward SCC a copy of the results that were recorded by the Speedwatch volunteers.  

12.
SCC -PARKING PROBLEMS – BURNSIDE (Clerks Report, Item 10)

Members agreed that this item should be added to the list of outstanding items that was being passed to Mr. Fraser.

13.

SCC – BUS STOPS – KNOWLES HILL (INBOUND) (Clerks Report, Item 11)

The Chairman reported that she had also received a request for hard standing to be installed by the bus stop opposite the Westbury Homes Development.  Members agreed that we should ask for all bus stops to have a square meter of hard standing, so that you are not getting off the bus onto a grass/muddy verge.  

14.
SCC – COMMUNITY PATHS INITIATIVE – BIDS FOR 2007/08 (Clerks Report, Item 41)

Members noted the actions that were being taken by SCC following our letter to them advising that Footpaths 9 and 19 are in a dangerous state but that the farmer will not allow our contractors access to his land.
15.
SCC – CEMETERY ROAD SIGNS (Clerks Report, Item 12)

Members agreed that this item should be added to the list of outstanding items that was being passed to Mr. Fraser.

16.
SCC – SOCIAL CARE AND HEALTH SERVICES 


Members noted the response that had been received from SCC.  It was re-iterated that a High Court injunction had been taken out against SCC.  

17.
SCC – PROPOSED CHANGES TO BUS SERVICE (clerks report, item 39)

The Chairman reported that SCC had advised that ARRIVA had made changes to the bus services and this would result in the loss of the bus service from Rolleston direct to the hospital.  It was advised that the Clerk had received a table of the changes and that she would display these in both village notice boards.

18.
JINNY NATURE TRAIL – PUBLIC INQUIRY (clerks report, item 34)

The Chairman reported that she would like to thank the Clerk for the work that she had carried out once we had been notified of the Public Inquiry by SCC.  
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18.
JINNY NATURE TRAIL – PUBLIC INQUIRY (continued)

The Chairman reported that we had just found out that NALC would no longer be able to appoint the Barrister on our behalf and that we had been advised that we would need to appoint the Barrister via a firm of Solicitors who specialise in planning cases.  The Chairman advised that NALC had also lost our file with copies of previous correspondence between themselves, the Parish Council and the Barrister. 


Members agreed that we should write and complain to NALC especially with regards to the lost file and that we should have been informed months ago that the services that they offered had been reduced.  The Chairman reported that the Barrister would cost more than initially anticipated as it would be necessary for him to carry out a site visit prior to the inquiry.  The Clerk was asked to contact Stretton Parish Council and ask an approximate cost of the solicitor’s fees.


The Chairman advised that both she and the Clerk would be attending the Public Inquiry.  Mr. Morris reported that he would also be available to attend.  The Chairman advised that she was also being lobbied by cyclists with regards to them using the trail and it was agreed that this would be placed on the agenda once the public inquiry had taken place.
 19.
ESBC – MARSTON LANE

Members noted that ESBC had advised that the landowner would be required to carry out replacement planting under S213 of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990 and that they had written to the land owner on 5th March and requested that he replants a blue cedar and 3 birch trees on the frontage of the site before the end of April 2007.
20.
ESBC – CONSERVATION AREA REVIEW DOCUMENTS/ CONSERVATION OFFICER

(Clerks Report, Item 14)

Dr. Trelinski regretfully informed the Parish Council that the Conservation Area Review Document did not go to the March Cabinet meeting.  Dr. Trelinski advised that he had been re-assured that it would go to the full council meeting in April.  Dr. Trelinski further advised that should there not be enough items on the agenda for the April meeting, then the meeting may be cancelled until May.  


Dr. Trelinski advised that he was disgusted by ESBC not giving Conservation issues a high enough priority and re-iterated that Conservation issues are given a very low priority in East Staffordshire.  The Chairman suggested and members agreed that we should write to Mrs. Dean, MP and advice that this document was prepared and ready for approval in March 2006.  Mr. Morris advised that he felt it was beyond comprehension and the Chairman reported that all that was required from ESBC was for them to rubber stamp the document.  It was agreed that the Clerk would forward the letter to the Chairman for perusal prior to it being sent to Mrs. Dean, MP.    
21.
ESBC - PLAY AREAS – WESTBURY HOMES DEVELOPMENT (Clerks Report, Item 15) 

Members noted that no further response had been received from ESBC with regards to this issue.

22.
ESBC – ELECTION EXPENSES (Clerks Report, Item 19)

Members noted the letter that had been received from ESBC and discussed the last paragraph of the letter and the fact that it gave no indication of likely costs.  Dr. Trelinski reported that he had spoken to our County Councillor with regards to this and it was considered that ESBC were in breach of the Parish Councils Charter.  It was discussed that it was impossible for Parish Councils to set the precept when they have been given no information on how much it is likely to cost.  Members discussed that some Parish Councils have a total precept of £5,000.  
The Chairman suggested and members agreed that we should write to ESBC and ask for specific figures based on the election costs from 8 years ago.  
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23. ESBC – ANNUAL PLAYGROUND INSPECTIONS  (Clerks Report, Item 16)

Members of the playground working party agreed to meet on Tuesday 20th March at 4.15pm, to discuss the reports further.

24.
ESBC - SHOTWOOD CLOSE (Clerks Report, Item 17)

Members noted that no further response had been received from ESBC with regards to this issue.

25.
ESBC – COUNCIL TAX 2007/08

Members noted that the Clerk had displayed a copy of the new rates in both village notice boards.

26.
ESBC – DECLARATION OF AIR QUALITY MANAGEMENT (AQMAs)


Members noted that this issue affected the area of inner Burton.

27.
FINGERPOST (Clerks Report, Item 32)

Members noted the generous offer made by the Civic Trust and agreed that a letter of thanks should be sent to the Civic Trust.

28.
PSCO’S (Clerks Report, Item 35)

The Chairman advised that Mrs. Dean, MP had forwarded our letter with regards to the funding issues of the PCSO’s to Mr. McNulty Minister of State, Policing, Security and Community Safety for comment.


The Chairman reported that in Hertfordshire she had witnessed PCSO’s that also have their own vehicles.

29.
YOUTH REPRESENTATIVE (Clerks Report, Item 22)

Members noted that there was nothing further to report on this subject and that it should be kept on the agenda.

30.
FLY-TIPPING CRAYTHORNE ROAD (Clerks Report, Item 23)

Members noted the details of the lady that had encountered someone living in her summer house whilst she had been away on holiday.  Mrs. Redgrave informed the meeting that she had also spoken with the lady and advised her of the details for the Neighbourhood Watch meeting that took place on 5th March, but that the lady had chosen not to attend.  


Mr. Morris reported that he felt that we should write to Bovis and advise them that we would be taking ownership of the field, as the land had not been identified by Bovis as being part of their estate.

31.
LITTER COLLECTION  (Clerks Report, Item 24)

The Chairman reported that Mr. Starbuck and the paper boys had been clearing the ditches along Craythorne Road as there was a lot of rubbish in them.  It was agreed that this was an area that we could direct our handyman to for litter collection.

Mr. Winstone reported that he is against financing any more litter collection, unless other offensive items are also removed, e.g. dog faeces.  Mr. Winstone reported that he considered the Parish Councils attitude to be to contact East Staffs whenever there is a problem, yet we know that certain alleys are a problem.  Mr. Winstone also reported that he understood that our environmental officer is also supposed to carry out a certain degree of litter collection.  
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31.
LITTER COLLECTION (continued)

Dr. Trelinski advised that if we wished for our handyman to also remove faeces then we should get advice from SPCA as to whether we would require having any additional insurance and also getting advice on what equipment we should supply him with.  Members agreed that we should keep the item on the agenda, find out the implications with regards to the removal of dog faeces and also speak to our handyman directly to see if he would be willing to carry out the job.  


The Chairman advised that she was not aware that we had a big dog fouling issue within the village, and Mr. Winstone replied that he was not aware that we had a big litter problem.  It was confirmed that ESBC are supposed to come out within a certain time, if a report of dog faeces on the footway is reported to them.

32. MOWING

Mr. Winstone reported that he had spoken to Mr. Crossley, ESBC and that he had advised that their contractors carry out 14 cuts per annum; this has just been increased from 10 cuts per annum due to the climate change.  Mr. Crossley considered the suggestion that the village would need 18 cuts per annum a little excessive.  Members agreed that we should stick to 14 cuts and continue to monitor the situation.


It was reported that due to a lot of games being called off this season, the football season would be running until the end of April.

33.
FOOTPATH 14                                                                  

It was noted that it had been agreed that this item would be kept on the agenda for discussion after the May elections.
34.
DOCTORS SURGERY (Clerks Report, Item 25)

Mrs. Trelinska and Dr. Trelinski declared an interest and took no part in the discussion thereon.  Mrs. Trelinska and Dr. Trelinski left the meeting room. 


The Clerk reported that to date approximately 600 signatures had been received.  Mr. Morris advised that he thought we should leave the boxes and forms out for another 2 – 3 weeks and then we should arrange a meeting for a few people to get together in 3 to 4 weeks to ensure that duplicate signatures are removed and to arrange to present the petition to the Doctors surgery.  
35.
ENVIRONMENT AGENCY (Clerks Report, Item 36)


Members noted the details of the new flood warning codes that had been issued by the Environment Agency.  Members noted that a trip to the Environment Agency offices had been arranged for Wednesday 21st March, but that only one person had come forward saying they wished to attend.

36.
CRAYTHORNE PLAYING FIELD (Clerks Report, Item 26)

Members noted that the Clerk had attended a meeting with the ESBC Disability Access Officer and that she had advised that the best option would be to obtain a radar lock for the gate as most people with a disability have a radar key.  Mrs. Harrison advised that the law states that you must do what is reasonable within your remit, e.g. financial status etc, and that it would be unreasonable to expect a hard standing path to be installed.  Mrs. Harrison also advised that there was a very good book that had been produced by BT called Countryside for all and there was a chapter in there which also covered the issue.


The Chairman advised that the Clerk had been provided with a contact and had requested a brochure.  Mr. Winstone asked if the Clerk had any idea on how much the lock would cost, as if it was not a large amount members could give permission for the Clerk to obtain the lock without having to wait until the next meeting.  
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36.

CRAYTHORNE PLAYING FIELD (continued)
The Clerk advised that she had no idea, and the Chairman advised that the next meeting was only three weeks away so a quote could be approved at that time.
37.
ROLLESTON FOOTBALL CLUB

Members noted that Mr. Gopsill had single handed carried out the necessary works to the portacabin.  Members agreed that we should write Mr. Gopsill a letter of thanks.
38.
BUS STOP – HALL ROAD (Clerks Report, Item 27)

The Chairman advised members that she had received a request for a bus stop along Hall Road and advised members that if they recall the issue was on the agenda several years ago, but due to a problem between the landowner and SCC the item had not progressed.  Members agreed that we should write again to Mr. Thompson and ask if he would consider donating some of his land.

39.
ITEMS OF HISTORICAL IMPORTANCE (Clerks Report, Item 28)

Members agreed that John of Rolleston School should be offered the opportunity of taking the items.  The Chairman reported that she had also asked the Clerk to enquire as to if the National Trust or the University Museum, Oxford would be interested in taking the items.

Members agreed to donate £150.00 towards the School Community Day.  It was agreed that Elizabeth Avenue could be used for car parking, but the tarmacced paths should be cordoned off and that is should be marshalled to ensure that no cars drive/park on the paths.

Members agreed that we would like to have a stall again this year and the Chairman reported that the Clerk had suggested that our stall could be based on the setting up of Youth Councils.
